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Summary of the meeting held on May 21, 2010

The meeting was conducted under the chairmanship of Ambassador Francisco Proaño, Permanent Representative of Ecuador to the OAS and Vice Chair of the General Committee, to consider the draft resolutions contained on the order of business, document CP/CG-1847/10 rev. 1.

1. Consumer Protection – Network for Consumer Safety and Health in the Americas
Consideration of this draft resolution, presented by the delegation of Brazil, co-sponsored by Peru, and submitted to the meeting as document CP/CG-1827/10 rev. 2, was approved as amended at the meeting.

2. Recognition of the International Year for People of African Descent


This draft resolution (CP/CG-1828/10 rev. 3), presented by the delegation of Antigua and Barbuda and co-sponsored by Barbados and the United States, was approved as amended at the meeting.

3. Coordination of Voluntary Enlistment in the Hemisphere for Disaster Response and the Fight against Hunger and Poverty – White Helmets Initiative

This draft resolution, presented by the delegation of the Argentine Republic and co-sponsored by Paraguay, Bolivia, and Uruguay (CP/CG-1836/10 rev. 3), was approved as amended at the meeting.

4. Promotion and Strengthening of Democracy:  Follow-up to the Inter-American Democratic Charter

Presented by the delegation of Canada, co-authored with Brazil, Chile, Peru, Belize, and Costa Rica, and co-sponsored by Guatemala and Dominican Republic (CP/CG-1833/10 rev. 2), was approved as amended at the meeting.

5. Towards the Establishment of Priorities on the Youth of the Americas

This draft resolution, presented by the delegation of Antigua and Barbuda and co-sponsored by Suriname and Colombia (CP/CG-1831/10 rev. 4), was approved as amended at the meeting.

6. Human Rights and Older Persons

This draft resolution (CP/CG-1848/10 rev. 1), presented by the delegation of the Argentine Republic and co-sponsored by Peru, Costa Rica, and Chile, was approved as amended at the meeting.

7. Other business
