Summary of the meeting of February 11, 2015
At the start of the meeting, and there being no objections by the delegations present, Ambassador Niermala Bradrising, Chair of the General Committee and Permanent Representative of Suriname to the OAS, declared the order of business approved.
The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Canada, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, and Venezuela.

Consideration of the Draft Work Plan of the General Committee for 2015 (CP/CG-2015/14 rev. 2)
At this point on the agenda, the Chair reminded the delegations of the functions assigned to the General Committee in both the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council and in the distribution of mandates agreed upon at the Permanent Council meeting of July 23, 2014.
Ambassador Bradrising proposed that at least 11 meetings of the Committee will be held between February 11 and May 2015, based on the schedule attached to the Work Plan, it being understood that the schedule could change insofar as other meetings might have to be scheduled to keep track of the topics covered in the Work Plan and to address other matters that might be assigned to the Committee. 
The Chair than read out the operational and practical guidelines, contained in her proposed Work Plan, for the presentation and negotiation of draft resolutions, with a view to their adoption by the Committee.
There being no objections from the delegations present, the Committee's Work Plan was declared adopted in its entirety and with no changes.

The Alternate Representative of Nicaragua, Luis Alvarado, speaking on behalf of his delegation, put forward the candidacy of the Interim Ambassador of Venezuela, Carmen Velásquez, for the position of Chair of the Working Group. The proposal was seconded by the Alternate Representative of Belize, Ardelle Sabido, and by the Alternate Representative of Argentina, Julio Cesar Ayala.  For her part, Ambassador Carmen Velásquez thanked the delegations that voted for her by acclamation for the trust they had placed in her.
