� Canada’s background information on military holdings has been drawn from the “Canadian Global Exchange of Military Information” report, which is submitted annually to the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe, and is valid as of 1 January 2010. This is in accordance with the UN Department of Disarmament Affairs guidance, which advises that States submit those documents generated by their respective Governments during the reporting year on military holdings, and that no special reports need to be prepared for submission to the Register. Canada is willing to provide additional information on military holdings as requested. 





As in the 2008 “Canadian Global Exchange of Military Information” report, Canada is reporting all holdings, including surplus and written-off equipment. Equipment that is surplus and is being dismantled or disposed of will be footnoted.  





� Battle Tanks: 67 Leopard C2 are currently in service.  There was an increase of 1 since the last report. Increase was not due to imports but due to refurbishing of 1 Main Battle Tank that had been declared surplus and was awaiting disposal; 20 Leopard 2A6 on loan from Germany, currently in service; 80 Leopard 2A4 and 20 Leopard 2A6 purchased from the Netherlands are awaiting refurbishment and are not currently in service.





� APC: M113A3 - 274 in-service, Canada fielded 20 new MTVL Remote Weapon Station variants during the past year


M113 A2 DAREOD - 8 in service


M113A2s, including a number of variants (ADATS, Engineers, Dozers), are pending disposal instructions Total  M113: 736.  The reason for the increase in numbers is the additional 20 M113A3 were built and the 100 plus vehicles that the Canadian Forces set aside in case they were required for the Mobile Tactical Vehicle program. 202 x Coyote reconnaissance vehicles; 648 LAV III APC (all variants); 199 x Bison (all variants); 22 Husky Armoured Mobile Repair; 74 x RG-31 Armoured Patrol Vehicles.  


 


� Guns/Howitzers: 18 x M777 155mm, 98 x C3 105mm, 24 x C1 105mm, and 28 x LG1 105mm howitzers are currently operational.  76 x M109A4(+) 155 Howitzers are declared surplus and parked awaiting disposal.  Canada has no holdings in this category with a calibre of less than 100mm.


� The term “primary trainer aircraft” is here defined as an aircraft that is designed and constructed for primary flying training and which may possess only limited armament capability necessary for basic training in weapon delivery techniques.


� This figure excludes 13 CU-161 Sperwer and 1 CU-171 Heron tactical UAV, which are not considered Combat Aircraft.
