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Summary of the meeting held on December 15, 2009
The following delegations took part in the meeting: Argentina, Bahamas, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, United States, and Venezuela.
1. Consideration of the Draft Work Plan to Combat Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere 2010-2012 (CP/CSH-1155/09), which is based on the conclusions and recommendations of the first and second Meetings of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons {AG/RES. 2456 (XXXIX-O/09)]

Ms. Alison August Treppel of the Department of Public Security of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security gave a presentation on the document “Draft Work Plan to Combat Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere 2010-2012,” which was distributed as document CP/CSH-1155/09. 


That Draft Work Plan was presented pursuant to the mandate contained in resolution  AG/RES. 2456 (XXXIX-O/09), which requested “the General Secretariat to prepare a draft Work Plan to be considered by the Committee on Hemispheric Security, based on the conclusions and recommendations of the First and Second Meetings of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons, and other relevant provisions of the OAS, bearing in mind the achievements at the subregional and international levels, avoiding duplication of efforts and generating enhanced coordination.” 

The delegation of the United States asked the Secretariat whether that draft had taken civil society into account and recommended that the document be analyzed at a subsequent meeting.

The delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela thanked the Secretariat for its presentation of the Draft Work Plan.
2. Presentation of the Report of the Rapporteur on the First Conference of States Parties to the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC/CEP/doc.10/09).

Mr. Michel Arslanian, Alternate Representative of Brazil to the OAS and rapporteur of the First Conference of States Parties to the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions, presented his report, which is contained in document CITAAC/CEP/doc.10/09.


The delegations thanked the rapporteur for presenting his report and the Chair asked the delegations to send their comments on that report in writing to the Secretariat.
3. Consideration and approval of the agendas of some special meetings to be held in the first half of 2010
· Meeting on “Inter-American Support for the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty” and “Disarmament and Nonproliferation Education” (CP/CSH-1154/08)

The delegation of Mexico submitted the draft order of business for the meeting on “Inter-American Support for the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty” and “Disarmament and Nonproliferation Education,” to be held on January 28, 2010. That order of business is contained in document CP/CSH -1154/09.


The delegation of Mexico also requested that the order of business include the name of Ambassador Pablo Macedo, Director General for the United Nations of Mexico’s Secretariat of Foreign Affairs.

The draft order of business was approved with the requested change.
4. Other business

The delegate of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela welcomed the new alternate representative of Saint Kitts and Nevis.

The delegate of Ecuador, Denys Toscano Amores, in his capacity as Chair of the Working Group to Prepare a Regional Strategy to Promote Inter-American Cooperation in Dealing with Criminal Gangs, announced that the Working Group would meet on January 13, 2010.
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
