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Introduction

In compliance with the agreements of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, adopted in Mexico in 2003, Colombia continues working to honor the commitments assumed in that declaration, as well as those undertaken in the international treaties to which it is a party. 
In order to strengthen our institutional and legal capacity to confront the various challenges posed by a multilateral vision of security, Colombia has continued to adopt legislation and consolidate interagency processes to stimulate coordination, cooperation, collaboration, and consensus among government entities. 
There has been great progress in the design and definition of policies that will enable the state to respond adequately to these challenges and address problems and their possible solutions in an effective manner, guaranteeing the rule of law, protection and promotion of human rights, consolidation of peace, and respect for national sovereignty. 
The challenges to peace and security in Colombia are enormous, but so too are the determination and efforts aimed at overcoming our country’s main threats, the pernicious effects of scourges such as terrorism, the global drug problem, trafficking in persons, the illicit arms trade, anti-personnel mines, corruption, and poverty, among others. 
We must insist that the principle of shared responsibility and the resulting commitment of the hemisphere states are indispensable for effectively addressing many of these scourges besetting Colombia. Therefore, we need to continuously strengthen cooperation and collaboration on these fronts. 
Colombia wishes to reaffirm that the Declaration on Security in the Americas remains in force and to assert its commitment to the principles and agreements contained therein. We shall continue to strive firmly and decisively, tirelessly and constantly, to achieve a country and hemisphere that is ever safer for all. 
PROGRESS REPORT FROM COLOMBIA ON COMPLIANCE WITH THE COMMITMENTS CONTAINED IN THE DECLARATION ON SECURITY
IN THE AMERICAS
ILLICIT TRAFFICKING IN FIREARMS, AMMUNITION, AND EXPLOSIVES
Colombia has made significant progress in compliance with the provisions of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, among which we may highlight the following:

1. Promulgation of Law 1142/07: “Which partially reforms Laws 906/04, 599/0 and 600/0 and adopts measures for the prevention and suppression of criminal activity with special impact on civic co-existence and security.” This law made it possible to increase penalties for trafficking in and illegal possession of firearms. 

2. In fulfillment of the agreement signed in 2008 between Colombia y the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) for the project Prevention of and fight against the manufacture of and illicit trafficking in firearms and ammunition as a tool to prevent crime and promote a culture of peace in Colombia, there were thirteen (13) national training courses on investigation techniques for the control and prevention of illicit trafficking in firearms, ammunition, and explosives, with participation of 781 employees of various Colombian government agencies. Officials of Brazil and Peru were invited to the 8th course, held in Leticia. The 11th course was offered especially for military and police attachés accredited in Colombia. Personnel from Central American countries were invited to the 13th course, in San Andrés (representatives of Costa Rica, Guatemala, and Belize participated).  

3. As a result of the work of the National Coordination Committee for the Prevention, Combat, and Eradication of All Aspects of Illicit Trafficking in Small and Light Firearms, the National Action Plan on the Fight against All Aspects of Illicit Trafficking in Small and Light Firearms, with its corresponding timeline, was approved on March 16, 2009. 
In order to carry out this national plan, working groups were established (on design of a national policy, institutional strengthening in border areas, training, strengthening of the registry and control of weapons, a culture of peace, and international cooperation), each of which is led by one of the entities that is a member of the committee, with the support of the other entities. With the approval of this plan, Colombia is complying with the commitments undertaken in voluntary binding international treaties on the subject, and seeking to intensify government action in the battle against this scourge. 
The National Action Plan has three strategic lines that pursue institutional strengthening, the creation of a culture of peace, and the strengthening of international cooperation. The third strategic line seeks support of partnership for development resources for activities that require them. 
The plan’s specific objectives include: 

· Preparation of a general situation analysis on the subject; 
· Design of a National Action Plan on the Fight against All Aspects of Illicit Trafficking in Small and Light Firearms, based on the situation analysis; 
· Strengthening of institutions in border areas with a pilot project to address specific identified needs to monitor and control illicit trafficking in firearms, ammunition, and explosives in the border zones. 
· Strengthening of human resources training with courses coordinated with UNODC based on identification of the agencies’ needs. 
· Strengthening of the registry and control of firearms, particularly preparation of a project for adoption of technological and operational processes for establishment of a Unified System of Information on Confiscated Illegal Firearms (SUITIA). 
· Promotion of a culture of voluntary citizen disarmament, developed through a national strategy on the subject and awareness-building campaigns on voluntary disarmament and armed violence. 
· Design of a National Program for Promotion of a Culture of Peace and the peaceful settlement of differences, with active involvement of local authorities in the program’s planning, dissemination, and execution. 
The entities in the committee are now carrying out activities to implement the plan as provided in the timeline. 
4. The destruction of confiscated firearms by the armed forces general staff, Department of Commercial Control of Firearms, Ammunition, and Explosives, in compliance with commitments assumed in the CIFTA convention and Colombian legislation, with the following results: 
· 27,864 firearms destroyed in 2008, broken down as follows: self-defense forces 210, turned-in 2,716, and confiscated 24,864, of which 11,146 were original and 16,718 were homemade.  

· 15,397 firearms destroyed in 2009 to date (July); of this total, one weapon was from the self-defense forces, 415 were turned in voluntarily, and 14,981 were confiscated by the government; of the total number of firearms destroyed, 5,190 were original and 10,207 were homemade. 

The Colombian Air Force has consolidated intelligence information in the search for objectives that weaken terrorist structures, carrying out interdiction missions to mitigate the criminal actions with the neutralization of explosives factories, strategic targets of great value, and possible mine fields, using for that purpose the pinpoint arms delivery systems of combat aircraft. 
The Colombian Air Force also has in force an Air Bridge Denial (ABD) agreement with the United States, which recently added the use of aircraft for missions against illegal maritime traffic ASTIM. Pursuant to this agreement, there are missions of interdiction and interception of aircraft identified as suspicious because of irregularities in their flight plan or identification, in which the aircraft are followed according to an established procedure. There is no prior knowledge of what they are carrying, so at times this can be a mechanism to control arms trafficking. 
THE FIGHT AGAINST ANTIPERSONNEL MINES AND OTHER EXPLOSIVE DEVICES
/ 

According to data from the Landmine Monitor,
/ since 2005 Colombia has occupied the notorious first place in the world in the number of new victims of antipersonnel mines (APM), improvised explosive devices (IED) and unexploded ordinance (UXO). According to data reported in the Information Management System for Mine Action (IMSMA), from January 1990 to August 31, 2009, there were 14,538 cases involving antipersonnel mines; 10,166 were incidents (70%) and 4,372 accidents (30%). In terms of victims, antipersonnel mines affected 8,005 Colombians in the referenced period, of which 22% died in the accident and the remaining 78% suffered some type of physical and/or psychological harm. 
For the period 1990 – 2002, the number of antipersonnel mine victims increased at an average annual rate of 55%, while for the period 2002 – 2008 the average annual increase was 5%. In 2008, the number of victims declined by 15%, which, together with what we have seen in so far in 2009, confirms a sharp change in the historical trend. Although this situation is encouraging, in 2008 alone 777 Colombians were victims of APM, IED, and UXO (an average of two victims per day), and in the period from January to August of 2009, there were 469 victims.

Given the high incidence of victims, in compliance with the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on their Destruction (Ottawa Convention) and ratifying Colombia’s commitment to comply with the Declaration on Security in the Americas, which calls for “establishing the Hemisphere as an anti-personnel-landmine-free zone” (Declaration on Security in the Americas, paragraph 20), the following progress is reported:

1. Approval of the National Policy for Integrated Action against Antipersonnel Mines (2009-2019)

On November 12, 2008, as a result of a national effort of awareness-building under the leadership of the Presidential Program for Integrated Action against Antipersonnel Mines (PAICMA), the National Interagency Commission for Action against Antipersonnel Mines (CINAMAP), as the national authority, approved the bases for the National Policy for Integrated Action against Antipersonnel Mines for the next ten years, including resources of Colombian$583,763 million (approx. US$290 million). On February 16, 2009, this strategic framework was submitted for the consideration of the National Economic and Social Policy Council (CONPES), which approved the lines of action proposed and the resources projected for their execution in the period 2009 – 2012 in document CONPES 3567.
2. Colombia: Site of the Second Review Conference of the Ottawa Convention
Colombia was the site of the Second Review Conference of the Ottawa Convention, which took place in Cartagena from November 29 to December 4, 2009. This event brought together high-level delegates from 156 states party to the convention, some observer states including China, the United States, and the Russian Federation, as well as delegates from organizations of the United Nations and nongovernmental organizations that are working on the demining problem.
The Second Conference afforded Colombia an opportunity to reiterate and emphasize the importance of the antipersonnel mine problem, focus on our efforts to assist victims, and review the operation of the convention and progress made, taking as a base the work done at the First Review Conference (Nairobi, 2004).

