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Introduction:
The Declaration on Security in the Americas was adopted by the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) represented at the Special Conference on Security held in Mexico City on October 28, 2003.
The Declaration on Security in the Americas establishes that “our new concept of security in the Hemisphere is multidimensional in scope, includes traditional and new threats, concerns, and other challenges to the security of the states of the Hemisphere, incorporates the priorities of each state, contributes to the consolidation of peace, integral development, and social justice, and is based on democratic values, respect for and promotion and defense of human rights, solidarity, cooperation, and respect for national sovereignty.”

At the Special Conference on Security, the OAS member states made commitments and pledged cooperation
/ to deal with the traditional and the new threats, concerns, and other challenges to the security of the states of the Hemisphere.

The purpose of this document is to set forth criteria to guide and facilitate the preparation and presentation of the voluntary reports by member states to the Committee on Hemispheric Security on measures and activities related to implementation of the Declaration.

It is suggested that member states include in their reports both internal and subregional, regional, and hemispheric activities and measures carried out.  Additional information may be placed in annexes.

Democracy (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 5)
a) Activities and measures to promote and defend democracy through implementation of the OAS Charter and the Inter-American Democratic Charter

b) Activities and measures to strengthen the inter-American system for the protection of human rights.

Prevention of conflicts and peaceful settlement of disputes (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraphs 6 and 7)
a) Bilateral, subregional, and regional efforts, agreements, and mechanisms implemented to prevent conflicts and bring about the peaceful settlement of disputes.

a) Bilateral and subregional agreements and mechanisms for cooperation in security and defense matters. 

5.
Treaty of Tlatelolco (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 11)

a) Activities to foster nuclear weapon-free zones. 

b) Participation in the Agency for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (OPANAL). 

c) Has your country signed, ratified, or adhered to the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (Treaty of Tlatelolco) and its Protocols?

6.
Disarmament and nonproliferation of all weapons of mass destruction (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraphs 12 to 14)
a) Activities related to arms control, disarmament, and nonproliferation of all weapons of mass destruction. 

b) Support for the International Atomic Energy Agency, including universal application of the Agency’s system of safeguards, and support for the Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons 

c) Activities to establish national standards and controls on exports of specialized materials, technology, and expertise that could contribute to the preparation, production, or use of weapons of mass destruction and their means of delivery. 

d) Has your country signed, ratified, or adhered to the Convention on Prohibition of the Development, Production, and Stockpiling of Bacteriological (Biological) and Toxin Weapons and their Destruction, the Convention on Prohibition of the Development, Production, Stockpiling, and Use of Chemical Weapons and their Destruction, and the Treaty on the Non-proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (TNP) and the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty (NTBT)?
7.
Military spending and transparency in weapons acquisitions (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 15)
a) Efforts to limit military spending while maintaining a capacity adequate for legitimate defense and security needs.

b) Activities to promote transparency in weapons acquisitions.
c) Has your country signed, ratified, or adhered to the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions?

8.
Confidence- and security-building measures (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 17)
a) Principal measures to promote confidence and security implemented by your country.

b) Does your country provide the OAS General Secretariat with information on implementation of confidence- and security-building measures in accordance with document (CP/CSH-1043/08 rev. 1), “Consolidated List of Confidence- and Security-Building Measures for Reporting according to OAS Resolutions,” and using the format prepared by the Inter-American Defense Board (CSH-Foro-IV/7/10)?

9.
Defense (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 18)
a) Cooperation with the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB).

b) Participation in the Conferences of Ministers of Defense of the Americas (CMDA) and other forums for cooperation and consultation on defense matters in the Hemisphere.

10.
Justice (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 19)
a) Your country’s activities in the context of the Meetings of Ministers of Justice or Ministers or Attorneys-General of the Americas (REMJA) to promote and strengthen cooperation in designing policies in the area of criminal justice and to confront new threats to security. 

11.
Anti-personnel land mines (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 20)
a) Activities to make the Hemisphere an anti-personnel land mine-free zone (Support for humanitarian de-mining, mine-risk education, landmine victim assistance, and socio-economic recovery). 

b) Has your country signed, ratified, or adhered to the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production, and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on their Destruction (Ottawa Convention)?
c) Cooperation with the Program for Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel Mines (AICMA) and the IADB.
12.
Peace-keeping missions (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 21)
a) Cooperation in training and organizing United Nations peace-keeping missions. 

