INSTALLATION, MANDATES, AND OFFICERS
The Permanent Council installed the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) on August 1, 2012 and it elected on August 22, 2012, the undersigned Permanent Representative of Guyana to the Organization of American States (OAS) as Chair of the CSH, in accordance with Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure.

At its meeting of September 6, 2012, in accordance with Article 28.a of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the Committee proceeded to elect three Vice Chairs in the following order:

· Rodrigo Amaya, Alternate Representative of Colombia

· Giovanni Snidle, Alternate Representative of the United States

· César Edgardo Martinez, Alternate Representative of El Salvador

II.
ASSIGNMENT OF TOPICS TO THE COMMITTEE FOR CONSIDERATION – WORK PLAN

Pursuant to Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the functions of the CSH are: 

“To study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.”

In accordance with Article 30 of said Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council, decided, at its meeting of August 22, 2012, that, as established in Article 20, the CSH would be responsible for the mandates set out in the document “Distribution of Mandates Assigned by the General Assembly at Its Forty-First Regular Session and Ongoing Mandates from Previous Years” (CP/doc.4793/12 rev. 2).


Accordingly, the Permanent Council assigned one single resolution to the Committee by the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session, held in Cochabamba, Bolivia, in June 2012. In addition, the Committee was to consider the annual reports of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB), the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE), and the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD).

The Committee carried out its work according to the work plan contained in document CP/CSH-1418/12 rev. 7, which was adopted at the meeting held on September 13, 2012, and which described the working procedure agreed by the plenary of the Committee. 

III.
PROCEEDINGS
1.
Meetings

As part of its activities, the Committee on Hemispheric Security contributed to the preparation of the following four meetings:

1. Third Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere (October 15 and 16, 2012 – Guatemala)

The Third Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons was convened by resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach”.

The meeting’s opening ceremony was led by the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Guatemala, Ambassador Harold Caballeros, and by the Assistant Secretary General of the OAS, Ambassador Albert Ramdin. Following the opening ceremony, Ambassador Bayney Karran, Permanent Representative of Guyana and Chair of the OAS Committee on Hemispheric Security, served as the meeting’s pro tempore chair. 

The following officers were elected at this meeting: Ms. Zulma Subillaga Dubón, Executive Secretary of Guatemala’s Secretariat against Sexual Violence, Exploitation, and Human Trafficking, as Chair; Ms. Luz Gamelia Ibarra Madana, Paraguay’s Director of Prevention of Human Trafficking and Attention to Victims, as vice chair; and Ms. Sandra Chávez, Technical Secretary of Costa Rica’s National Coalition against Illicit Migrant Trafficking and Trafficking in Human Lives, as the meeting’s rapporteur. 

At this meeting, member states made presentations on the progress made in implementing the Work Plan against Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere. Also, Guatemala proposed extending the life of the Work Plan to the year 2014 and it suggested that it be examined anew at the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons.

During the panel session on the actions taken by other international and regional agencies and by civil society organizations to prevent and combat trafficking in persons, the delegations heard presentations by María Eugenia Villarreal, Director of the Association to End Child Prostitution, Child Pornography, and Trafficking of Children for Sexual Purposes (ECPAT-Guatemala); Mariana Alegret of the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC); Agueda Marín, a regional specialist on trafficking in human lives and assisted voluntary return with the International Organization for Migration (IOM); Oliver Bush Espinosa, Technical Secretary of the Regional Conference on Migration (RCM); and Paulina Fernández of the OAS’s Inter-American Children’s Institute (IIN).

The Conclusions of the Third Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons were published as document RTP-III/doc. 7/12.

2. Fifth Forum on Confidence- and Security-building Measures, February 28, 2013 

The V Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures was held in Washington, D.C., on February 28, 2013. This meeting was held pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security:  A Multidimensional Approach," which requests that the Permanent Council be instructed to convene the Fifth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures for the last quarter of 2012, to examine the application of confidence- and security-building measures throughout the region. 

Mr. Giovanni Snidle, Alternate Representative of the United States, was elected Chair of this V Forum, and Ms. Patricia D’Costa, Alternate Representative of Canada was elected vice-Chair. Mr. Vitaliano Gallardo, Alternate Representative of Peru was elected rapporteur.

The OAS Secretariat's report (CSH/FORO-V/doc.8/13) was delivered by Ambassador Adam Blackwell, Secretary for Multidimensional Security (SMS), who spoke about the Consolidated Annual Report of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) and Confidence- and Security-Building Measures (CSBMs), including the roster and the inventory of CSBMs. The Inter-American Defense Board's (IADB's) Captain Noriaki Wada made a statement (CSH/FORUM-V/INF.3/13) detailing the results of the Seminar on White Papers and the inventory of confidence- and security-building measures and national defense policies in the region.

The Forum also had presentations via videoconference from Daniël Prins, Chief of the Conventional Arms Branch, UN Office for Disarmament Affairs and Fabian Grass, Forum for Cooperation in the Area of Security, official of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE).

The Conclusions of the Chair of the Fifth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures were published as document CSH/FORO-V/doc.9/13 and the Rapporteur’s Report was published as document CSH/FORO-V/doc.11/13 corr.1.

3. Meeting of national points of contact of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC). March 1, 2013

The Meeting of National Points of Contact of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) was convened on March 1, 2013 at the headquarters of the OAS General Secretariat pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach”, which “reiterates to the Permanent Council the request made in resolution AG/RES. 2628 (XLI-O/11) to convene a meeting of national points of contact in 2012 or, if not before, in the first quarter of 2013, to which non-party states will also be invited, to consider implementation of the Convention and activities aimed at promoting its signature and ratification and to collaborate on the Second Conference of the States Parties”.

