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PARAGRAPHS PROPOSED FOR THE DRAFT RESOLUTION 
ADVANCING HEMISPHERIC SECURITY: A MULTIDIMENSIONAL APPROACH – 
THE AMERICAS AS AN ANTIPERSONNEL LANDMINE-FREE ZONE 
(Presented by the delegation of Mexico)
Preambular paragraphs:

PP8 bis. RECALLING WITH SATISFACTION that Central America has been declared an “Antipersonnel Landmine-Free Zone” since 2010, setting an example to be followed in other parts of the world. That declaration contributes significantly and positively to our societies’ and governments’ redoubled efforts to ensure that, in the near future, Latin America and the Caribbean are likewise declared free of those indiscriminate and inhumane weapons, for the benefit of present and future generations. (Paragraph presented by the delegation of Mexico).
PP8ter. REITERATING the importance of providing cooperation and assistance to the countries of Latin America and the Caribbean affected by antipersonnel landmines in their national efforts to achieve the social and economic recovery of demined areas and to incorporate them in those countries’ development processes, as well as support the physical and financial rehabilitation of the survivors of those artefacts. (Paragraph presented by the delegation of Mexico).
Operative paragraphs:
1. Renews its call upon all States and other relevant parties to work together to promote, support, and advance the care, rehabilitation and social and economic reintegration of mine victims, mine risk education programmes and the removal and destruction of anti-personnel mines placed or stockpiled throughout the world. (PO 6 A/RES/68/30) 
2. To urge all States parties to provide the Secretary-General with complete and timely information as required under article 7 of the Convention in order to promote transparency and compliance with the Convention. (PO 4 A/RES/68/30)
3. To invite all interested states, the United Nations, other competent international organizations or institutions, the International Committee of the Red Cross, and competent nongovernmental organizations to attend the Third Review Conference of the Convention on the Prohibition of Antipersonnel Mines, to be held in Maputo, Mozambique from June 23 to 27, 2014; and to encourage them to make a substantive contribution to the deliberations and to the attainment of positive outcomes for achieving an antipersonnel landmine-free world by 2025. (Paragraph presented by the delegation of Mexico).

To thank and pay tribute to the Government of Colombia for organizing the High-Level Global Conference on Assistance to Victims of Landmines, Unexploded Ammunition and Explosive Remnants of War:  Building Bridges between Worlds, held in Medellín on April 3 and 4, 2014.
