PARAGRAPHS PROPOSED FOR THE DRAFT RESOLUTION

 ADVANCING HEMISPHERIC SECURITY: A MULTIDIMENSIONAL APPROACH –
DISARMAMENT AND NONPROLIFERATION IN THE HEMISPHERE
(Presented by the delegation of Mexico)
Operative paragraphs:
1. To reiterate the member states’ commitment to arms control, disarmament, and nonproliferation of all weapons of mass destruction and to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT), the Convention on the Prohibition on the Development, Production, Stockpiling and Use of Chemical Weapons and on their Destruction (Chemical Weapons Convention), the Convention on the Prohibition of the Development, Production and Stockpiling of Bacteriological (Biological) and Toxin Weapons and on Their Destruction (Biological Weapons Convention), and the 1925 Geneva Protocol to the 1907 Hague Convention. 2. To reiterate our resolve to achieve the peace and security of a world without nuclear weapons and to call on states parties to the NPT to fully implement the obligations and commitments contained in the Treaty, particularly those relating to Article VI, as well as the commitments adopted in the final documents of the 2000 and 2010 Review Conferences of the Parties to the NPT, which include specific measures to achieve nuclear non-proliferation and disarmament (OP 27- AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12, “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach.” (Updates proposed by Mexico)
3. To take note of the work of the open-ended working group, established by virtue of resolution 67/56 of the United Nations General Assembly, entitled “Taking forward multilateral nuclear disarmament negotiations,” and chaired in 2013 by Costa Rica, with a view to developing proposals to move forward in negotiations in this field. (Update proposed by Mexico)
4. To recall that the 2010 NPT Review Conference expressed its deep concern for the catastrophic humanitarian consequences of any use of nuclear weapons. Accordingly, the member states ratified that the use or threat of use of nuclear weapons is a violation of the United Nations Charter and a crime against humanity; also representing a violation of international law and international humanitarian law, as unanimously expressed by the International Court of Justice in its Advisory Opinion of 1996.   (Resolution CG/Res.563 “Urgent Need for General and Complete Disarmament” of the XXIII Regular Sessions of the OPANAL General Conference, 21-22 August 2013. Update proposed by Mexico)
5. To welcome the discussions on the Humanitarian Impact of Nuclear Weapons in Oslo, Norway (March 2013) and Nayarit, Mexico (February 2014) and to urge all member states to participate in the Third Conference on this subject to be held in Vienna, Austria, on December 8 and 9, 2014. (Update proposed by Mexico) 
6. To urge states to consider signing or ratifying the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty (CTBT) as soon as possible, in particular the states listed in Annex 2 to the Treaty, so that it may enter into force in the shortest possible time. Congratulations to Indonesia for depositing its instrument of ratification in February 2012. (OP 28- AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12, “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach. 7. To call on all states to comply fully with the Chemical Weapons Convention and to instruct the General Secretariat to explore the possibility of sharing experiences with the Technical Secretariat of the Organisation for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons (OPCW) in the area of legislative implementation of international instruments and to collaborate, within its possibilities and when so requested, in any subregional cooperation programs the OPCW may establish in the Hemisphere and to report to the CSH on its efforts. 8. To call on all states to comply fully with the Biological Weapons Convention and instruct the OAS General Secretariat to explore the possibility of sharing experiences with the Convention Implementation Support Unit and, as appropriate, with the Pan American Health Organization, in accordance with its mandate, in the area of the legislative implementation of international instruments and other areas complementary to the Convention, such as epidemiological monitoring, and relevant scientific information and to report to the CSH on its efforts.
