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ESTABLISHMENT OF A COMMITTEE ON HEMISPHERIC SECURITY WORKING GROUP ON THE HEMISPHERIC PLAN OF ACTION AGAINST 

TRANSNATIONAL ORGANIZED CRIME

AGREEMENTS ON THE SCOPE OF THE MANDATE OF THE WORKING GROUP

(Document agreed upon at the meeting of the CSH on January 14, 2016)
THE COMMITTEE ON HEMISPHERIC SECURITY OF THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,
RECALLING that on October 25, 2006, the OAS Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 908 (1567/06) by which it adopted the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime and instructed “the General Secretariat to take the necessary action to implement those aspects of the Hemispheric Plan of Action that are entrusted to it”; 
RECALLING ALSO the relevant mandates contained in resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14), “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach,” under the section “Execution of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime and strengthening of hemispheric cooperation”; 
CONSIDERING that in the “Work Plan and Calendar of Activities of the Committee on Hemispheric Security for the 2015-2016 Term” (CP/CSH-1684/15 rev. 3) the member states decided to examine in depth the subject of transnational organized crime;
BEARING IN MIND the member states’ concern about transnational organized crime, a phenomenon that the Committee on Hemispheric Security has devoted special attention and discussions to regarding its increasing activity, adaptability, and spread, and that undermines public security; impacts the individual, the community, and economic development; and disrupts the relationship between state and society in the region;
CONSIDERING that the above-mentioned phenomenon calls for an assessment of existing hemispheric cooperation and coordination structure and mechanisms, within the Organization, so as to enable a quick and effective response to new challenges posed by transnational organized crime and that, to that end, a review is needed of the effectiveness of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime [CP/RES. 908 (1567/06)], with a view to proposing its update, as necessary; and
BEARING IN MIND Article 13 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council of the Organization of American States, which provides that committees may establish subcommittees and working groups, and must specify their mandate in each case,
AGREES:
1.  In accordance with Article 13 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council of the Organization of American States, to establish, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, a working group to evaluate the implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime, implement paragraphs 36 to 44 of resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIX-O/14), and, as necessary, put forward proposals for the Plan of Action’s better execution.

2. To request the General Secretariat to furnish the necessary technical and administrative support for the Working Group to fulfill its mandate, subject to the availability of resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
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
