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I. INTRODUCTION
At its regular meeting of June 29, 2018, the Permanent Council installed the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) for the 2018-2019 term. This Draft Work Plan and Schedule of Activities lay out the work of the CSH for that period.

This draft includes activities that the Commission will carry out to conduct the institutional follow-up on the topics assigned and to negotiate the draft omnibus resolution for the next regular session of the General Assembly.


The Schedule includes 5 meetings held in the framework of the CSH at the request of the General Assembly, 3 reflection sessions, as well as 18 regular meetings. 

II. OFFICERS

For the 2018-2019 term, the Permanent Council, at its regular meeting of August 9, 2018, elected Ambassador Anthony Phillips-Spencer, Permanent Representative of Trinidad and Tobago to the OAS, as Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH).

Three (3) vice-chairs will be elected at the first CSH meeting scheduled for the 2018-2019 term to be held on September 6, 2018.

III. MANDATES

Under Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CSH is responsible for studying and making recommendations to the Permanent Council on any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.

The Permanent Council, in keeping with Article 30 of its Rules of Procedure, assigned the following mandate to the CSH: 
A. From the forty-eighth regular session, 2018:

a) Inter-American Defense Board (IADB)

b) Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE)

c) Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD)

C. Other current mandates:

3. Current mandates relating to the Hemispheric Security pillar:

i. Mandates arising from application of the first criterion of the Methodology for the Prioritization of Mandates, annex I of Resolution CP/RES. 1061/16
ii. Mandates A, A/B, and A/C contained in document GT/VE 3/15 rev. 1, Annex III of resolution CP/RES. 1061/16.

IV. METHODOLOGY

The following methodology aims to make the best use of the resources assigned, bearing in mind best practices of previous years:

A. Preparation of events in relation to CSH mandates :

3) Sixty-fourth regular session of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD), 19-21 November 2018

4) Meeting with the United Nations Peacebuilding Commission. Proposed date: January 31, 2019.

5) CSH Meeting on the Security Concerns of Central America: March 7, 2019.

6) Eighth meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures. Proposed date: March 14, 2019.

7) Nineteenth regular meeting of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA, TBD (2019)

8) Second meeting of the Working Group on Cooperation and Confidence-Building Measures in Cyberspace, (first semester 2019)

9) CSH Meeting on the special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean. Proposed date:April 25, 2019
10) Sixty-fifth regular session of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD), date: April/May 2019

11) Third Meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group Police management, Brazil, TBD

12) Second Meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on the Prevention of Crime, Violence, and Insecurity. Honduras, 1st semester 2019

13) Meeting for the linkage of mechanisms and tools for cooperation regarding emergency services in the region (911 services), Ecuador, date TBD

14) Seventh Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA VII), Ecuador, 2nd semester 2019. 
According to the mandate and in keeping with the established practice, the preparations for MISPA VII will be carried out by the working group set up for this purpose. 

For the events to be held in the framework of the CSH, the Chair requests that delegations submit their suggestions for proposed agenda items at least two (2) month prior to proposed event date. Any proposals should include suggestions for the topics to be addressed at each event, as well as the panelists that should be invited, with the understanding that the CSH will not be responsible for covering the expenses incurred for the participation of such panelists at these meetings. 

Based on these suggestions and observations, the Chair will prepare the draft agenda for each of these events, which will be considered for approval by the Committee. 

B. Follow-up on mandated topics

The annexed schedule includes the scheduled meetings and specifies the topics to be discussed by each of them.  The draft orders of business for each meeting will be prepared by the Chair, who will take into account any suggestions made by delegations. 

At each of the Committee’s meetings, the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security will have the opportunity to present, as appropriate and when deemed necessary, pertinent information on the background, current status, and/or future plans regarding said matters in order to further support consideration by delegations.

In keeping with the recommendations made by delegations during the 2017-2018 term, the Chair organized the topics to be considered in each meeting into a framework including the following eight main thematic areas that cover all of the topics and mandates of the Committee. Delegations are invited to provide early communication of an intent to make significant contributions (technical, administrative, or financial) to the activities to be undertaken by the Committee under any of the eight (8) thematic areas. The Chair proposes to create opportunities for inclusive and shared leadership of the work of the Committee, beyond the elected authorities, and based on the priority interests of respective delegations for these eight (8) thematic areas:

· Humanitarian Assistance and Disaster Response (HA-DR): The mandate for cooperation between the SMS and SEDI to optimize the provisions of the OAS and inter-American system to develop a proposal to strengthen and make more inclusive and integrated, the facilitation of disaster assistance for OAS member states has provided the opportunity for the adoption of the more comprehensive and established concept of humanitarian assistance and disaster response (HA-DR). This thematic area also reflects and advances the intent of AG/Res. 2750 adopted six (6) years ago in 2012, and includes the mandates from AG/Res. 2925 related to: Security implications of climate change, Special Security Concerns of the small island and low-lying coastal developing states of the Caribbean, Protecting critical infrastructure in the event of natural disasters, and the Inter-American Convention to Facilitate Disaster Assistance (IACFDA).

