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NOTE FROM THE CHAIR OF APRIL 2, 2014

The appended table reflects the outcome of the mandate classification exercise undertaken by the Working Group, based on the criteria outlined in the letter sent by the Chair of the Permanent Council on October 28, 2013, CP-023/13. It is important to note that the Working Group identified some mandates that did not correspond to just one category and others that have been partially fulfilled and remain in effect. All these mandates are identified in the attached Table.


The Group considered 206 mandates and identified 16 of them as having been fulfilled. Eleven are duplicated in the most recent resolution and in 43 cases there was no mandate assigned to the General Secretariat. Of the 136 remaining mandates, 15 were classified as Type A mandates, 9 as Type A/B, 65 as Type B, 8 as Type B/C, and 39 as Type C.


With respect to the questions raised at the last meeting, regarding the mandates arising from paragraphs 47 and 51 of resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12), the Chair reports that the first was fulfilled, while the second remains in effect.

The appended table reflects the progress made at the last meeting of the Working Group and identifies the mandates that the Group has considered thus far and those that are still pending.


At its previous meeting, the Group considered 148 of the 197 mandates assigned to the CSH. It identified the mandates that have been fulfilled or are duplicated in the most recent resolution, together with those paragraphs that contain no mandate for the General Secretariat. This document contains the results from that meeting.

The Chair hopes that the information supplied will aid the Group in its work and allow it to conclude the classification exercise at its next meeting, which is scheduled for February 28, 2014.

This version of the reference document for classification of the mandates assigned to the Committee on Hemispheric Security includes the current and procedural mandates (2007 – 2012) identified in the Committee’s screening exercise and contained in document CP/CSH-1429/12 rev. 5, as well as the mandates assigned by resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13) “Advancing Hemispheric Security:  A Multidimensional Approach.”
The document lists all the mandates organized by topics and identifies those that have been fulfilled or are duplicated in the most recent resolution. It also identifies those emanating from AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13) that are not mandates in the opinion of the Chair.
Not mandates: Those that entail no action on the part of the General Secretariat and do not match what is stipulated in document CP/CAAP-2977/08 add. 1, which defines “mandate” as “a request for action by the OAS General Secretariat, which originates in a resolution of the General Assembly.”

Type A mandates:  policies or policy guidelines on the issue in question
Type B mandates:  specific measures or activities that support the implementation of type A mandates
Type C mandates: operational mandates of an administrative or financial nature
