Summary of the meeting of September 18, 2008
1. Consideration and approval of the documents of the First Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas
· Draft Rules of Procedure (CSH/GT/MISPA-22/08 rev.  1 corr. 1) 

The delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela withdrew its ad referendum in the draft Rules of Procedure, which the Committee approved.  The document was distributed with the classification CP/CSH-1031/08.
· Draft Agenda (CSH/GT/MISPA-13/08 rev.  2 corr.1) 
The Committee approved the draft agenda, which was distributed with the classification CP/CSH-1029/08.
· Draft Calendar (CSH/GT/MISPA-32/08 rev.  2) 

The Committee approved the draft calendar, which was distributed with the classification CP/CSH-1030/08.
These three documents were presented for consideration by the Permanent Council, which will meet to discuss this topic on September 24, 2008.
2. Establishment of the order of Precedence for the First Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas
The order of precedence of the member states and permanent observers was established by lot pursuant to Article 18 of the draft Rules of Procedure of the MISPA (CSH/GT/MISPA-22/08 rev. 1 corr. 1) approved at this meeting. 

· Member States
Mr. Francisco Bernales, Alternate Representative of Chile and Vice Chair of the Working Group to prepare the First Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas drew from the urn the lot corresponding to Colombia, which therefore takes first place in the order of precedence of the member states.
· Permanent Observers
Mr. Francisco Phillips-Spencer, Alternate Representative of Trinidad and Tobago and Vice Chair of the Working Group to prepare the First Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas drew from the urn the lot corresponding to Azerbaijan, which therefore takes first place in the order of precedence of the Permanent Observers.
The order of precedence will follow that of the Spanish alphabet. 

Finally, the Chair emphasized that, pursuant to Article 8 of the approved draft Rules of Procedure of the MISPA, the government of the country hosting the Ministerial Meeting will appoint its interim President, who will preside over it until the Ministerial Meeting itself elects its President.
3. Other business
The Chair referred to the question raised at the previous meeting by the Argentine delegation regarding consideration of some annual reports and on the mandates assigned to this Committee in the Draft Calendar of Activities of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CP/CSH-1025/08 rev. 1).

Patricia D’Costa, Alternate Representative of Canada, thanked the delegations for electing her Vice Chair of this Committee.
The delegation of the United States reiterated its question to the Argentine delegation regarding resolution AG/RES. 2372 (XXXVIII-O/08).
The delegation of Saint Kitts and Nevis congratulated Chile on its National Day and recalled that Saint Kitts and Nevis was celebrating the 25th anniversary of its independence this week.
There being no further business, the Chair called the meeting to a close.
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
