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Record of the meeting of May 14, 2009

1. Consideration of draft resolutions:
· “Execution of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime and Strengthening of Hemispheric Cooperation” (CP/CSH-1097/09 rev. 1)
The delegations of Colombia and Nicaragua included footnotes to this draft resolution.

This draft resolution was approved and referred to the Permanent Council for consideration, as document CP/CSH-1097/09 rev. 2.
· “Strengthening Customs and Law Enforcement Partnerships in the Americas” (CP/CSH-1094/09 rev. 2) 

The title of this resolution was amended to read: “Strengthening Cooperation among Customs and Law Enforcement Authorities in the Americas.”

This draft resolution was approved and referred, as document CP/CSH-1094/09 rev. 3, for consideration of the Permanent Council.
· “Support for the Activities of the Inter-American Defense Board” (CP/CSH-1091/09 rev. 2)
The delegation of Nicaragua asked for a footnote to be included to read:: “The Government of Nicaragua does not support this draft resolution inasmuch as it does not agree with the Inter-American Defense Board intervening in activities which, be they in the form of military assistance and/or of a different nature, involve infringing on the sovereignty, independence, and institutional and legal order of the country.”

For its part, the delegation of Argentina requested that the following text be included in the minutes: "that, our country’s general support for the activities of the IADB notwithstanding, under Argentinean law there is a clear distinction between the fields of defense and internal security, and the problem of drug trafficking is a matter of internal security and hence an area in which our armed forces have no competence or jurisdiction.”

This draft resolution will be considered at a future meeting of the CSH and has been classified as document CP/CSH-1091/09 rev. 3.
· “Special Security Concerns of the Small Island States of the Caribbean” (CP/CSH-1092/09 rev. 1)
Various delegations commented on this draft resolution, which this Committee will continue to consider, at a future meeting.  The delegation of Trinidad and Tobago presented a revised version that was published as document CP/CSH-1092/09 rev. 2.

2. Presentation of the “Annual Report of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE)” (CP/doc.4390/09)

The delegation of Mexico presented this Annual Report (CP/doc.4390/09), in its capacity as Chair of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE).

The delegations offered special thanks to Ms. Carol Fuller, Secretary of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE), for the leadership and support she provided during her tenure.

3. Presentation on the Status and Projections of the Comprehensive Mine Action Program (AICMA)


Mr. Carl Case, Director of the Office of Humanitarian Mine Action of the OAS Department of Public Security, presented the Report of the General Secretariat on the Implementation of Resolutions AG/RES. 2355 (XXXVIII-O/08), “Support for Action against Anti-Personnel Mines in Ecuador and Peru” and AG/RES. 2399 (XXXVIII-O/08) “The Americas as an Anti-Personnel Land Mine-Free Zone,” which was published as document CP/CSH-1107/09.
The delegations of Peru, Colombia, and Nicaragua thanked the OAS for the report and urged donors to enable the continuation of this program.

Colombia would be hosting the Second Ottawa Convention Review Meeting, that country’s delegation announced.

Meanwhile, the delegation of Canada renewed the appeal for donors and all the countries to support the work of the AICMA.

The delegation of Chile joined in conveying its appreciation and commitment to the Ottawa Conventon, and disclosed that it had recently presented the eighth transparency report that detailed the activities carried out in this area.

4. Presentation of the “Annual Report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) to the General Assembly of the Organizaiton of American States at its Thirty-Ninth Regular Session” (CP/doc.4395/09)

Mr. James Mack, Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD), presented the “Annual Report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) to the General Assembly of the Organization of American States at its Thirty-Ninth Regular Session,” contained in document CP/doc.4395/09.

The delegations thanked the Executive Secretary of CICAD for his report and underscored the importance of conducting a review of the Anti-Drug Strategy in the Hemipshere.

As well, the delegation of Chile announced that it would double its support to CICAD.

5. Consideration of draft resolutions:
· “Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission” (CP/CSH-1102/09)

This draft resolution was approved and forwarded, as document CP/CSH-1102/09 rev. 1, for consideration by the Permanent Council.

This draft resolution was approved and forwarded, as document CP/CSH-1103/09 rev. 1, for consideration by the Permanent Council.

· “New Challenges for CICAD: Process to Review and Update the Anti-Drug Strategy in the Hemisphere and its Plan of Action” (CP/CSH-1104/09)
This draft resolution was approved and forwarded, as document CP/CSH-1104/09 rev. 1, for consideration by the Permanent Council.
