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The Committee met under the chairmanship of the Permanent Representative of Belize to the OAS and Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, Ambassador Nestor Mendez, to consider the matters on the agenda, document CP/CSH-1406/12 rev. 1.


The following delegations participated in this meeting: Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.
