COMMITTEE ON HEMISPHERIC SECURITY

Summary of the meeting held on January 26, 2015
The Vice Chair of the CSH, Ambassador Leonidas Rosa Bautista, Permanent Representative of Honduras to the OAS, chaired this regular meeting of the Committee.
The statutory quorum was reached with the presence of the representatives of Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business

The order of business, document CP/CSH-1612/15 rev. 3, was adopted by the Committee without any changes.
2. Follow-up on operative paragraph 10 of resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14): 
10.
Bearing in mind the decision of MISPA IV concerning the “Instruction to the Secretary General of the Organization of American States regarding Cooperation with the American Police Community (AMERIPOL),” to request the Secretariat to report on the matter and to include additional aspects to be borne in mind, so that the member states can evaluate, within the framework of the CSH on possible options for an OAS technical cooperation mechanism or program on police matters.

During its deliberations on this matter, the Committee was informed by the Chair that on January 20, 2015, the General Secretariat had distributed a "Legal, Technical, and Budgetary Review in order to Chart and Define a Roadmap for the American Police Community (AMERIPOL) to become Part of the Inter-American System," (document CP/CSH-1613/15), prepared at the behest of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas.
/. This document was not presented by the General Secretariat.

For his part, the Chair also mentioned that a document from the Argentine delegation had been distributed to the delegations on January 22, 2015, entitled “Proposal for the Creation of an OAS Technical Cooperation Mechanism on Police Matters - Operative paragraph 10 of resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) “Advancing Hemispheric Security: a Multimensional Approach,” which was presented in the meeting room by the Permanent Representative of Argentina, Ambassadort Nilda Garré (document CP/CSH-INF.418/15).

Several delegations thanked the Secretariat for distributing the documents referred to in the two foregoing paragraphs, expressed their preliminary support, and reported that the documents had been sent to their capitals for review.

During the dialogue of the member states on this subject, it was explained that the Committee was considering two different mandates:
a. the MISPA IV mandate regarding the instruction to the OAS Secretary General to conduct a legal, technical, and budgetary review to make it possible to chart and define a roadmap for the American Police Community (AMERIPOL) to become part of the inter-American system and in this way strengthen its current police management and cooperation; and
b. The mandate contained in operative paragraph 10 of AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) of the OAS General Assembly which, bearing in mind the decision of MISPA IV, request the Secretariat to report on the matter and to include additional aspects to be borne in mind, so that the member states can evaluate, within the framework of the CSH, possible options for an OAS technical cooperation mechanism or program on police matters.
Some member states expressed concern at the way this meeting of the Committee had been convened to discuss these matters and about the origin and priority of the mandates (the first being a MISPA mandate and the second a General Assembly mandate), which also indicated that there are various interpretations as to procedure, that is to say, the way in which in future the Committee should address mandates issued and the documents received.
Having concluded these reflections and with a view to making further progress on methodological matters, the Committee agreed to include consideration of the topic on the agenda of the CSH meeting scheduled for February 5. The Review document being prepared by the General Secretariat is due to be formally presented at that meeting. That being so, the General Secretariat was asked to let the delegations know, in advance and in writing, about the methodology used in preparing the Review, who was consulted during its preparation, and who prepared it. The Secretariat was also asked to say whether the document in question is a final version or, on the contrary, a preliminary draft to be supplemented with contributions from the member states.
The Committee also decided that consideration of Argentina's Proposal would resume at the February 5 meeting.
3. Preparations for the Sixth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures (resolution AG//RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) - OP 17)
After due consideration, the Committee decided:
a. To agree that the Forum would be held on March 12, not February 12. The Chair was entrusted with submitting the respective draft resolution to the Permanent Council.

b. To approve the Guest List for the Forum, with the amendments requested on the floor CP/CSH-1607/14 rev. 2.
c. To postpone adoption of the Draft Schedule for the Forum (CP/CSH-1606/14 corr. 1) until the CSH meeting on February 5.
d. To elect Mr. Giovanni Snidle, Alternate Representative of the United States, as the President of the Forum.

4. Preparations for the Second Conference of States Parties to the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) (resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) - OP 93)
After due consideration, the Committee decided:
a. To agree that the Conference would be postponed to the second half of 2015. The Chair was entrusted with submitting the respective draft resolution to the Permanent Council.

b. To request the General Secretariat, in its capacity as depositary of the Convention, to prepare tools to facilitate States Parties' compliance with their obligations to prepare annual reports and notifications and, in due course, to compile a report based on the reports received from countries. 
5. Other business
· The delegation of Colombia expressed satisfaction with the election of Miss Colombia as Miss Universe on January 25, 2015.
There being no further business, the Chair adjourned the meeting.
