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The Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH), Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS, chaired this regular meeting of the Committee.
The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Lucia, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business

The order of business, document CP/CSH-1644/15 rev. 1 was adopted by the Committee with no changes.
2. Presentation by the Vice Minister for Internal Order of the Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of Peru, General Mauro Medina Guimaraes, PNP, on preparations for the Second Meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on Police Management, to be held in Trujillo, Peru, on April 23 and 24, 2015

In preparation for the Second Meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on Police Management, to be held in Trujillo, Peru, on April 23 and 24, 2015, the Permanent Mission of Peru to the OAS requested that the presentation by the Peruvian authorities be included on the order of business for this CSH meeting.

In fact, the Committee received the Vice Minister for Internal Order of the Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of Peru, General Mauro Medina Guimaraes, PNP, as well as the Chief of Staff of the Peruvian National Police, General Vicente Romero Fernández, PNP, who delivered their presentations on the preparations for the Second Meeting. The invited guests used a supporting presentation and video.

The delegations in turn agreed on the positive, constructive, diverse approach of coming together with the open, flexible approaches of the entire region, in the spirit of greater inter-American cooperation and increased sharing of experiences and best practices, which are reflected in the draft agenda for the Second Meeting, taking into account the ultimate goal, which is to improve and strengthen police departments in member states. The delegations also expressed appreciation for the logistical work done by the event host country (Peru), and for the amenities afforded the participants of the Second Meeting.

Lastly, agreement was reached on the text of the draft agenda of the event, which would go to the Plenary of the Second Meeting in Trujillo, on April 23, for final adoption.
3. Preparations for the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of the Consultative Committee of CIFTA 
· Presentation of the Draft Agenda by the Secretariat Pro-Tempore (Ecuador) 

In preparation for the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of the CIFTA Consultative Committee, scheduled for OAS headquarters in Washington D.C. in its capacity as Secretariat Pro-Tempore of the CIFTA, the Permanent Mission of Ecuador to the OAS requested that the presentation of the draft agenda of the event be included on the agenda for this meeting.

In turn, the delegations welcomed the presentation of the Draft Agenda, gave their input on the document, exchanged concepts related to preparations for the event, and said they would forward the document to their capitals.
4. Celebration of International Day for Mine Awareness and Assistance in Mine Action (instead of on the official day, Saturday, April 4) [Resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) - OP 32]

In fulfillment of the relevant mandate of the omnibus resolution, delegations welcomed the International Day for Mine Awareness and Assistance in Mine Action, which the UN has officially set for April 4 each year.

Several delegations shared with the meeting press releases in which their governments, among other things, emphatically rejected the use of anti-personnel landmines because it was an inhumane practice that violated international humanitarian law, while reaffirming their commitment to mine-clearing, assistance to the victims of this scourge, and to preventing the use of mines in the future.
5. Discussion on the progress made in implementing the Declaration of Cartagena, “A Shared Commitment for a Mine-free World and the Plan of Action of Cartagena 2010-2014: Ending the Suffering Caused by Anti-Personnel Mines” and renewed commitment to the Ottawa Convention.  [Resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) - OP 35]

The consideration of this item began with the presentation by Mr. Carl Case, of the Department of Public Security, on the status of the Program for Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel Mines. Mr. Case used as supporting material a presentation contained in document CP/CSH/INF.420/15 and in the “General Secretariat's report on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach,” relating to the subheading “The Americas as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone” CP/CSH-1645/15.

A number of delegations thanked the donors for their financial support for mine-clearing programs in several member states. They expressed appreciation for the very important work done under the General Secretariat's Program for Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel Mines (AICMA), and for the presentation that the Program's Coordinator, Mr. Carl Case, delivered at the meeting. They urged the member states, permanent observers, and other donors to help finance the AICMA. They noted that the AICMA, in coordination with the governments of several member states, also supported efforts by civil society organizations engaged in this area.
6. Draft resolution for the General Assembly:  preliminary consideration by the member states

The Committee held the first exchange on the structure and content that the draft omnibus resolution of the Committee on Hemispheric Security should have, without any particular agreement being reached.

The delegations requested that a methodology and schedule for the process of negotiating the draft resolution be presented.
7. Other business
· The Chair of the CSH reminded the delegations of a meeting being held the next day, March 27, that is, the "Meeting to discuss the special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean - Agenda for CARICOM/OAS security cooperation," at OAS headquarters in Washington, D. C.
· The delegation of Mexico and the Director of the Department of Public Security again reminded the delegations of the "Intersectoral Dialogue on causes, triggers, and the multiple factors that contribute to crime and violence, such as the world drug problem," scheduled for Mexico City, on April 7 and 8, 2015. That event is being organized jointly by the Department of Public Security of the Organization of American States and the Government of Mexico.
· There being no further business, the Chair adjourned the meeting.
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