The conference adopted the Cartagena Action Plan 2010 - 2014, “Ending the Suffering Caused by Anti-personnel Mines,” and the 2009 Cartagena Declaration “A shared commitment for a mine-free world,” documents that reaffirm the states’ commitment to implement the Convention, strengthening of the international commitment to removal of all antipersonnel mines, and additional efforts in protection and assistance for victims, among other actions. 
3. Project for “Institutional Strengthening of Colombia’s National Capacity for Action against Mines” – European Union
This project, funded by the European Union, seeks to contribute to regional development by the free movement of persons and better understanding of the landmine situation in Colombia by strengthening PAICMA’s technical capacity. 

With resources of 32 million Euros, the project plans to do a socioeconomic impact study as a guide for integral anti-mining action in Colombia in departments and municipalities with a high incidence of mines. Project resources will also support the holding of three international seminars for sharing experiences and practices in the areas of mine risk education, victim assistance, and humanitarian demining. 
4. Integral attention to landmine victims – Procedure for finding them and providing follow-up and support for access to humanitarian aid (Law 418 and Decree 1290)

Mechanisms have been strengthened for follow-up, monitoring, and orientation for access by antipersonnel mine victims and the supply of services established in domestic legislation. So far in 2009, 91% of the civilian victims reported have been monitored, so that they have timely access to government services. 
In addition, in the framework of procedures for administrative reparations established in Decree 1290 of 2008, it was found that 52% of all civilian victims from 1990 to April 22, 2008, had already taken some administrative step for access to services. For the remaining 48%, PAICMA has designed a process so that, in conjunction with Social Action, victims who did not apply for the assistance provided by law can get administrative reparations. In this regard, on July 5, 2009, 75 antipersonnel mine victims benefitted from the first payment of reparations through the administrative route. 
5. Integral action to prevent antipersonnel mine accidents at the territorial level
PAICMA has designed a territorial management strategy to strengthen the capacity of territorial entities in the area of action against landmines. 100% (12) of the departments identified at high risk (riesgo manifiesto) demonstrated their commitment to demining by fully incorporating the subject in their departmental development plans for the period 2008-2011. 72% (8 departments) of the departments with latent risk (riesgo latente) incorporated the subject and 27% (3 departments) have a human rights reference point. In addition, 45% (4 departments) of the departments with possible risk (riesgo contingente) incorporated the subject and 55% (5 departments) have a human rights reference point.
In the area of mine risk education (MRE) partnerships have been formed with other government agencies (SENA, the Ministry of Social Protection, the Ministry of the Environment), to implement comprehensive and differentiated MRE strategies in municipalities and areas of the country that are most impacted (including natural national parks). Moreover, the program has supported crosscutting national strategies, offering mine risk education workshops to the manual eradicators, under an agreement with Social Action. In addition, mine risk education strategies with community liaisons have accompanied the humanitarian demining carried out by the platoons. 
Professional technical training for community education agents in integral action against antipersonnel mines has enhanced and broadened the technical expertise of the human resources responsible for carrying out MRE actions. At present, professional technical training is offered in SENA regional offices in 16 departments with high levels of antipersonnel mine impact (Antioquia, Arauca, Bolívar, Caquetá, Cauca, Cesar, Córdoba, Cundinamarca, Guaviare, Guajira, Huila, Magdalena, Meta, Nariño, Norte de Santander, and Putumayo).

6. Improving national capacities to comply with the commitments undertaken by the Colombian state in the Ottawa Convention
As of August 2009, thanks to support from the OAS and donor countries, Colombia has a total of six humanitarian demining platoons, which are attached to the armed forces general staff. In the last year, necessary steps were taken to move ahead with implementation of mechanized demining techniques (including donation of a minesweeper from the Government of Japan).
The process of humanitarian demining of seven military bases was finished in 2008, and so far in 2009 eight additional bases have been cleared. In addition, actions were taken to dispel suspicions of minefields in four military bases, and operations are currently underway in three more. In summary, during the indicated period a total 69,384 square meters was cleared and 2,523 antipersonnel mines were destroyed. With these results, we have completed the demining work or demonstrated the lack of landmines in 26 of the 34 minefields reported by Colombia in the Transparency Report of the Ottawa Convention.
With respect to emergency attention to minefields laid by illegal armed groups, in 2008 we successfully completed the clearing of two dangerous areas in the community of San Isidro on Aguacate hill in San Francisco municipality (Antioquia Department), where 127 families have returned as progress continues on the humanitarian demining. Similarly, we successfully completed demining of the Bajo Grande subdivision (Bolívar Department), where it is expected that 125 families will return as economic activity in the area resumes. In 2009, humanitarian demining platoons have cleared an additional 72,015 square meters in danger areas identified in the municipalities of San Carlos (Antioquia), El Dorado (Meta), Samaniego (Nariño), and San Francisco (Antioquia).

Finally it should be noted that the Organization of American States (OAS) and donor countries, in conformity with the Declaration on Security in the Americas, have been providing support for “humanitarian demining, mine risk education, landmine victim assistance and rehabilitation, and socio-economic recovery” (Declaration on Security of the Americas, paragraph 20). Thanks to this assistance it has been possible to fund activation of six humanitarian demining platoons, certify the processes and results of minefield clearing, build awareness of the risk of antipersonnel mines in areas where demining activities are carried out, and provide medical care and socioeconomic recovery for the victims in areas where demining is underway.
The Air Force has carried out humanitarian demining activities in the special posts of Neusa (2007), La María (2008 – 2009), and currently is clearing antipersonnel mines in the Pan de Azúcar special post. The ordnance team of the airbase security and defense command is now destroying aerial ammunition in public order zones.
THE FIGHT AGAINST THE GLOBAL DRUG PROBLEM AND RELATED CRIMES 
Introduction
In a consistent framework of interagency cooperation, and in an effort to give all citizens security, well-being, and social cohesion, the Colombian government has waged a continuous, head-on battle for more than four decades against drug production and trafficking, the illegal use of precursor chemicals used to make drugs, and the criminal and terrorist organizations dedicated to global drug trafficking and related crimes. The comprehensive strategy, with political, legal, operational, and social development mechanisms, has pursued supply and demand reduction as well as fighting all offenses related to drug trafficking. This framework embraces eradication of illicit crops, police and judicial cooperation, and the design and execution of substance abuse prevention programs. By waging a balanced war against one of humankind’s most dangerous phenomena, Colombia has achieved positive results in terms of social and human capital, public health, and security for all.
Through effective work to eliminate all links in drug production and trafficking in the country, 2008 was the year in which greatest strides were taken by the various national entities dedicated to the battle against the global drug problem. Drug trafficking is losing ground in Colombia; and today, as never before, Colombian institutions have demonstrated their decisive work, determination, and effort in the war on drug trafficking.

Illicit crops in Colombia
/
a) Coca crops
According to the 2009 United Nations monitoring of coca crops, in 2008 Colombia had a total area of 80,953 hectares of coca distributed in 24 of the country’s 32 departments, which represents a reduction of 17,946 hectares in comparison with 2007, when the country had 98,899 hectares of coca. This reduction brings the country back to the levels of coca crops detected in the period between 2003 y 2006.

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Seventy-seven percent of all of Colombia’s coca crops were located in the Pacific, Central, and Putumayo/Caquetá regions.  The largest reductions were in the Meta-Guaviare region, which reported a reduction of 7,531 hectares, 38% less than reported in the previous survey in 2007. The Putumayo-Caquetá region reported a reduction of 7,170 hectares of coca crops, while the Orinoquía and Central regions had decreases of 5,713 and 2,222 hectares respectively. The biggest increase was in the Pacific region, with 3,957 hectares of coca crops, 15% more than reported in 2008 by the UN SIMCI project.

Specifically, considering only areas cultivated with coca bushes in Colombia, the largest reductions were found in the departments of Putumayo, which fell from 14,813 hectares to 9,658 in 2008, Meta, which went from 10,386 to 5,525 in the last year, and Antioquia, which reported a reduction of 3,830 hectares, dropping from 9,926 to 6,096 hectares in 2008.
/ This trend in reduction of crops was complemented by results from the departments of Vichada, Guaviare, Caquetá, and Arauca, which together had a reduction of 10,398 hectares.

b) Poppy crops
According to the Anti-drug Office of the National Police, in 2008 Colombia had 394 hectares of poppy crops, 45% less than the number of hectares detected in 2007 and the lowest figure in the last decade, which effectively shows the success of the Colombian government’s effort to fight and control poppy crops; in this effort the various agencies engaged in the battle against the global drug problem eradicated 28,272 hectares of poppies since 2000, which represents a reduction of about 85% in poppy crops since the start of the twenty-first century. 
Accounting for 0.25% of the crops at the world level, the largest poppy-growing regions in Colombia are in the departments of Tolima and Cauca, followed to a lesser extent by Huila, Nariño, Cesar, Caquetá, and La Guajira. Among these departments, Nariño and Cauca had a significant reduction of 488 hectares compared with the number of hectares reported by the National Police in 2007, which represents a decrease in poppy crops of 88% in Nariño and 55% in Cauca.