13.
Terrorism (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraphs 22 and 23)
a) National activities and bilateral, subregional, and hemispheric cooperation activities to prevent, combat, and eradicate terrorism and its financing, including emerging terrorist threats such as threats to cyber-security, biological terrorism, and threats to critical infrastructure.

b) Cooperation with the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE).

c) Has your country signed, ratified, or adhered to the Inter-American Convention against Terrorism?

14.
Transport and port security (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 24)
a) Efforts undertaken to ensure transport and port security.

15
Transnational organized crime (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 25)
a) Activities to strengthen efforts to combat transnational organized crime (including activities and measures in the area of legislation and institutional strengthening, as well as criminalization of offenses in keeping, inter alia, with the United Nations Convention on Transnational Organized Crime and its three protocols in addition to relevant case law in this area).

b) Has your country signed, ratified, or adhered to the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime and its three protocols? 

16.
Cyber Security (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraphs 23 to 26)
a) Measures to prevent, deal with, and respond to cyber-attacks. 

17.
Global drug problem (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 27)
a) Activities to deal with the global drug problem and related crimes (including activities and measures in the areas of institution building and demand reduction, among others).

b) Activities to strengthen the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) and the Multilateral Evaluation Mechanism (MEM). 

18.
Illicit manufacturing of and trafficking in firearms (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraphs 28 and 29)
a) Activities to counter the illicit manufacturing of and trafficking in firearms, ammunition, explosives, and other related materials (Destruction of surplus firearms, national stockpile management and security, regulation of the brokerage of firearms).

b) Has your country signed, ratified, or adhered to the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA)? 

19.
Money laundering (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 30)
a) Cooperation and exchange of information on financial controls in our countries.

20.
Corruption (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 31)
a) Activities to counter passive and active corruption.

b) Activities to strengthen the mechanism to follow-up on the Inter-American Convention against Corruption. 

c) Has your country signed, ratified, or adhered to the Inter-American Convention against Corruption?

21.
Education for peace and strengthening of democracy (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 32)
a) Activities to promote a democratic culture, in accordance with the Inter-American Democratic Charter.
22.
Civil society (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 33)
a) Participation of civil society in the consideration, development, and implementation of multidimensional approaches to security. 

23.
Protection for refugees and asylum seekers. (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 34)
a) Activities to ensure and promote protection for refugees and asylum seekers, in accordance with the 1951 Convention on the Status of Refugees, its 1967 Protocol, and international principles for the protection of refugees.

24.
Extreme poverty, inequity, and social exclusion (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 35)
a) Activities to strengthen cooperation mechanisms and actions to give urgent attention to the problems of extreme poverty, inequity, and social exclusion. 

b) Activities to promote economic and social development and education.
c) Activities to combat extreme poverty in our countries.
d) Measures implemented in accordance with the Millennium Development Goals, the Monterrey Consensus, and the Declaration of Margarita.
e) Activities to promote economic and social development.
f) Activities to promote development through economic cooperation in the Hemisphere.
25.
Financial crises (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 36)
a) Cooperation to find urgent solutions to the financial crises affecting the political, economic, or social stability of a member state.

26.
Basic health services (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 37)
a) Activities to promote universal, nondiscriminatory access to basic health services, including health education and preventive care programs.

b) Information and education campaigns to prevent the spread of diseases. 

27.
Epidemics (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 38)
a) Development of multi-sectoral strategies and cooperation mechanisms to combat epidemics and their consequences, primarily within the framework of the World Health Organization and the Pan American Health Organization. 

b) Promotion of comprehensive health policies with a gender perspective. 

28.
Natural disasters (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 39)
a) Activities to strengthen existing inter-American mechanisms and to develop new cooperation mechanisms to improve and broaden the region’s response capacity in prevention and mitigation of the effects of natural or manmade disasters.

b) Measures to strengthen existing bilateral, subregional, and multilateral actions and institutions, such as the Inter-American Committee on Natural Disaster Reduction (IACNDR). 

29.
Environment (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 40)
a) Measures to strengthen national capacity and inter-American mechanisms to promote the sustainable use of natural resources and advance toward integral development, and to promote preservation of the environment in a cooperative manner.
30.
Climate change (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 41)
a) Measures to mitigate the adverse effects of global climate change and to develop international cooperation mechanisms in this area.

31.
Institutional issues (Declaration on Security in the Americas – paragraph 42)
a) Activities to revitalize and strengthen the organs, institutions, and mechanisms of the inter-American system.

32.
Other aspects of multidimensional security
a) Activities carried out in other areas of multidimensional security.