Mr. Flavio J. Medina, Alternate Representative of Dominican Republic was elected Chair of this meeting. On this occasion, member states received from the General Secretariat a report (CITAAC/RPC/doc.2/13) on the Status of signatures and ratifications and Implementation of Articles III and IV of the Convention, as well as a Directory of national points of contact and actions that promote the universalization of the Convention

Member states also considered the draft agenda for the Conference of the States Party to the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions and it agreed on language for the CSH draft resolution of the states parties to the Convention (CITAAC/RPC/doc.6/13 rev. 1)

4. Fourth Meeting of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime, March 7, 2013

Additionally, the Committee, pursuant to article # 33 of resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) which “requested the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime to examine at its next meeting its structure, functions and reporting responsibilities and report its recommendation to the CSH” received a report from the Fourth Meeting of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime.


The document “Recommendations of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime (GTDOT)” GT/DOT-IV/doc.4/13 rev. 2 was transmitted to the CSH for its consideration at its meeting held on April 4, 2013.

Regular Meetings


The Committee also scheduled 24 regular meetings to follow up on institutional matters and to consider the draft resolution to be submitted to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session.


At its meeting of September 6, 2012, CSH elected the vice-chairs of the Committee and considered the document CP/CSH-1418/12 rev. 6, which contained the Committee’s schedule of activities for the 2012-2013 term and the proposed working procedures.  


Mr. Alberto del Castillo, Alternate Representative of Mexico and Vice Chair of the CAAP Working Group on the Review of OAS Programs, made a presentation on the screening of mandates arising out of the General Assembly pursuant to the Permanent Council mandate CP/doc.4687/12 rev. 2 was published as document CP/CAAP-3175/12 add. 2.


The Committee then proceeded to establish the Informal Working Group of the CSH to Review Mandates on Hemispheric Security pursuant to Article 14 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council. It elected César Edgardo Martinez, Alternate Representative of El Salvador, as Chair of the Informal Working Group.

The delegation of Mexico also informed the Committee regarding technical consultations in preparation for the International Conference against Transnational Organized Crime, to be held in Mexico City on September 20, 2012 pursuant to the Summit of the Americas mandate.  It reported that so far three rounds of technical consultations had been held (in Cancun, Mexico; Antigua, Guatemala, and Santiago, Chile). It said that the core political idea was to establish within the OAS an inter-American commission against organized crime, similar to CICAD, to address issues relating to transnational organized crime.


The Committee meeting held on September 13, 2012 approved the draft calendar of activities of the Committee on Hemispheric Security for the 2012-2013 term.

Ambassador Blackwell, Secretary for Multidimensional Security, presented a report on the Secretariat’s participation in the Second United Nations Conference to Review Progress Made in the Implementation of the Program of Action to Prevent, Combat and Eradicate the Illicit Trade in Small Arms and Light Weapons in All Its Aspects, which was published as document CP/CSH/INF.322/12.

At this meeting the Committee also undertook preparations for the Third Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere. The Permanent Representative of Guatemala, Ambassador José Rodrigo Vielmann, presented the draft agenda, (CP/CSH-1424/12), and announced that a web page had been created for the meeting. The Committee also approved the guest list for this meeting.


Lieutenant General Guy Thibault, Chair of the Council of Delegates of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) also spoke about a number of items in the IADB's Work Plan, which will be presented at the meeting of September 27, 2012. 


On September 27, 2012, the Committee continued with the preparations for the Third Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere. On this occasion the draft agenda was approved as well as nine additional requests from civil society organizations to participate in said meeting 


In addition, the Director General of the Inter-American Defense Board, General Juárez Aparecido De Paula Cunha, presented the IADB’s Annual Work Plan, which was circulated as document CP/CSH-1420/12.  The presentation by General Juárez was published as document CP/CSH/INF-325/12.


On October 4, 2012, the Committee approved the draft schedule and two additional requests from civil society organizations to participate at the Third Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere.


In addition, the delegation of Mexico presented a report on the International Conference against Transnational Organized Crime that took place on September 20, 2012 in Mexico City. The delegation of Mexico referred to the Commitment of Chapultepec (GRIC/INF.31/12) which was the result of a process of consultations in response to a mandate from the VI Summit of the Americas and requested that the Committee review the recommendations contained in the Commitment of Chapultepec at an appropriate juncture.


At the meeting of November 9, 2012, Ambassador Milton Romani, Permanent Representative of Uruguay, reported on the X Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas (CDMA) which took place on October 8-10, 2012 in Punta del Este, Uruguay. The Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security referred to his participation at CDMA X, which afforded an opportunity to share information on the collective agendas of the Conference and the Organization on defense issues.


In addition, Lieutenant General Guy Thibault, Chair of the Council of Delegates of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB), presented an update on the Annual Work Plan of the IADB as requested by the delegation of Argentina. General Thibault’s presentation was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF-332/12.


The delegation of Trinidad and Tobago referred to the mandate contained in operative paragraph 33 of resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12). In keeping with that mandate, it presented a draft resolution entitled “Place and Date of the Fourth Meeting of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime” (CP/CSH-1442/12) and said that the meeting, which was scheduled for March 11, 2013, would be held with existing Permanent Council funds. At that meeting, the GTDOT would have to decide what structure the group would have going forward or determine if there were other ways that it might fulfill its mandates. It would also have to examine its obligations with regard to reporting. In that connection, it suggested that the GDOT hold informal meetings to reach consensus on these topics, and it proposed that the draft resolution be discussed at the meeting of the CSH scheduled for December 6, with a view to referring it to the Permanent Council for consideration on December 19, 2012.