· Transnational and Technological Organized Crime (T2OC): This thematic area encompasses mandates associated with the following topics: Hemispheric efforts to combat trafficking in persons, Combating transnational organized crime, Illicit trafficking in small arms and light weapons, CIFTA, CICAD, as well as the use of technology by criminal organization. Further, the mandated recognition of the need to strengthen national legislation and international cooperation to combat emerging forms of crime, to neutralize the financial structures of criminal organizations, and to bolster systems to combat money laundering and terrorism financing in AG/Res. 2925, emphasizes the importance for the Committee to study and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on the new and emerging threats to hemispheric security from the reinforcing effect of the illegal use of technology to enhance transnational organized criminal activity. Such illegal use of technologies related to artificial intelligence, cyber technology, and financial technology present new and in some instances already emerging forms of transnational and technological crime. The Committee will provide opportunities for member states to reflect on and study the potential hemispheric security threats posed by this emerging dimension of transnational criminal enterprise. 

· Public Security and Violence Prevention: This thematic area includes the mandates in AG/Res. 2925 related to: Strengthening Public Security in the Americas, Preventing Violence and Crime, as well as Justice, Penitentiary and Prison Systems.

· Obligations/Commitments to Disarmament, Non-Proliferation and Peace: This thematic area comprises the mandates in AG/Res. 2925 related to the following topics: The Americas as a Zone of Peace, Disarmament and Non Proliferation in the Hemisphere, The Americas as an antipersonnel-landmine-free zone, and the Treaty of Tlatelolco.
· Regional and Specialized Security Challenges: In order to deepen the understanding of the OAS concerning the specialized security challenges of the diverse regional circumstances experienced by member states, this thematic area embraces the mandates in AG/Res. 2925 that address the security concerns of Central America and the Special Security Concerns of the small island and low-lying coastal developing states of the Caribbean. The Committee will also consider requests and suggestions from member states of other regions in the hemisphere to reflect on or study their specialized security challenges. 

· Strengthening Hemispheric Security and Defense Cooperation: Several mandates in AG/Res. 2925 address the broader strategic intent of strengthening hemispheric cooperation in specific institutional and professional sectors such as: Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas, and Advancing Police Cooperation. Also, some previously mentioned mandates, including under the thematic area on Transnational and Technological Organized Crime, such as in paragraph 68 and 71 under Combating Transnational Organized Crime urge stronger cooperation among member states. The Committee will consider all such mandates together under this theme.

· Hemispheric Multidimensional Security Review and Outlook: October 2018 marks the fifteenth (15th) anniversary of the adoption of the Declaration on Security in the Americas. Further, the introduction during the 2017-2018 term of sessions of the Committee dedicated to reflection on the future of the multidimensional approach to advancing hemispheric security has been well-reviewed and will be retained during the 2018 -2019 term. This thematic area offers opportunities to member states for a review and outlook on the future of hemispheric security at three (3) such reflection and brainstorming sessions. 

· Reporting on Inter-American Institutions and Instruments: This thematic area ensures that the Committee fulfills its responsibility for reports to be presented in compliance with the established and current mandates of the OAS Charter and AG/Res. 2925 respectively.

C. Negotiation of the draft omnibus resolution

Bearing in mind the best practices of previous years, the Chair suggests that the CSH begin consideration of the proposed omnibus resolution to be presented at the forty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly in March 2019. 

To this end, towards the end of this year, the Chair will work with the Vice-Chairs to present in January 2019 a draft methodology for organizing and simplifying negotiation of the proposed texts, and in the last meeting of March 2019, the Chair and the Vice-Chairs will present an initial draft of the draft omnibus resolution.

In addition, the Chair intends to continue with the procedure that has been used for the last two years, according to which the delegations proposing paragraphs for inclusion in the draft omnibus resolution would lead the process of negotiations on such proposals, thus giving priority to informal consultations as a way of seeking consensus language prior to formal consideration by the Committee.

In order to better use the resources assigned to the Committee, the month of May will be reserved for the formal consideration of the draft resolution. The schedule includes 1 half-day meeting and 2 full-day meetings to this end.

V. General considerations

This Work Plan and Schedule of Activities will serve as a general framework for the Group’s activities during the 2018-2019 term. Any necessary amendments and updates may be incorporated in order to discharge the assigned tasks and attain integral and optimal results.