Potential production of cocaine hydrochloride 

According to productivity studies by the United Nations and Colombia’s National Drugs Directorate, the 80,953 hectares of coca crops represent a potential production of fresh coca leaf of 389,571 metric tons.  Of this total production, about 93,052 tons of coca leaf are transformed into cocaine paste; based on the conversion rate of leaf to paste for each of the country’s regions, the total production of cocaine paste would be around 125 metric tons.  The rest of the coca leaf is processed directly into cocaine base by the growers, or sold as fresh coca leaf, which is the equivalent of approximately 296,519 metric tons.

In this framework, taking into account that the coca leaf production sold by the growers was processed by narco-terrorist groups and/or drug trafficking organizations to obtain cocaine base, the approximate amount of base would be 429 metric tons, which added to the production of cocaine paste would represent a total of 554 metric tons. So Colombia’s cocaine base production for 2008, from cocaine paste or directly from coca leaves, was 554 metric tons.

The United Nations does not have a suitable and necessary methodology to calculate the conversion of cocaine base to hydrochloride, so that it uses data obtained by the United States regarding the rate of conversion of base to cocaine hydrochloride and the level of purity of cocaine hydrochloride for its conversion into pure cocaine. The United States uses a conversion factor of 1:1 from cocaine base to cocaine hydrochloride; however, considering a series of variables such as the fact that the U.S. estimates are based on ideal production conditions, and the purity of cocaine alkaloid is 75% for the base and 85% for cocaine hydrochloride, the United Nations uses a conversion factor of 1:0.91.
Therefore, given the 554 metric tons of cocaine base produced in the country, Colombia had a potential of production of 430 metric tons of pure cocaine hydrochloride in 2008. The figure is a substantial reduction, 28% less than the potential production in 2007 (600 metric tons).

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Of these production figures, 51% of the world’s cocaine is “manufactured” in Colombia, followed by Peru with 36% and Bolivia with 13% of global cocaine, so Colombia is the world’s primary producer of cocaine hydrochloride.

3.
Eradication of illicit crops in Colombia 2003 - 2008
/
The processes of eradication of illicit crops in recent years demonstrate the national government’s commitment to attack this problem.  Between 2003 and 2008, the illicit crop eradication program experienced steady growth, intervening in 1,132,109 hectares.  In 2003, 140,314 hectares were eradicated, and by 2008 the figure increased to 229,607 hectares; this situation, coupled with that induced by the alternative development programs, have generated a dramatic reduction in illicit crops in Colombia. 

Coca crops are the main target of the eradication programs; the police intervene with poppies and marijuana to a lesser extent, because coca is the major illegal crop in the country. 
In coca crop eradication, aerial spraying accounts for 77% of the total, while manual eradication represents 23%. There has been a sizeable increase in manual eradication operations since 2005.

As can be seen in Table No. 5, in 2008 Colombia reported record coca eradication of 229,227 hectares, of which 58% was by aerial spraying and 42% by manual eradication.

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In recent years there has been a shift in the strategy; aerial spraying increased up to 2006, but then decreased for the rest of the period, to cover133,495 hectares in 2008, while manual eradication increased significantly after 2005.

In the period under review, the departments with the most extensive aerial spraying were Nariño (46,000 ha), Guaviare (20,000 ha), Putumayo (17,000 ha), Antioquia (15,500 ha), and Meta (12,000 ha). In 2008, these departments accounted for 73% of total spraying.

Manual eradication was most widespread in the departments of Putumayo (10,200 ha), Nariño (6,400 ha), Antioquia (5,100 ha), and Meta (3,300 ha). In 2008, these departments accounted for 66% of the total. 

With regard to poppies, as shown in Table 5, their share in the eradication program is decreasing and amounts to 1.1% of the total of illicit crops. In 2007 and 2008 emphasis was almost entirely on manual eradication.  Eradication was most intensive in the departments of Nariño, Cauca, and Huila.

For marijuana, the performance of the eradication program has fluctuated. Authorities mainly use manual eradication.  The departments with the largest programs have been Cauca and Antioquia.

4.
Seizure of illicit drugs
In 2008, national agencies dedicated to fighting the drug problem achieved record seizures of illicit drugs of natural origin.  The country’s seizures of cocaine, compressed marijuana, and heroin increased over preceding years, with the highest average figures in the history of Colombia’s war on drugs, and for the second straight year, marijuana seizures far exceeded those of cocaine.

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Seizures of cocaine and derivatives
With respect to cocaine hydrochloride, Colombia’s state security agencies seized 200,983.50 kilograms of alkaloid, 69,522 kg more than in 2007, a record-breaking figure in Colombia. The indicator, among other variables, shows the high degree of efficiency and effectiveness of the country’s interdiction processes, and the government’s commitment to combat drug trafficking effectively and cut off the marketing of cocaine to the world’s major consumer countries.

Contrary to the trend in cocaine hydrochloride seizures, there was a slight reduction in seizures of cocaine base, cocaine paste, basuco (residues and impurities), and coca leaf. Interdiction of cocaine base amounted to 49,662.86 kg, 0.09% less than in 2007; cocaine paste seizures experienced a greater reduction, from 14,262.85 kg in 2007 to 5,951.21 kg in 2008, a decrease of 58.2%, and the average achieved in 2006 when authorities seized 5.471,81 kg. This trend may be due to the fact that more producers are making cocaine base instead of selling basic paste.

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Seizures of basuco (the residue from processing cocaine hydrochloride) decreased by 14.2% in 2008, with 280 kg less than in 2007. It is possible that reduced seizures of the alkaloid are due to a reduction in consumption, which was shown in the last national drug use survey of 2008 by the National Drugs Directorate. 
Seizures resulting from coca processing
Of seizures resulting from coca in process in 2008, the coca leaf in process, which is normally reported in units of volume, was the byproduct seized in largest quantities, as in previous years. This is due largely because the raw material is used in large quantities in the process of extracting the drug. Nevertheless, and although huge quantities were seized, the indicator registered a decrease of 22% compared with 2007, when the Colombian government seized 135,191 g. As for cocaine base in process, the seizures amounted to 53,497 gallons, 15.319 g less than the amount seized in the preceding year in the country as a whole. Seizures of cocaine in process totaled 11,425 gallons, 60% more than recorded in 2007; that element and cocaine base in process were the only two production elements for which seizures increased in 2008.

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Seizures of opiates and derivatives
With regard to the seizures of opiates and derivatives, it is interesting to note the trend of heroin, which in the last four years has been the opium derivative seized in largest quantities. After the trend leveled off in 2006 and 2007, 2008 saw an increase in seizures that was 28% higher than the previous year, with seizures of 677.70 kilograms. 

Latex seizures, which were on average 43.05 kg until 2004, jumped from 57.42 kg in that year to 1,623.12 in 2005, owing to a large-scale operation carried out by the Colombian Army; however, in 2006, latex seizures declined, as well as those of the other poppy derivatives, and they remained relatively stable until 2007. In 2008 seizures of the derivative were 172 kilograms, an increase of 29% over the previous year. 

The declining trend in morphine seizures experienced in Colombia since 2005 bottomed out in 2008 when the Drugs Observatory of Colombia did not report any seizures of the byproduct. Decreases in morphine seizures began to be significant in 2007, when they were 8% less than in 2006 and 34% less than in 2005.

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Marijuana seizures
With respect to marijuana and its derivatives, there has been a high level of seizures of compressed marijuana in comparison with the other substances, which were seized in very low quantities; this may be due to demand levels or to the type of operations carried out in areas of marketing and consumption with fewer carried out in sites of production and primary treatment. In this regard, there was a truly huge quantity of marijuana seized in 2008, when various Colombian state security forces seized 254.6 tons of compressed marijuana, a record amount in the history of the fight against the drug problem in Colombia. 

For the second consecutive year (2007-2008) this important indicator far surpassed seizures of cocaine hydrochloride, with a 26% difference in the amount of both drugs seized. Marijuana seizures, the highest in the last two decades in Colombia, were comparable only to those of 1996, when national agencies seized slightly more than 238.9 tons. Since then, owing to the high production of cocaine hydrochloride in the country in the 1990s, marijuana seizures declined dramatically and leveled off at the end of the twentieth century; in the first years of the new millennium, 2003 to be exact, they started climbing again, increasing by more than 90% to 2008.
Recent years have seen the appearance of new varieties of marijuana with high content of the active element, as was revealed in the study on the chemical qualities of the marijuana grown in Colombia done by the National Drugs Directorate in 2008. This study showed that in Cauca Department marijuana is being grown with up to 18% Tetrahydrocannabinol, in contrast to the marijuana varieties traditionally gown in the country, which have concentrations of this active element of about 2%.