On November 16, 2012, Ambassador Jose Rodrigo Vielmann, Permanent Representative of Guatemala, made a presentation in his capacity as Chair of CICTE on the Activities Carried out in the Framework of the Inter-American Committee Against Terrorism in 2012 (CP/CSH-1447/12).

Also, the delegation of Costa Rica presented the rapporteur's report of the Third Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere that was prepared by Sandra Chávez, Technical Secretary of the National Coalition against Human Trafficking and Migrant Smuggling (CNCTIMTP), which was circulated as document RTP-III/doc.10/12 rev. 1.


In addition, the Committee considered the document “Criteria, Guidelines, and Required Profile for Selection of Experts on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures” (CP/CSH-1385/12), which had already been submitted at its meetings of January 12 and March 20, 2012.


On December 3, 2012, Mr. César Martínez, Alternate Representative of El Salvador, presented in his capacity as chair of the Informal Group to review the mandates of the CSH, the "Report of the Chair of the Informal Working Group of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) to Review Mandates on Hemispheric Security," and referred said report (CP/CSH-1448/12 rev. 1) to the Permanent Council for consideration at its meeting scheduled for December 5, 2012.

At the meeting on December 6, 2012, Lt. General Guy Thibault, Chairman of the Council of Delegates of the Inter-American Defense Board and General Juárez Aparecido de Paula Cunha Director General of the Inter-American Defense Board referred to the report entitled “Technical Assistance, Advisory, and Educational Services of the Inter-American Defense Board,” which was distributed as document CP/CSH-1452/12. 
In addition, Rear Admiral Jeffrey A. Lemmons, Director of the Inter-American Defense College (IADC) referred to the symposium held in October 2012 to commemorate the 50th anniversary of the IADC and to the seminar on human rights and international humanitarian law, scheduled for December 11 to 13, 2012 (CP/CSH/INF-337/12).

The Director General of the Inter-American Defense Board, General Juárez Aparecido De Paula Cunha, also presented an update by the IADB on its consultations with the organs, agencies and entities of the OAS and other relevant actors on the draft plan presented, with a view to improving advice and guidance that the IADB provides the inter-American system, aimed at improving disaster response capabilities in the Hemisphere, taking into account, inter alia, the Inter-American Plan for Disaster Prevention and Response and the Coordination of Humanitarian Assistance.

The Committee also approved the draft resolution “Place and Date of the Fourth Meeting of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime” (CP/CSH-1442/12) and referred it to the Permanent Council for its consideration. 


On January 17, 2013, Ambassador Gioconda Úbeda Rivera, Secretary General of the Agency for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (OPANAL), presented via videoconferencing, "OPANAL’s Report on peace, nuclear disarmament, and non-proliferation education and training 2010-2012," which was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF-340/13.


For the consideration of the topic “Support for implementation, at the hemispheric level, of United Nations Security Council Resolution 1540 (2004)” the Committee received presentations from Ambassador Albert Ramdin, Assistant Secretary General of the OAS; Mr. Neil R. Klopfenstein, Executive Secretary of CICTE; Soledad Urruela Arenales and Enrique Ochoa of the  Security Council Committee established under resolution 1540 (2004); Ms. Fiona Simpson of the United Nations Office of Disarmament Affairs; and Mr. Johan Bergenas of the Stimson Center.


The Committee also continued with the consideration of the document “Criteria, Guidelines, and Required Profile for Selection of Experts on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures” (CP/CSH-1385/12 rev. 1 corr. 1) and it considered the draft agenda of the Fifth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures (CP/CSH-1461/13).

On February 7, 2013, Ambassador Paul Simons, Executive Secretary of CICAD, presented a progress report (CP/CSH/INF-348/13) on the Hemispheric Drug Strategy and its Plan of Action, which was prepared pursuant to a mandate from the last Summit of the Americas. 


In addition, the Committee adopted the document “Criteria, guidelines and required profile for selection of experts on confidence- and security-building measures,” which was distributed as CP/CSH-1385/12 rev. 3 and it adopted the document “Draft Agenda of the Fifth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures,” which was distributed as CP/CSH-1461/13 rev. 1.


It also adopted the document "Draft Agenda for the Meeting of National Points of Contact of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) (CP/CSH-1464/13), which was distributed as CP/CSH-1464/13 rev. 1 and it decided to hold the (day-long) Fifth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures and the (half-day) Meeting of National Contact Points of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) on consecutive days.


Finally, the Committee also considered the topic “The Americas as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone". On this occasion, Mr. Carl Case, General Coordinator of the AICMA Program, Department of Public Security, presented the "Report of the General Secretariat on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security:  A Multidimensional Approach,” relating to the subheading “The Americas as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone” (CP/CSH-1468/13).

On March 14, 2013, the delegation of Mexico presented the document "Proposed Methodology for the Dialogue on the effectiveness of the implementation of the Declaration on Security in the Americas," contained in document CP/CSH-1485/13. That methodology proposed holding three dialogue meetings of the Permanent Council on this Declaration.  To facilitate the participation of delegations in the dialogue, the methodology also proposed that a survey/questionnaire be prepared that identifies elements that would enable organs to share their experiences. According to the Mexican proposal, the dialogue would culminate in a protocolary ceremony in Mexico City in October, for which Mexico would assume responsibility for the administrative and logistical arrangements.