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Seizures of synthetic drugs and controlled medicines 
Although production, trafficking, and consumption of amphetamine type stimulants (ATS) in Colombia has not reached the proportions of drugs of natural origin, the problem of synthetic drugs involved in the global increase in trafficking has given rise to a variety of markets now affecting not only the world’s main drug consumption centers but also regions that until a few years ago had not experienced the problem, such as Colombia. Although no laboratories specializing in the production of this type of drugs have yet been found in the country, Colombia has begun the cycle of producing synthetic drugs. The latest National Survey on the Use of Psychoactive Substances in Colombia (2008) shows a high incidence of consumption of ecstasy, demonstrating that problem has arrived in the country.

Reports received from the Drugs Observatory of Colombia--which must be carefully considered because they are often not backed up by specialized forensic analysis—indicate that seizures of amphetamine type stimulants, as well as controlled medicines, decreased considerably respect to 2007; 3,737 ecstasy tablets were seized (52% fewer than the previous year); for the controlled medicine Flunitrazepam, 9,214 tablets were seized, 10,045 less than in 2007. In this trend, the greatest decline in the trend of synthetic drug seizures was for amphetamines, where the number of tablets confiscated plummeted from 1,961,120 in 2007 to 1,860 in the last year. 

One problem in Colombia that prevents registering greater interdiction efforts is the lack of knowledge of aspects concerning the production, trafficking, and consumption of this type of drugs. 
To address this problem, the Andean Community has a project on “Support to the Andean Community in the Area of Synthetic Drugs,” (DROSICAN), financed by the European Commission. Its purpose is to propose methodologies and tools for prevention and control of possible effects of the supply and demand of illicit synthetic drugs in member countries of the Andean Community, by forming strategic partnerships with community organizations, civil society, and public and private agencies. 
5.
Interdiction of chemical substances in Colombia

Statistics on interdiction of chemical substances in Colombia reveal that it seizes greater amounts of controlled substances and substitute substances than any other country in the world, demonstrating the determination of the government and the control agencies to prevent the substances from entering the cycle of illicit production of drugs. In the last six years seizures of liquid chemicals amounted to about 14.5 million gallons, while solid substance seizures totaled 19.8 million kilograms. These figures are impressive, especially taking into account their consequences on drug production and the impacts on unique, critical, and strategic ecosystems that have been averted by keeping these huge amounts of substances from ending up in soils and water sources of productive zones.

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It appears that as a result of intensive operations carried out in 2007 traffickers of chemical substances have improved their mechanisms for diversion and entry through border areas in order to make official controls more difficult. This may be responsible for the reduction of seizures in 2008 in comparison with those in 2007.

The analysis of the results of the last six years presented in this executive report does not cover substances on which controls were established by Resolution 0019 of 2008, because as of the cutoff date for data received in the Drugs Observatory of Colombia this resolution had not yet entered into force. However, those substances are analyzed in the group of noncontrolled substances. 
Seizure of liquid inputs 

Most chemical substances used in the extraction and refining of alkaloids in Colombia are in liquid form; in fact, the most-used substance is water, so production infrastructures invariably are located near water sources. Since the extraction of alkaloids in Colombia is done with a process of acid-base in solution, it is expected that most of the substances seized are in this physical state.

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It is also interesting to note that liquid substances, whether controlled or substitutes for the controlled ones, are organic solvents, either to extract cocaine basic paste (fuels) or to produce cocaine hydrochloride (polar and nonpolar solvents). 

Seizures of controlled liquid substances
Seizures of controlled liquid substances in 2008 were 91% less than in 2007, because of the fuels used in extraction of the alkaloids. While in 2007 1,375,338 gallons of gasoline were seized, in 2008 the figure dropped to less than half (679,523.61 g); there was a similar trend in the seizures of ACPM motor fuel oil. This reduction in seizures of controlled liquid substances is linked to the reduction in seizures of noncontrolled liquid substances.

Seizures of inorganic acids used in both the extraction of cocaine basic paste (sulfuric acid) and the conversion of the base to cocaine hydrochloride (hydrochloric acid) showed a similar trend to that of fuels; in both cases they were about 40% less in 2008 than in the previous year.

In the last six years national authorities have seized approximately 13.5 million gallons of controlled chemical substances in the country, which were going to be used in the extraction and refining of alkaloids, primarily coca. Most of the controlled liquid substances are organic solvents used in the process of refining and conversion of cocaine base to cocaine hydrochloride, so 62% of the liquid substances seized, by their nature and function in the process, were intended for laboratories where cocaine hydrochloride is made (crystallizers). With respect to solvents used in extraction of the alkaloids, only three were seized during the period covered (ACPM, gasoline, and kerosene); however, the quantities of these three solvents were much larger than those of fine solvents used in the process of conversion of base to hydrochloride—7,685,460 gallons of the three extraction solvents were seized, compared with 4,062,059 gallons of the 18 different conversion solvents. 

The preceding figures clearly show that there is a greater variety of organic solvents that can be used in the process of refining cocaine hydrochloride, while extraction always employs fuels, which are easy to obtain in the market and relatively cheap. 
Seizures of noncontrolled liquid substances
The list of noncontrolled liquid inputs reported to the Drugs Observatory of Colombia in the past six years includes about 45 different specific substances and five groups of substances that authorities have not been able to specify (positively identify) because they are usually mixtures that are difficult to separate and there are no available tests for preliminary identification. However, among the group of 45 different substances, 23 (46%) are solid substances that authorities found in solution and therefore were reported as noncontrolled liquid inputs. 
Excluding the solids in solution from the total of liquid substances, authorities reported 27 different substances, of which 19 (70%) were solvent substitutes. These results confirm once again that substances for extraction of alkaloids and dissolving of cocaine basic paste and cocaine base to make cocaine hydrochloride are the ones most widely trafficked in Colombia.

Seizures of solid inputs 

There are fewer kinds of solid chemical inputs than liquid chemical inputs; in fact, Colombia’s list of controlled chemical substances includes more solids than liquids. A large percentage of the “liquid” substances reported to the Drugs Observatory of Colombia are solids in solution, especially alkaline substances used in the process of extraction (especially gray cement) or of neutralization.

In 2008 national authorities throughout the country were able to prevent 863,624 kilograms of seized solid substances from entering the production cycle for illicit drugs.

In the last six years 13.2 million kilograms of controlled solid substances were seized in the country. Gray cement is the substance involved in most of the seizures; it is used in nearly all the production zones because it is quite cheap and easy to procure. 
Seizures of noncontrolled solid inputs 
The National Drugs Council seized about 840 tons of controlled solid chemical substances in Colombia in 2008. Most of these substances are used in the extraction of cocaine basic paste in the stage of “salting” of the leaf (alkalinization); other substances are used in the processes of recycling of solvents, as is the case with calcium chloride and ammonium sulfate, while some of them are used as cutting substances in the same crystallizers.

In the period covered by this report the principal noncontrolled chemical substances seized were lime (calcium oxide) and caustic soda, followed in third place by sodium bicarbonate. These substances are now controlled under Resolution 019 of 1998 issued by the National Drugs Council. 
Of the 46 noncontrolled solid chemical substances in the country reported to the Drugs Observatory of Colombia in the past six years, five of them are liquid substances reported in units of volume and the density of the solution is not known. 
6.
Dismantling of the drug production infrastructure 
In the last six years national authorities have dismantled 13,503 infrastructures used for the extraction and processing of alkaloids, and for the clandestine production of controlled chemical substances in the country. In the same time period they destroyed 33 clandestine landing strips that supported drug trafficking and related activities.

Although this figure of laboratories destroyed in Colombia is quite impressive, it is far below the number of infrastructures (household and professional laboratories) that have been destroyed at the world level in recent years. According to the United Nations, between 2003 and 2006 authorities dismantled 48,940 methamphetamine laboratories and 2,603 laboratories for amphetamine derivatives of the ecstasy family–ATS, but none in Colombia. This fact is important because it confirms that Colombia does not produce synthetic drugs.

The number of production infrastructures destroyed in 2008 exceeds that of the previous year and is the highest in the period considered. As expected, the infrastructures dedicated to the extraction of alkaloids from coca topped the list, because these infrastructures, which technically are not laboratories, are close to the coca crops, and easy for authorities to find. As for the refining laboratories—crystallizers—there was a slight increase in the number destroyed in 2008 in comparison with the previous year. It is important to note that the detection and destruction of the crystallization complexes is a complex and delicate job that involves time, investigation, intelligence, and in many cases the execution of joint operations. 