Also, Mrs. Alison August Treppel of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security presented the report contained in document CP/CSH-1482/13 on Follow-up of the joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), held on Tuesday, May 15, 2012.

In addition Mrs. Treppel presented a report “Regional Strategy to Promote Inter-American Cooperation in Dealing with Criminal Gangs”) contained in document CP/CSH-1484/13.

Mrs. Treppel also presented, on behalf of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security presented the Draft Work Plan to Guide Implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action in Follow-Up to the Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security in the Americas, contained in document (CP/CSH-1473/13).

Finally, the delegation of Colombia presented the draft resolution "Holding of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas," contained in document CP/CSH-1481/13.


On April 4, 2013, the Committee welcomed the new Director of the Department of Public Security, Ms. Paulina Duarte.


Consequently, it approved the document “Proposed methodology for the dialogue on the effectiveness of the implementation of the Declaration on Security in the Americas” (CP/CSH-1485/13) and the draft resolution "Holding of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security" (CP/CSH-1481/13 rev. 1) which was submitted to the Permanent Council for its consideration.


The Committee then received the document “Recommendations of the Technical Working Group on Transnational Organized Crime (GTDOT) (GT/DOT-IV/doc.4/13 rev. 2) in accordance with article # 33 of resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) which “requested the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime to examine at its next meeting its structure, functions and reporting responsibilities and report its recommendation to the CSH”.


Finally, the Chair presented the draft resolution “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach” which is contained in document CP/CSH-1490/13 and proposed that the Committee continues to consider a single unified resolution to be presented at the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly in Antigua, Guatemala.


On the meeting held on April 11, 2013, The Committee received a presentation by Minister David Munguia Payes, Minister of Justice and Public Security of El Salvador on the Technical Committee to Coordinate the Process to Reduce Violence in El Salvador.

The Committee continued with the consideration Draft Work Plan to Guide Implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action in Follow-Up to the Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security (CP/CSH-1473/13 rev. 2). The title of this document was changed to “Draft Work Plan of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security to Guide Implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action in Follow-Up to the Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security” and this document was approved ad referendum of Brazil. 


At its meeting of April 18, 2013, the Committee approved the Draft Work Plan of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security to Guide Implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action in Follow-Up to the Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security (CP/CSH-1473/13 rev. 3) and the ad referendum by Brazil was lifted.


At the meeting held on April 22, 2013, the Committee held a meeting on the issue of the “Special Security Concerns of the Small Island States of the Caribbean, pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach”.  On this occasion, the Committee received presentations by Ambassador Albert Ramdin, Assistant Secretary General of the OAS; Ms. Kerry-Ann Barrett of the Ministry of National Security, Trinidad and Tobago; Mr James Bynoe of the Caribbean Cyber Security Network ; CICTE Secretariat; Mr. Uffe-Holst Jensen, Counselor of the Permanent Mission of the European Union to the United States; Mr. Jean Marie Altéma, Technology Advisor of the Office of the Prime Minister of Haiti; Mr. Francis Forbes of the  Caribbean Community Implementation Agency for Crime and Security (CARICOM IMPACS) via videoconference; Mr. Fernando Garcia of the Department of Public Security, Secretariat for Multidimensional Security; and Ms. Elizabeth Riley of the Caribbean Disaster Management Agency (CDEMA) via videoconference. The Committee also received a report by the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (CP/CSH/INF.364/13).


The document “Background and Recommendations for Advancing Cyber-Security in the Caribbean” (CP/CSH-1500/13) was also presented at this session. 


On April 23, 2013, the Committee addressed at the request of Peru the document “Draft Work Plan of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security to Guide Implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action in Follow-Up to the Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security” (CP/CSH-1473/13 rev. 3) This document was agreed ad referendum by the delegation of Brazil at the April 2 meeting but Brazil joined consensus at the April 18 meeting. However, the delegation of Peru still had some questions on this document that could not be addressed at the April 18 meeting due to lack of time.

At the meeting held on April 30, 2013, the Committee considered the document “Comments of the Informal Working Group on the document “Analysis of OAS Mandates 2007 - 2011 (Committee on Hemispheric Security)” (CP/CSH-1429/12 rev. 5). 


At the May 2, 2013, the Committee received the Annual Report of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) (CP/doc.4853/13), presented by General Guy Thibault, Chair of the Board. Additionally, the delegation of Colombia, in their capacity as Chair of the CICTE, presented the annual report of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CP/doc.4848/13). The observations and recommendations on these two annual reports are provided in section V of this report.


On this occasion, the CSH also received a presentation by Lieutenant-General Floriano Peixoto Vieira Neto of Brazil on Brazilian Military presence in Haiti and on "Evolving Roles of the Combat Engineering Units in Peacekeeping Operations" 


On May 14, 2013, The CSH received a presentation by the Commission to Reform Public Security in Honduras. It also installed the Working Group to Prepare the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA IV) in accordance with resolutions AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) and CP/RES. 1014 (1615/13) and elected Mr. Rodrigo Amaya, Alternate Representative of Colombia as Chair of this Working Group.


On May 23, 2013, the Committee received the Annual Report of Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CP/doc.4862/13). The observations and recommendations on this annual report are included in section V of this report.