In recent years the number of heroin laboratories dismantled has been relatively stable, and is the lowest in the reporting period. These results are consistent with the reduction in poppy crops, due to the government’s strategies for eradication and social intervention in the production areas. In the case of the heroin laboratories, they are very different from those for extraction or refining of cocaine, because they are generally small infrastructures, very inconspicuous, remote from the urban centers and quite difficult to detect. 
A similar trend can be noted with the dismantling of potassium permanganate laboratories, of which 69 have been detected and destroyed to date. In the last two years the figure is the lowest in the reporting period. Several hypotheses may explain this trend, including greater access to the product through open cross-border smuggling or better strategies to camouflage the structures. 
7. Extraditions
International cooperation in law enforcement has been recognized throughout contemporary history as a distinctive mark of civilization. According to international juridical order, crimes cannot remain unpunished simply because their alleged perpetrators cross a border.
 This concept, implicit in the international system, is becoming increasingly relevant with the awareness that the structures of drug trafficking organizations are actually “multinational,” and their action goes beyond a single simple crime to mesh with undefined international criminal activities. Extradition is the ideal mechanism to bring a criminal to justice, so that borders do not become a physical barrier to safeguard and protect the individual. 
In 2008 Colombia recorded unprecedented use of the extradition mechanism, not only in the number of applications approved but more importantly in the number of actual extraditions done by national authorities. In that year the Colombian government received 204 extradition requests, approved 218 requests, and extradited 215 persons in cases involving drug trafficking, manufacture and/or possession of drugs, money laundering, and other crimes.

Although the number of extradition requests approved by the Colombian government in 2008 was the same as in 2007, the extraditions actually carried out in 2008 represented an increase of more than 23%, demonstrating not only the government’s commitment to the fight against drugs but also its international cooperation in law enforcement. In this framework, to be specific, Colombia extradited 200 Colombians to the United States, 2 Colombians to Spain, 2 Colombians to Argentina, 3 Colombians to Peru, 1 Mexican to the United States, 1 Guatemalan to the United States, 1 Cuban to the United States, 1 U.S. citizen to the United States, 2 Venezuelans to the United States, 1 Peruvian to the United States, and 1 British/Canadian citizen to the United States.

Presidential Program against Illicit Crops (PCI)
/
The basic purpose of the PCI is to promote the culture of legality, economic, social, and environmental development in the areas in which it operates, and to support the Colombian government’s fight against illicit drugs through the implementation of two strategies: voluntary manual eradication and forced manual eradication; and the execution of special projects. 
Since 2003 the voluntary manual eradication strategy has been carried out by the programs for family forest wardens and productive products, currently combined in the Alternative Development Program. 
Accomplishments of the Alternative Development Program
Since 2003, the Family Forest Wardens Program has intervened in 23 departments and 121 municipalities, involving 106,826 families. 67,796 of them are currently active, engaged in monitoring and receiving the corresponding financial incentive. 
Under the present government, the Productive Products Program—built on the efforts of “Plant and Field in Action” and now financed in small part by domestic resources and above all by cooperation resources from the United States—has invested more than 1.224 trillion pesos (Colombia$1,224,000,000,000) to support and establish 441,817 hectares of legal projects, to fulfill the dream of 630,647 families to start a new life.
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Achievements in terms of hectares free of illicit crops 
Since 2003, the Family Forest Wardens Program has intervened in 3,851,444 hectares, of which 2,944,706 hectares are currently active and free of illicit crops. 

The Productive Projects Program has begun the process of verification of the absence of illicit crops in 70% (2045) of the nearly 2900 communities in which it operates, with support of the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime. To date it has been able to certify the absence of illicit crops on 1,295,037 hectares. This figure will increase as the defining of boundaries of the remaining 30% of the communities is completed and the periodic monitoring of illicit crops begins. 

9.
Administration of seized assets
One function of the National Drugs Office is the administration of seized assets placed at its disposal in cases of violation of Law 30 of 1986 and related offenses, illicit enrichment, dummy corporations, and eminent domain actions
This administration is exercised through one or more of the following systems: transfer, contracting, provisional destination, and provisional deposit, as stipulated in the provisions of Article 1 of Law 785 of 2002.

Actions in the area of asset administration
In 2008 the asset inventory of the National Drugs Directorate (DNE) had 4,710 new entries, about 800 less than in 2007 when DNE reported 5,486. However, despite the decrease in the number of new entries in the agency’s inventory, the figure is not significant in view of the results obtained, which are reflected in the quality of the information and the aggregate value.

The quality has come from the implementation of the team called “Informational Analysts,” a working group that, as its name indicates, devotes much of its time to careful review of the cases initiated by the National Attorney General’s Office, verifying that the all assets confiscated by the resolutions actually come into the inventory at the proper time, i.e., when the respective case was started. This system of classification, registry, and data gathering has enabled the DNE to have reliable and documented data, and the documentation on each proceeding underway. 
In terms of the type of assets, during 2008 the smallest number of new entries in the inventory refers to art (five), followed by aircraft with seven and money with 101. The largest category of new entries was urban assets with 1,505 entries, followed by rural assets with 683. There was a significant decrease in the number of corporations assigned, which dropped from 1,177 in 2007 to 334 in 2008, but the spike in 2007 was due to the separate registration of 886 trademarks, registers, and patents that are part of a single corporation or business produced by the same pharmaceutical laboratory. 
ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT
Considering the challenge posed by environmental management and committed to protection of the environment and sustainable use of natural resources, in order to ensure a balance between economic development, social development, and protection of the environment, we note the implementation of the strategy for “knowledge, conservation, and sustainable use of biodiversity,” pursued by the Natural National Parks Unit (PNN). It involves processes of healing and restoration; organization of buffer zones for research, monitoring, and management of wildlife and management actions to set aside or expand protected areas of the Doña Juana-Cascabel Volcanic Complex Natural National Park (departments of Nariño and Cauca; Serranía de los Churumbelos Auka Wasi Natural National Park, and the Orito Ingi Ande Flora Sanctuary of Medicinal Plants, located in the departments of Putumayo and Nariño.

As part of the commitment to strengthen hemispheric cooperation and national capacities to develop a more integrated approach to the management of natural disasters (Declaration of Quebec 2001); in the framework of the lines of the Strategic Plan of the Natural National Parks Unit (PNN) a strategy has been developed for “Environmental planning in territorial management” in the framework of the subprogram for prevention and attention to risks. It seeks to strengthen human, technical, and technological resources needed for the prevention of, attention to, and mitigation of impacts caused by natural disasters or forest fires, and situations of public risk in protected areas. Thanks to this strategy, three areas of the Natural National Parks System have forest-fire contingency plans approved (Old Providence, Los Colorados Fauna and Flora Sanctuary, and Los Estoraques Unique Natural Area). In addition, forest-fire contingency plans have been drafted for the following protected areas: Sierra de la Macarena, Los Farallones de Cali, Las Hermosas, Tatamá, El Cocuy, Munchique, and Sumapáz.

 

With respect to public risk, there was progress in preparation of the contingency plan for El Cocuy Park and under an agreement signed with the Office of the President of the Republic training was provided for integral action against antipersonnel mines in the Alto Fragua and Selva de Florencia national parks.

As regards alternative development actions, under an interagency coordination arrangement linking the environment, rural development, and national defense sectors with territorial governments, our institutions such as the PNN launched an integral strategy for environmental regulation, social regulation of the property, and regulation and revising of the production systems, to provide a comprehensive response to conflicts over the use, occupation, and ownership of protected areas and their zones of influence, one manifestation of which is illicit crops. The pilot experience undertaken in the La Macarena Special Management Area (AMEM) has yielded the following results: 

i. The freeing up of nearly two thousand five hundred (2,500) hectares for recovery of disturbed ecosystems adjacent to natural national parks in the AMEM; 

ii. The voluntary, manual, and mechanical eradication of one thousand eight hundred (1,800) hectares of coca and re-establishment of food security in an area of twenty-six thousand (26,000) hectares in the Guejar -  Cafre – Ariari sector of the northern recovery for production zone of La Macarena Special Management Area, which established the bases for general application of best soil management practices that contribute to the restoration of natural conditions and permit sustainable use of the area’s resources;

iii. The establishment of interagency agreements to regulate and legalize the ownership of about 55,000 hectares in the zones of influence of the protected areas; 
iv. The identification of regulatory arrangements that combine environmental regulation, social regulation of the property, and regulation of production in areas close to the protected areas, such as the Peasant Reserve Zones or Special Reserves for Vacant Lands, which combine the objectives of conservation and development in areas of special environmental importance; and 

v. The drafting of legislation to incorporate new management categories in the regulations of the National System of Protected Areas, such as category VI proposed by the International Union for Conservation of Nature (IUCN). 
Developing strategies to consider and respect the cultural expressions of the indigenous peoples and to preserve their knowledge, we are implementing procedures for conservation of protected areas with the communities. For this purpose, we are organizing Special Management Systems (REM) with authorities and indigenous communities in 11 areas of the natural national parks system with safeguards to seek the common good for the parties in the indigenous communities. 
With respect to supply reduction programs, based on variable ecology, we have inaugurated a compensation system for restoration of areas damaged by illicit crops in the national parks of La Macarena Special Management Area (AMEM) that will restore public assets of global interest to the government; provide concrete opportunities for effective enjoyment of the social, economic, and cultural rights of the families that occupy protected areas; stimulate social and institutional dialogue and coordination on the territorial regulation of the parks’ areas of influence; and encourage environmental governance and institutional validation. To date this mechanism has facilitated the recovery of 2,500 hectares and it is expected that 1,000 additional hectares will be freed up in 2009.