The Committee considered the draft resolution “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach” at its meetings held on April 4, 11, 18, 23, and 30 and May 2, 7, 9, 14, 16, 23, and 24, 2013

Discussion of the future of the mission and functions of the instruments and components of the inter-American defense system

The Declaration of Santa Cruz de la Sierra of the Ninth Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas held in Santa Cruz de la Sierra, Bolivia, from November 22 to 25, 2010, recommended that the OAS convene a conference on the future of the mission and functions of the instruments and components of the inter-American defense system.  This initiative was brought up by the delegation of Argentina at the Bolivia Conference.

Following this, resolution AG/RES. 2632 (XLI-O/11) “instructed the Permanent Council to begin the process of appropriate steps and consultations to consider convening a special conference on the future of the mission and functions of the instruments and components of the inter-American defense system, in keeping with the recommendation of the Ninth Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas”. 

In response to this mandate, on March 22, 2012, the CSH began discussion on the “consideration of appropriate steps and consultations to consider convening a special conference on the future of the mission and functions of the instruments and components of the inter-American defense system”, in keeping with the recommendation of the Ninth Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas [AG/RES. 2632 (XLI-O/11)]. 

In 2012, the General Assembly issued resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12), which “instructs the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, to schedule and prepare meetings to discuss the future of the mission and functions of the instruments and components of the inter-American defense system, pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2632 (XLI-O/11) and the recommendations of the IX Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas”. 

For the consideration of this mandate the Chair proposed a “Methodology for consideration of the issue of the future of the mission and functions of the instruments and components of the inter-American defense system” (CP/CSH-1440/12 rev. 1 corr. 1), which was approved ad referendum of the delegation of Nicaragua at the meeting held on November 16, 2012.

The matter was subsequently placed on the agenda of the OAS Committee on Hemispheric Security and a methodology was approved for consideration of the issue.  Under the methodology, Member States invited representatives from their Ministries of Defense to participate in three meetings (January 31, February 27, and March 21, 2013) which were held to discuss this issue. In follow-up to this methodology the Chair presented an informative document to guide this discussion, which was distributed as CP/CSH-1456/12 rev. 2, which included a list of the main components and instruments of the inter-American defense system and relevant questions to guide the discussion. The Secretariat distributed, at the request of this Committee, a list of reference documents on this topic, contained in document CP/CSH/INF-333/12 rev. 1. This list included a reference to the document “Inter-American defense system” (CP/CSH/INF-334/12) prepared by the Inter-American Defense Board at the request of the delegation of Canada.
During the course of the deliberations, member states concluded that the inter-American defense system is not defined, but the Charter of the Organization of American States and the Declaration on Security in the Americas are the foundation for security and defense in the hemisphere.

The delegations of Canada, Chile, and Argentina submitted documents on this issue which were distributed as CP/CSH-1465/13, CP/CSH-1483/13, and CP/CSH-1478/13, respectively.


At the meeting held on March 21, 2013, the Chair proposed some points of convergence (CP/CSH-1486/13) in an effort to promote dialogue and understanding.  The points of convergence were proposed, however they were not accepted. In a further effort to promote consensus, an informal working group was established under the leadership of Ambassador Jose Rodrigo Vielmann, Permanent Representative of Guatemala but yet again, no result was achieved and further meaningful discussion of the issue was therefore frustrated.

Member states felt that there are varying levels of their commitment to the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) and its role in accordance with its Statues.  Some Member States called for the disbandment of the IADB while others want the IADB to play a continued role in the hemispheric defense architecture.

The specific debate on the future of the mission and functions of the instrument and components of the inter-American defense system was exhaustive but inconclusive.  The matter is still before the Committee on Hemisphere Affairs.
2.
Working Groups
Informal Working Group of the CSH on the Exercise to Review Security Mandates
Pursuant to the Permanent Council’s request to “prepare [...] a proposal listing the mandates in order of priority, taking into account the document Strategic Vision,” the Committee on Hemispheric Security decided to create an informal working group on September 6, 2012 to review and determine the order of priority of mandates in the area of hemispheric security contained in document CP/CAPP-3175/12 add.1-c. 


Mr. César Martinez, Alternate Representative of El Salvador, was elected to head this Informal Working Group. 

For this undertaking, the informal working group met on September 20 and 27, October 25, and November 27, 2012. The last meeting was devoted to considering the inclusion of the mandates from the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, held in Cochabamba, Bolivia. 

The mandates assigned to the Committee on Hemispheric Security were reviewed and screened, resulting in 103 mandates assigned, to date, distributed in 19 subject areas. Prioritization of the 103 mandates did not begin, as there was no guiding policy criterion for the Group to pursue that exercise. The complete reports of this working group were published as documents CP/CSH-1450/12 and CP/CSH-1450/12 add. 1.

The CSH presented reports on the activities of this informal working group on December 3, 2012 and May 1, 2013.

Working Group to Prepare for the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas 


Resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach” in operative paragraph 17 thanks the Government of Colombia for its offer to host the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-IV) and to convene that meeting to take place during the second half of 2013.  It also established, through the CSH, a working group to coordinate preparations for MISPA-IV, with the support of the Secretariat. 


In addition, resolution CP/RES. 1014 (1915/13) “Holding of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security convene the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas for November 21 and 22, 2013, in Medellin, Colombia. It also instructs the Committee on Hemispheric Security to convene such preparatory meetings as it may deem necessary, in accordance with the provisions of the Document of Port of Spain: Institutionalization of the MISPA Process.


At its meeting on May 14, 2013, the Committee on Hemispheric Security elected Rodrigo Amaya, Alternate Representative of Colombia to the OAS, as Chair of this Working Group. 