To give teeth to our Environmental Management Plan, which has technical, environmental, and operational parameters, we continue to implement follow-up and control measures in the affected areas and the exclusion zones of the eradication program 

THE FIGHT AGAINST TERRORISM
Colombia firmly rejects terrorism, considering that it is never justified, and supports hemispheric and worldwide cooperation initiatives for its prevention, combat, and elimination.  

In this regard, and in order to give all citizens security, wellbeing, and social cohesion, the Colombian government has fought constantly and head-on against all forms and manifestations of terrorism, in keeping with the commitments contained in the international treaties on the subject, and in execution of the Policy of Defense and Democratic Security. All this is done with respect for domestic law and the standards of international law, international humanitarian law, international refugee law, and international human rights law. 
Multilateral sphere
Colombia considers that terrorism is a global phenomenon that affects all countries of the international system, so the concept of shared responsibility is applicable to the fight against terrorism. 
To carry out the commitments made to the international community to prevent and punish terrorism, Colombia has ratified nine of the 13 international conventions on terrorism adopted in the United Nations framework. 
In the United Nations framework, Colombia has also strongly supported initiatives to eliminate terrorism through joint work with the United Nations Terrorism Prevention Branch on the “Global Project on Strengthening the Legal Regime against Terrorism” in order to strengthen national and international capacities to fight this scourge. 

An example of this commitment is the holding of the second meeting of experts for the preparation of a handbook on terrorism cases, which took place in Medellín, Colombia, in September 2008.

Colombia has also decisively supported the work of the Counter-Terrorism Committee established by the UN Security Council. 
The Inter-American Convention against Terrorism, adopted on June 3, 2002, at the thirty-second regular session of the OAS General Assembly in Bridgetown, Barbados, was ratified by Colombia’s Congress by Law 1108 of December 27, 2006. In Judgment C-537 of May 28, 2008, the Constitutional Court upheld the applicability of Law 1108 of December 27, 2006, and hence the Inter-American Convention against Terrorism. The Government of Colombia deposited the instrument of ratification of that convention with the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States on July 14, 2008. 
In this context the Colombian government has considered that the global fight against terrorism should be strengthened through the adoption and implementation of international instruments, strategies, and policies that give the states more effective tools to combat it; Colombia has therefore supported binational, regional, hemispheric, and global cooperation initiatives to prevent, combat, and recognize terrorism, because it believes international cooperation is the only way to confront this scourge effectively 

National counter-terrorism measures
The domestic strategy to combat terrorism includes the updating of domestic legislation, mechanisms for interagency coordination, strengthening of intelligence gathering capacity to prevent terrorist acts and break up terrorist networks and support structures, establishing rapid response forces, and active public cooperation. 
Colombia has adopted the necessary measures to attack terrorism and its links with other manifestations of transnational organized crime that finance and facilitate it, such as the illicit trafficking in firearms, illicit drug trafficking, kidnapping, trafficking in migrants, piracy, etc. We wish to insist that it is necessary to recognize the existence of these links in order to confront all aspects of these criminal phenomena. 
From a strategic standpoint, Colombia has addressed the terrorist threat through various approaches: 
1. Offensive operations and operations for military control of the area: Aimed at neutralization through combat and demobilization of members and leaders, as well as seizure of arms and materiel of the narco-terrorist organizations and criminal bands (BACRIM). These operations have considerably weakened the organizations’ structures, resulting in substantial improvement of national security and efficient and coordinated implementation of government policies for social and economic development and growth.

Here are some examples of these operations and their results: 
MAJOR OPERATIONS DURING 2008
/
OPERATION JAQUE: Operation Jacque went down in Colombian history as a source of great pride. Carried out by our troops in July 2008 in San José del Guaviare, it freed 15 victims of the FARC narco-terrorist groups, some of whom had been held captive for 10 years, including former presidential candidate Ingrid Betancourt, three U.S. citizens, and active members of the armed forces. 
OPERATION FIRMEZA: Executed in the Sierra Nevada de Santa Marta in April by the First Division, Second Brigade, this operation killed in combat six terrorists from FARC Group 19, including its leaders, and seized military, management, and intelligence equipment. It also captured Jimmy Zapata Salinas alias “El Coyote,” head of “Los Nevados” criminal gang.

OPERATION FENIX: Carried out by the Second Division Brigade 30 in the outskirts of Cúcuta in January 2008, this operation captured Luz Dary Conde Rubio alias “Doris Adriana,” a key member of the eastern bloc of FARC, who was engaged in drug trafficking and financing for the illegal armed organization. 
OPERATION DEMOCLES: Undertaken by the Third Division Mobile Brigade N° 20 in the general area of El Dovio, Sipí, and Versalles in January 2008, it demobilized 68 members of the Los Machos criminal bands with their respective weapons. 
OPERATION FORTIN: Executed by the Third Division Brigade 8 in the Aguadas community of the municipality of Samaná – Caldas on March 7, 2008, it killed leader Jesús Muñoz Ortiz alias Iván Ríos of the secretariat of the FARC narco-terrorist organization, turned in by Pablo Montoya alias Rojas.

OPERATION MARISCAL: Carried out by the Third Division and troops of the Special Anti-drug Brigade in the city of Cali – Valle del Cauca, on May 20, 2008, it discovered a cache of 607 rifles and 1,487 magazines belonging to the “Los Rastrojos” criminal gang.

OPERATION FUGAZ: Executed by the Seventh Division Brigade 4 in La Soledad community of the municipality of Argelia – Antioquia, on May 18, 2008. In this operation Elda Neyis Mosquera García, alias Karina, third chief of Front 47 of the FARC narco-terrorist organization, surrendered. 
OPERATION JACOBO: Executed by the Third Division Brigade 3 in El Quindío neighborhood of the municipality of Zarzal – Valle del Cauca, on June 25, 2008, it captured Jorge Iván Urdinola Perea, alias La Iguana, head of Los Machos criminal band.

OPERATION MAGNO: Carried out by the Third Division Brigade 29 in El Pinche community, municipality of Argelia – Cauca, September 6, 2008. Twelve members of Los Rastrojos criminal band were killed in combat and 11 rifles, 43 magazines, 2400 cartridges, and 13 multipurpose jackets were seized. 
OPERATION FENIX: Executed by the Fourth Division Brigade 7 in the general area of the municipality of Puerto Gaitán – Meta, on August 31, 2008. It found a cache with 98 rifles, 6 M-60 machine guns, 3 grenade launchers, 4 mortars, and a large quantity of ammunition and grenades belonging to the ERPAC criminal band.

OPERATION FLAMANTE: Accomplished by the First Division 2 in San Tropel community of the municipality of Santa Marta – Magdalena, on June 26, 2008. It discovered a cache with 80,000 of 7.62 and 5.56 mm cartridges belonging to the “Águilas Negras Magdalena” criminal band.

OPERATION FRAGOR: Executed by the Sixth Division Brigade 27 in El Quebradon community of the municipality of Puerto Asís – Putumayo, on May 26, 2008. It located a cache of 21 rifles, 1 M-60, 1 mortar, and 37,000 cartridges belonging to “Los Rastrojos” criminal band of Putumayo.

Military control has been maintained in the areas consolidated by the Army division jurisdictions, making it possible to close corridors for mobility of narco-terrorist groups and criminal bands, thus greatly weakening the capacity for recruitment, trafficking in drugs and precursor chemicals, sending out alkaloids, and resupplying with supplies, weapons, and food. 
The official data for 2009 reflect the Colombian government’s effectiveness in the fight against terrorism:

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2. Mechanisms for international cooperation: 
/ Mechanisms for international cooperation have been maintained and strengthened with intelligence elements of the armies of regional countries such as Bolivia, Brazil, Guatemala, Panama, Peru, and the Dominican Republic. The purpose of these mechanisms is to exchange intelligence information and establish permanent communication for consultation, coordination, and exchange of data on activities of alleged terrorists, drug traffickers, subversives, traffickers in firearms, ammunition, and explosives; and to coordinate appropriate actions in the area of intelligence or any activity in another country that directly involves members of the armies of both states that may be of common interest to both parties. 
3. Integral action: 
/ This is a basic tool for subsequent consolidation of offensive and area military control operations in remote areas of the country, bringing the presence of the state to all of Colombia. These actions encompass high-command strategic policies, institutional campaigns, support for integration with the civilian population, administration of professional reserve officers, public information, army radio and television, website, spin control, media, and news agency. 
In the area of investigation and prosecution, the Colombian government, through the National Attorney General’s Office, has adopted strategies to combat terrorism:
1. The establishment of national units with special prosecutors supported by organs of judicial police experts in investigation and criminology for terrorist organizations, which has yielded very positive results in the identification, capture, indictment, and conviction of many members of these organizations. 
2. The presence of investigative teams led by the National Attorney General’s Office in areas dominated by illegal armed groups who carry out criminal activities such as terrorism, drug trafficking, and others that target the country’s oil and power infrastructure.