IV.
DRAFT RESOLUTION

The Chair presented on April 4, 2013 the draft resolution “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach”(CP/CSH-1490/13 rev. 12), has been submitted to the Permanent Council for subsequent transmission to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session, in Antigua, Guatemala.

This draft resolution contains three paragraphs approved ad referendum: Preambular paragraph #12 (Ecuador) and operative paragraphs # 15 (Bolivia and Nicaragua) and # 78 (Brazil).


In addition, the following paragraphs are pending:  11, 12, 40, 45, 58, 74, 75, 76 and 77.

APPENDIX 1 contains the draft resolution “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach” (CP/CSH-1490/13 rev. 12).

APPENDIX 2 includes a table with the proposed paragraphs for the draft resolution "Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach" (CP/CSH-1502/13 rev. 7), and includes the sponsor for each section and the current status of negotiation of each section.
V.
Observations and recommendations of the member states on the annual reports

As established in Article 91.f of the Charter of the Organization of American States and at the request of the Permanent Council, the Committee was assigned the consideration of three annual reports: those of the Inter-American Defense Board (CP/doc.4853/13), the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) (CP/doc.4848/13), and the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) (CP/doc.4862/13 rev. 2). 

Through this report, the CSH transmits the observations and recommendations of the member states on the annual reports of the IADB, CICTE and CICAD to be presented to the General Assembly for consideration at its forty-third regular session.

a.
Inter-American Defense Board (CP/doc.4853/13)

The report of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) was presented by the Chair of the Inter-American Defense Board, Lieutenant-General Guy Thibault G.R., at the meeting of May 2, 2013. General Thibault was accompanied by Lieutenant General Juarez Aparecido de Paula Cunha, Director General of the IADB and Rear Admiral Jeffrey A, Lemmons, Director of the Inter-American Defense College.

The following observations and recommendations were made on this annual report:

The delegation of Argentina, commending General Thibualt’s work at the helm of the IADB, noted his efforts to make it more effective. The delegation of Argentina also expressed appreciation for the report and raised objection to its content, particularly those points about the IADB exceeding its statutory authority, such as participation of members of the military in security matters. It requested that said position be recorded in the CSH minutes, and added that it reserved the right to submit any additional comments.

The delegation of Barbados thanked the IADB for its report and lauded its leadership as well as that of the Inter-American Defense College on the extremely valuable work over the past year. The delegation further reaffirmed Barbados’ continued support for the IADB and congratulated General Thibault on his leadership of this organization.

For its part, the delegation of Bolivia said it had stated its position on the IADB during the CSH dialogue on the inter-American defense system and, reaffirming that position, it observed the fact that input cannot be provided by member states for IADB annual reports to be changed.


The delegation of Canada appreciated the visual, user-friendly annual report circulated. In thanking Lt. Gen Thibault, Gen Juarez, and Admiral Lemmons for their presentations, Canada also reinforced the importance of the IADB and recommended that member states take advantage of the skills and expertise of the Board (such as Canada did during the discussion on the inter-American defense system). It stated that it believes the IADB is an OAS centre of excellence on defense and military matters and it also took the opportunity to thank them for their positive engagement and participation in the Committee meetings.

The delegation of Paraguay said this report provided an overview of the IADB’s interest in evolving and gives a clear picture of the IADB’s commitment to integrating itself into the Organization and, in that sense, offered Paraguay’s support for this endeavor, noting that Paraguay had taken part in the debate on the inter-American defense system with a constructive attitude, seeking to strengthen what united us. It thanked the IADB for its efforts to train officers for the possibility of tackling threats to our countries, and urged the Inter-American Defense College to continue raising positive issues to equip our officers and civilians participating in the courses with the necessary skills.

The delegation of Chile thanked the IADB for keeping this Committee up-to-date on its work, thanking the Board as well for the seminars and studies it conducted last year. The Delegation also noted its important thrust to promote interaction with other regional organizations and efforts to bring the IADB and the Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas closer together. It noted as well the humanitarian demining work and the natural disaster management exercises carried out by the IADB. It further described the IADB’s 70 years and the College’s 50 years as representative of how important both institutions, and considered them as having a current and valid component in the inter-America arena.

The delegation of Peru stated that throughout the year it had the opportunity to observe the IADB’s humanitarian demining work through MARMINAS on the shared border with Ecuador. It also spoke about the issue of stockpile and weapons management and the work being done by the Council of Delegates, who serve as liaison and keep us informed. Finally, the delegation thanked General Juárez, who has been a dynamic manager at the general directorate, and Rear Admiral Lemmons for his leadership of the Inter-American College.

The delegation of Trinidad and Tobago said it was pleased to have received IADB advisory services and hoped to continue receiving same in the future. In that sense, it recognized the importance of the IADB and said it wished to continue receiving the contribution of this institution.

The delegation of Haiti expressed appreciation for the report and reaffirmed its satisfaction with the IADB’s work, especially the institutional training provided by the Inter-American Defense College.

The delegation of United States thanked the Board and the Inter-American Defense College for their leadership. This annual report is quite impressive and the activities undertaken are substantial compared with the past. In addition, the communications with this Committee has been enhanced. It also highlighted that with less tan 1% of the regular budget we have an entity that offers support and educational services–this is a bargain. The US is an active member of the Board and its working groups. The Board is 70 years old, but it is actually a 6-year old willing to grow along this Committee. It recognized and thanked General Thibault for his leadership over the past 2 years which has moved the Board forward in a collaborative spirit. 