3. Formation of specialized criminology teams with ballistics experts to investigate trafficking in firearms, ammunition, and explosives, which carried out the registration, identification, and storage of the weapons surrendered by members of the Colombian Self-Defense Forces (AUC) in the demobilization process in application of the justice and peace law. 
4. Participation of the National Counter-Terrorism Unit in international forums organized by the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) and the OAS Inter-American Committee against Terrorism, on the application of international treaties related to strategies against national and international terrorism
THE FIGHT AGAINST MONEY LAUNDERING AND THE FINANCING OF TERRORISM
In its fight against all forms and manifestations of terrorism, Colombia constantly and ceaselessly identifies and analyzes all possible sectors that could be compromised and used as tools to facilitate practices associated with the crimes of money laundering and the financing of terrorism. 
In this connection it enacted Law 1121 of December 29, 2006, “which establishes regulations for the prevention, detection, investigation, and punishment of the financing of terrorism and other provisions,” thus criminalizing the financing of terrorism in the Colombian legal system. 
In this regard, the Colombian government has sought to tighten regulations and implement effective interagency strategies to require various economic sectors to report any financial movement, in order to prevent criminal practices in sectors vulnerable to money laundering and the financing of terrorism; this has been done in application of the recommendations of the Financial Action Task Force (FATF), which urges countries to consider application of its recommendations to businesses and professions outside the financial sector. 
On the same subject, it is pertinent to mention that Colombia has made great strides in the fight against money laundering and the financing of terrorism because it is constantly developing new classifications related to these crimes. In this sense the Colombian state has completed eight strategic studies, which have enabled it to identify and regulate new financial sectors. 

In August 1999, Law 526 established the Financial Information and Analysis Unit (FIAU), a special administrative unit attached to the Ministry of Treasury and Public Credit, whose objective is to prevent and detect possible operations of money laundering and financing of terrorism in different sectors of the economy. 
The unit seeks by regulation to require different economic sectors to report, thereby applying Recommendation 20 of the 40 recommendations of the Financial Action Task Force (FATF), which urges countries to consider application of FATF recommendations to non-financial businesses and professions that pose a high risk of money laundering or financing of terrorism. The following resolutions have been adopted: 
1. Resolution N° 033 of April 9, 2007: Which requires Notaries in all districts of the country to report directly to the Financial Information and Analysis Unit. 
2. Resolution N° 78 of July 10, 2007: Which clarifies resolutions 141 and 142 of 2006, issued by the Financial Information and Analysis Unit. These resolutions, adopted on December 7, 2006, require corporations and individuals who run or manage the income monopoly of lotteries, permanent or chance betting games, novelty games, bookmaking at sporting events, cockfights, casinos and similar venues, and racetracks the obligation to report directly to the FIAU. 
3. Resolution N° 111 of August 21, 2007: Which amends Resolution 062 of 2007 on the Financial Information and Analysis Unit. The earlier resolution was issued on June 12, 2007, and requires professional foreign exchange dealers to report directly to the Financial Information and Analysis Unit.
4. Resolution N° 114 of August 31, 2007. Which requires individuals, corporations, and self-employed persons who operate a business in the national territory for sale and/or lease of new and/or used vehicles to report directly to the Financial Information and Analysis Unit.
5. Resolution N° 285 of December 19, 2007: Which requires public and private storage facilities, port companies, users of the free zone, cargo companies, freight forwarders, permanent customs users, and users who are primarily exporters to report directly to the Financial Information and Analysis Unit.
6. Resolution N° 363 of November 18, 2008: Which requires corporations that export and/or import gold, houses that smelt gold, and international marketing corporations that as part of their business market gold and/or carry out operations to export and/or import gold to report directly to the Financial Information and Analysis Unit.
Similarly, the FIAU has joined forces with various state agencies, such as those responsible for inspection, security, and control, such as the Superintendencies of Notaries and Registry; Private Guard and Security Services; Health; Economic Partnership; etc. These efforts have resulted in each agency’s issuing internal regulations to prevent criminal practices in sectors vulnerable to money laundering and the financing of terrorism. Here are some examples:
· Circular N° 003 of March 2009, issued by the Superintendency of Private Guard and Security Services, which imposes the reporting requirement on companies that transport valuables. 
· External Circular N° 026 of June 2008 (amended by 003 of 2009), issued by the Financial Superintendency of Colombia, which establishes instructions for management of the risk of money laundering and the financing of terrorism. 
It should also be noted that this unit has made substantial progress in the fight against money laundering and the financing of terrorism, and is continuously pursuing the identification of new activities related to these crimes. In this regard, since 2007 the FIAU has done eight strategic studies on these subjects, which have not yet been applied in regulations, but nonetheless identify new sectors to be regulated. 
Finally, we should note Law 1288 of March 5, 2009, which establishes regulations to strengthen the legal framework that enables agencies that conduct intelligence and counterintelligence activities to carry out their constitutional and legal mission, and contains other provisions. This law’s significance goes beyond its importance for the institutions involved—it is significant for the Colombian government, because it brings us into the intelligence community, and we can continue cooperating in the fight against the finances of the groups outside the law and the products from the commission of crimes. 
TRANSNATIONAL ORGANIZED CRIME 

The United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime, adopted by General Assembly resolution 55/25 of November 15, 2000, and its additional Protocol to Prevent, Suppress, and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children, entered into force for Colombia on October 4, 2004.  

The Convention is a major step forward in the fight against transnational organized crime and signifies the member states’ recognition of the seriousness of the problems it poses, as well as the need to foster and enhance close international cooperation to tackle those problems. 
As a state party to the Palermo Convention, Colombia has taken a series of measures against transnational organized crime, including the creation of domestic criminal offenses (participation in an organized criminal group, money laundering, corruption, and obstruction of justice); the adoption of new and sweeping frameworks for extradition, mutual legal assistance, and law enforcement cooperation; and the promotion of  training and technical assistance for building or upgrading the necessary capacity of national authorities. 

In this regard, Colombian criminal legislation has an extensive catalogue of crimes with penalties consistent with the seriousness of the offenses established in the convention and the hierarchy of the laws protected, through the imposition of sentences of at least four years in prison. 
In addition, the legislation contemplates generic circumstances for more severe penalties and specific aggravating factors for certain punishable offenses. Criminalization of participation in an organized criminal group is covered under the legal definition of conspiracy. 
In the United Nations framework, we have taken initiatives to strengthen international cooperation and technical assistance in the fight against kidnapping. In this connection, in addition to the publication of the manual of best practices to counter kidnapping by UNODC in 2005 with the full support of Colombia, in 2009 the 18th session of the Commission on Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice adopted the resolution proposed by Colombia titled “International cooperation to prevent, combat, and eliminate kidnapping and to provide assistance to victims of kidnapping.” 
In addition, we have begun negotiations and signed several bilateral cooperation mechanisms in the area of security, in an effort to implement the recommendations of the Palermo Convention and the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime. 
For example, we have signed plans of action against transnational organized crime and terrorism with Paraguay in 2005 and Chile in 2007. The topics addressed are trafficking in persons and illicit trafficking in migrants, money laundering, cooperation and mutual assistance in criminal matters, cooperation on terrorism matters and cybercrime, without precluding other areas identified by the parties. 
We have also formed High Level Groups on National Security and Justice (GANSJ), whose objective is to move to the highest level of bilateral strategies in the fight against threats to the countries’ security. Colombia signed agreements for High Level Groups with Mexico in 2001, Guatemala in 2004, and Costa Rica in 2003. The one with Mexico is the most active. 

In addition, the Government of the Republic of Colombia and the Government of Canada have established a bilateral cooperation mechanism called the Consultation Round, a system for exchange of information and best experiences. There have been two meetings, in 2007 and 2009. 