The delegation of the Dominican Republic commended General Thibault’s leadership throughout this process. It noted that this report was being made pursuant to Article 11.k of the IADB Statutes and that it did not understand why there were objections to that report being presented.

The delegation of Ecuador commended General Thibault’s work and wished him success in his future endeavors. It noted that beginning a year ago Ecuador has suspended its participation in the IADB and that the office of the Minister of Defense had announced that Ecuador was exploring the possibility of withdrawing from the IADB and would in due course announce that government’s decision accordingly.

The delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela joined in expressing appreciation and said that in due course it would send in its comments on the subject.

General Thibault took note of the various comments and thanked all the members for their comments and expressed that it has been a privilege to work with all member states. 

b.
Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) (CP/doc.4848/13)
The delegation of Colombia, in its capacity as Chair of CICTE, delivered the annual presentation on CICTE activities for 2012 and on the Thirteenth Regular Session of CICTE at the meeting held on May 2, 2013.

The following observations and recommendations were made on this annual report:

The delegation of Panama reported that a cyber-crisis management exercise, organized by CICTE with the support of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Panama, was held on April 25 and 26, 2013 in Panama City. At that time, the Executive Secretary of CICTE spoke about CICTE programs and projects for 2012, under which 155 technical assistance events were delivered, benefiting a large number of representatives in the case of Panama.

The delegation of Chile thanked Colombia and wished it success in its endeavors; thanked Guatemala for serving as the previous chair; and thanked the CICTE Secretariat, expressing appreciation as well for the significant number of activities carried out over the past year. It also called on donors to keep contributing to the work of CICTE.


The delegation of Canada thanked the outgoing Chair, Guatemala, and the CICTE Secretariat for all their achievements and hard work over the last year. It also reiterated the Executive Secretary's message on page 10 of the annual report, which invites and encourages all member states to consider making a financial contribution to support the CICTE program areas of their choosing in the coming year.


Canada also expressed that is pleased to have the support of the OAS and regional partners in its election as Vice-Chair of CICTE and welcomed the opportunity to partner with the new CICTE Chair, Colombia, in the context of CICTE and fully support Colombia’s focus on strengthening hemispheric cooperation to address terrorism financing and money laundering. Canada also stated that its record of partnership with countries and the CICTE Secretariat to reinforce national capacities throughout the region is a tangible example of its commitment. In addition to carrying forward the work agreed to during this year, Canada’s leadership role will involve a forward-looking agenda that is coherent with broader reform efforts underway in the OAS. Before suggesting new substantive areas of focus, Canada will consult broadly on how to better address key hemispheric security priorities. 


The delegation of Argentina thanked Guatemala and Colombia for their leadership on the issue and the Secretariat for the work undertaken. It also took the opportunity to reaffirm Argentina’s commitment to CICTE and to combating terrorism while observing human rights.


The delegation of Mexico joined in congratulating and commending CICTE and in expressing appreciation for the report presented by Colombia. It also acknowledged the hard work done by the CICTE Secretary and his entire team, with more than 9,000 persons benefiting from these exercises.


The delegation of El Salvador applauded the CICTE Executive Secretariat for the pace of its work, reiterated that country’s commitment, and announced the formation of a working group led by the Minister of Justice as the point of contact with CICTE for coordination and cooperation as appropriate.


The delegation of Peru joined in thanking the Chair and the CICTE Secretariat, and noted the progress CICTE had made in terms of training and securing equipment to do more in-depth work on the issue of cyber-security. It said effort should be made to see how to continue updating the forms of cooperation among the countries of the Hemisphere in order to tackle the evolving terrorism.

The delegation of Trinidad and Tobago expressed thanks behalf of all the small island states of the Caribbean to CICTE for all the support received.  The small islands are very susceptible to terrorism and Trinidad and Tobago has been a victim of such actions.  It additionally thanked Guatemala for the past work and looks forward to working with Colombia.

The delegation of Guatemala thanked the CICTE Secretariat for its efforts and acknowledged that despite having only four individuals paid from the Regular Fund, it had done a lot of good things for the Hemisphere. In that sense, it encouraged the Executive Secretariat to press ahead with its work.

The Committee took note of this report and thanked the Chair of CICTE for its presentation.

c.
Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) (CP/doc.4862/13 rev. 2)


The presentation of the report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) was presented on May 23, 2013 by Ambassador Paul Simons, Executive Secretary of CICAD.

The following observations and recommendations were made on this annual report:

The delegation of Peru requested that the referendums on paragraphs 77, 79, 80, and 84 of the annual report be withdrawn, and said it agreed on the need to discuss those topics in the CICAD framework.


The delegation of the United States thanked the Executive Secretary for the successful meeting this week.


The delegation of Canada thanked Ambassador Simons for presenting the report; said Canada endorsed the wording of the report and all of CICAD's activities; and said the topic of drugs was very current at this Organization.  It stressed CICAD's essential function at the OAS in support of the worldwide fight against the drug problem.

The delegation of Panama recognized the work involved in the report on drugs in the Americas. It also highlighted the capacity of the CICAD team, which works tirelessly, and thanked them for their excellent work.


The delegation of Costa Rica thanked the CICAD team for its support at the past CICAD meeting.

The delegations of Argentina and Venezuela referred to the ad referendums in the report, in terms of its use of “illicit drugs,” and said they would remain in effect during the consultations on the matter.

The delegation of Colombia issued congratulations on the developments of the past weeks, on the delivery of the report, and on the proceedings of CICAD's most recent regular session.  It also referred to the ad referendums on paragraphs 77, 79, 80, and 84; it reminded delegations that this was a Secretariat report and those concepts did not affect the English version.  