With respect to the current legal framework for international cooperation, Law 906 of 2004, which adopted the Penal Procedure Code, contemplates ample mechanisms for international cooperation. 
Articles 484 ff. authorize the gathering of evidence and information or any other type of judicial assistance with foreign authorities through the legally established channels. These provisions establish the possibility of sending judicial officials to practice due diligence, gather evidence, and engage in all actions for the purpose of prosecution of the crime. 
The national government, through the Ministry of Interior and Justice, is currently working on a decree to establish the Mobile Interagency Commission against Organized Crime (CIMCO) , the purpose of which will be to join efforts of the various agencies involved in the administration of justice through exchange, coordinated search for information, and investigations for the tracking, capture, and prosecution of major criminals. 
The Mobile Interagency Commission against Organized Crime (CIMCO) will have the following functions: 
1. To coordinate, guide, and join efforts of agencies involved in the administration of justice in order to conduct investigations for the tracking, capture, and prosecution of major criminals. 
2. To define the joint actions to be conducted by justice officials, the Prosecutor’s Office, and the Public Defender in carrying out investigations to break up the large organizations dedicated to drug trafficking and terrorism in high-risk or remote zones in order to capture the commanders or leaders of these groups outside the law and their members, and major criminals who threaten public security and order. 
3. To coordinate actions so that knowledge and prosecution of these crimes can occur in high-risk areas or where the administration of justice is difficult because the areas are remote. By their nature, these crimes must be immediately brought to the attention of CIMCO so that the statute of limitations does not run out or procedures are not used to procure the captured individuals’ immediate release. 
4. To establish mechanisms to permit the exchange of information among entities comprising the Commission. 
THE FIGHT AGAINST CORRUPTION
In its constant and unwavering fight against the phenomenon of corruption, Colombia is a party to the United Nations Convention, as well as the Inter-American Convention against Corruption, showing leadership in both instruments in the application and adoption of regulations and institutions needed to tackle the problem. In this regard, and as a sign of its commitment to implement a follow-up and evaluation mechanism of the United Nations Convention against Corruption, the Colombian government received an “on-site visit” of the pilot program for follow-up of implementation of the Convention, which analyzed the institutions, legislation, and practical implementation of the Convention in Colombia.

Colombia has given priority to transparency in the national public administration; evidence of this is the implementation of three large and important programs and strategies to prevent and eliminate corruption: 
1. The Pact for Transparency.

2. Visible audits.

3. A legality curriculum in educational institutions. 

These programs have permitted the planning and development of transparent administrative operations, control of the execution of resources, and stimulation of reflection and discussion on the existence of anticorruption regulations in the framework of the Colombian state. 
In the national legal framework for a frontal attack on corruption, we should mention Law 599 of 2000 (the Penal Code), in which Colombia criminalizes crimes against the public administration (embezzlement, extortion, bribery, improper contracting, influence peddling, and illegal enrichment) as well as transnational bribery; this makes it possible to prosecute any type of crime committed against the public treasury and the government. 
Finally, it should be noted that Colombia, aware that the phenomenon of corruption is a threat that must be faced by strengthening and deepening international cooperation with a multidisciplinary approach and shared responsibility, has promoted approval of Decision 668 of the Andean Community of Nations: “Andean Plan for the Fight against Corruption,” as a mechanism to permit the establishment of polices, strategies, and programs to combat corruption in the subregion. 
THE FIGHT AGAINST TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS
Trafficking in persons, as a manifestation of transnational organized crime, involves complex techniques, in which many countries may be simultaneously points of origin, transit, and destination for the victims. This makes it harder to detect the criminal organizations and their links, and underscores the need to strengthen international cooperation to prevent, combat, and work for the elimination of this phenomenon. 
In the United Nations framework, Colombia is a party to the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime, and its additional Protocol to Prevent, Suppress, and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children.

The Colombian government has made great strides in the fight against trafficking in persons, using a comprehensive approach. Law 985 of 2005 criminalizes trafficking in persons and establishes a national-level strategy for harmonious and centralized guidance for institutional efforts in the fight against trafficking in persons. In execution of this provision, the Interagency Committee drafted the Comprehensive National Strategy for the Fight against Trafficking in Persons for the period 2007 – 2012, which was adopted in Decree 4786 of 2008. It defines public policy in terms of four priority thrusts of government action: 
1.
To prevent the phenomenon; 
2.
To provide protection and assistance to ensure respect for the human rights of all victims or possible victims of trafficking in persons; 
3.
To strengthen actions against criminal organizations, such as investigation, prosecution, and punishment of the crime; and 
4.
To strengthen mechanisms for international cooperation on the bilateral, regional, and multilateral levels. 
Although the national strategy was conceived at the central level—by the Interagency Committee—and its general provisions apply nationwide, its application will be decentralized, carried out by regional committees for the fight against trafficking in persons, which can make the necessary adjustments for the specific situation of the territory and the given population. 
In 2006, in the framework of Cooperation Agreement FS/COL/03/R52 between the Ministry of Interior and Justice and the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC), through the “Project for the fight against trafficking in persons” a draft proposal was prepared for establishment of an “Anti-Trafficking in Persons Operations Center.” The center will be an optimum instrument for analysis of institutional responses to the crime of trafficking in persons, affording authorities the opportunity to improve both interagency coordination and the agencies’ interaction with the vulnerable population or victims of the crime. 
The Interagency Committee for the Fight against Trafficking in Persons approved the establishment of the operations center (COAT) on March 22, 2007. On June 27, 2008, the COAT began operations, working on two of the strategic objectives of the national strategy: (i) To provide protection and assistance to victims and witnesses, and (ii) To strengthen the investigation and prosecution of the crime, seeking thereby to break up the criminal networks engaged in trafficking in persons and prevent re-victimization, a phenomenon usually caused by the authorities’ lack of knowledge about the victim’s condition and rights and the resulting mistreatment when the required care is provided. 

At the regional level, Colombia has advocated the inclusion of the topic on the agenda of the OAS and its comprehensive treatment by the Organization. In this context, Colombia promoted the inclusion of the topic on the agenda of the Meetings of Ministers of Justice and Attorney Generals of the Americas (REMJA). 

In August 2007 the Colombian government and the Department of Public Security of the OAS Secretariat for Multidimensional Security sponsored the Regional Workshop on National Legislation on the Subject of Trafficking in Persons. .

At the bilateral level, Colombia has promoted the exchange of information on the causes, forms, characteristics, and consequences for definition and analysis of transnational trafficking in persons. In this regard, bilateral meetings were held with Trinidad and Tobago, Panama, Chile, and Mexico in Bogotá in 2009. 

The International Organization for Migration (IOM) and the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) provided significant technical, logistical, and financial support for implementation of the National Strategy for the Fight against Trafficking in Persons and the holding of the abovementioned bilateral events. 
THE FIGHT AGAINST ATTACKS ON CYBERSECURITY
Colombia is committed to implementation of the Comprehensive Inter-American Cybersecurity Strategy, approved by the OAS General Assembly in Resolution AG/RES 2004 (XXXIV-O-04), and the recommendations of the Group of Experts on Cybercrime established by the REMJA.

After identifying courses of comprehensive action for the prevention, control, investigation, and prosecution of cybercrime, a strategy was designed with three main elements: juridical and institutional strengthening, effective response to cybercrime, and international affairs. 
The growing dimensions of the crime are reflected in the cases and forms handled by Colombia’s National Police in 2009:


(English legend: blue=incidents, red=complaints. With respect to the three dimensions set forth in the inter-American strategy, firstly, in the framework of an inter-agency initiative, Colombia has made progress in establishment of the national CSIRT, called ColCERT. Concerning the second dimension of the strategy, for creating a secure framework and a culture of cybersecurity, the Telecommunications Regulatory Commission has prepared a document titled “Recommendations to the national government to implement a National Cybersecurity Strategy.”
In terms of adoption of specific legislation on the subject, in January 2009 Colombia passed Law 1273 of 2009 "which amends the penal code, establishes a new regulation on ‘protection of information and data,’ and protects all systems that use information and communication technologies, among other provisions.” 
Enactment of Law 1273 moved the domestic legal system more in line with international standards, and gave authorities a legal tool to prevent the commission of such acts, which had mushroomed alarmingly before the law was passed. 
The Colombian government has established specialized units to address cybercrime in the Ministry of Defense (National Police, IT Group, Chiefs of Aerial and Naval Intelligence), the Department of Administrative Security, and the National Attorney General’s Office.

The PCI can certify that currently, thanks to the efforts of its two Alternative Development Programs, 4,239,743 hectares are kept free of illicit crops. 





In the area of influence of the Páramo de las Hermosas and Nevado del Huila National Park 7,205 families restored destroyed areas by sowing one million five hundred forty thousand (1,540,000) native trees and succeeded in protecting 28,992 hectares of natural forests.





In the Gulf of Urabá area the PCI has established projects for forest use on more than 35,000 hectares and agro-forest projects for rubber on 2,250 hectares.





The PCI supports 158,000 hectares in projects for sustainable use of the natural forest and/or forest plantations, 83% of the country’s rubber crops (13,000 ha), 67% of the cacao crops (54,245 ha) and the first project of 200 hectares Rainforest Alliance certified palm with the MIDAS Program.