The delegation of Chile thanked CICAD for all its activities in Chile, which had made it possible to train personnel in the areas on this topic.

The delegations especially thanked Ambassador Paul Simons, Executive Secretary of CICAD, and Ms. Sofía Kosmas for their support in the preparation of the report and the texts of the resolution.

Ambassador Paul Simons said the text in Spanish would be revised as suggested by the delegations of Argentina and Venezuela.
The delegations of Argentina and Venezuela said, at the close of the meeting, that they had received the revised version of the annual report from CICAD, and withdrew their ad referendums thereto.

The Committee took note of this report and thanked the Executive Secretary of CICAD for its presentation.

VI.
OBSERVATIONS AND REFLECTIONS OF THE CHAIR
It has been possible for the Committee on Hemispheric Security to present a single draft resolution for the consideration of the Permanent Council once again this year. This is an indication that the work of the Committee was carried out in a well-organized manner. In addition, participating delegations and agencies were accorded the fullest opportunity to conduct the necessary deliberations and negotiations with appropriate cooperation and support.

These efforts have been most worthwhile taking into account the important place which multidimensional security occupies on the agenda of the Organization as well as the enormous value of security toward safeguarding and promoting integral development, democracy and human rights for the benefit of the people of our Hemisphere.


In this regard, I wish to congratulate the various member states for the efforts which have been expended by their delegations. Personally, it has been a valuable experience as well as a privilege to have been able to make a modest contribution toward addressing the threats to the security and well being of our member states by presiding over the Committee. I was honored to have been selected to Chair the Committee and I thank the member states for the confidence which they reposed in my ability to discharge the functions of this high office.

VII. ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

The Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security wishes to express and place on the record his deep appreciation to each and every one of the delegations of the member states for their enthusiastic participation in the CSH meetings during the current term. 

I would like to extend a special acknowledgement to the Vice Chairs of the Committee: Rodrigo Amaya, Alternate Representative of Colombia; Giovanni Snidle, Alternate Representative of United States; and Cesar Martinez, Alternate Representative of El Salvador, and thank them for their dedication and their valuable contributions to the Committee’s work. 

Likewise, on behalf of the CSH, I would like to express appreciation for the constant support and guidance received throughout the year from the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, in particular Ambassador Adam Blackwell, Secretary for Multidimensional Security; as well as Mrs. Alison August Treppel of the Department of Public Security for her steadfast and valuable contributions; as well as their very capable team of officers.

I would like to acknowledge the work carried out during this term by the Inter-American Defense Board, and in particular by Lieutenant-General Guy Thibault G.R., CMM, Chair of the IADB; Lieutenant General Juarez Aparecido de Paula Cunha, Director General of the IADB; and by Rear Admiral Jeffrey A. Lemmons, Director of the Inter-American Defense College.


Most of all, I wish to express my great appreciation for the always prompt and indefatigable support of Mrs. Carolina Santa Maria, Committee Secretary of the CSH, without whom our Committee would not have been able to accomplish its tasks as efficiently as we did. 

VIII. FINAL RECOMMENDATIONS
This report and the appended draft resolution reflect the recommendations of the Committee on Hemispheric Security regarding future action to be taken as well as compliance with the tasks assigned by the Permanent Council.

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

HAVING SEEN the Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly on the activities of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (AG/doc.XXXX/13); APPROVED ON APRIL 18, 2013
RECALLING the resolutions assigned to the Committee on Hemispheric Security, listed in the document “List of Resolutions Assigned to the Committee on Hemispheric Security (1995-2012)” (CP/CSH/INF.278/11 rev. 2); APPROVED ON APRIL 4, 2013

REAFFIRMING that the programs, activities, and tasks set out in the resolutions on hemispheric security help further one of the essential purposes of the Organization enshrined in the Charter, to strengthen peace and security in the Hemisphere, in accordance with the legal system of each country and respecting international law, and that cooperation among member states is fundamental for the attainment of that goal; APPROVED ON APRIL 4, 2013

REAFFIRMING ALSO the provisions of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, adopted in Mexico City in October 2003, which provides that the “new concept of security in the Hemisphere is multidimensional in scope, includes traditional and new threats, concerns, and other challenges to the security of the states of the Hemisphere, incorporates the priorities of each state, contributes to the consolidation of peace, integral development, and social justice, and is based on democratic values, respect for and promotion and defense of human rights, solidarity, cooperation, and respect for national sovereignty”; APPROVED ON APRIL 4, 2013

WELCOMING the commemoration of the tenth anniversary of the Declaration on Security in the Americas in 2013, the preparations being made for it at meetings of the Permanent Council, and the protocolary ceremony to be conducted in Mexico in October 2013; APPROVED ON APRIL 18, 2013

REAFFIRMING the importance of adopting policies, programs, and actions to prevent and address violence, crime, and insecurity; APPROVED ON MAY 16, 2013
REAFFIRMING the norms and principles of international law in the Charter of the Organization of American States and the Charter of the United Nations; APPROVED ON APRIL 18, 2013

EMPHASIZING that the consolidation of the nuclear-weapon-free zone set forth in the Treaty of Tlatelolco constitutes a firm demonstration of the steadfast commitment of Latin America and the Caribbean to the cause of complete and verifiable nuclear disarmament and the nonproliferation of nuclear weapons, in keeping with the principles and purposes of the Charter of the United Nations; APPROVED ON APRIL 18, 2013
