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Summary of the meeting of May 4, 2015
The Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH), Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS, chaired this regular meeting of the Committee.
The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business

The order of business, document CP/CSH-1658/15, was adopted by the Committee without any changes.
2. Consideration of the Annual Report of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) to the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly
The CSH met on May 4, 2015 to hear the presentation of the Annual Report of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE), document CP/doc.5112/15. The CICTE was represented by its Chair, Ambassador Elisa Ruiz Diaz Bareiro, Permanent Representative of Paraguay to the OAS.

The report with the“Observations and Recommendations of the Member States on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) to the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly was published as document CP/CSH-1660/15.
3. Considerations regarding the draft resolution for the General Assembly
Consideration of this topic began with the presentation of the "Opinion of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs - requested by the Chair of the Permanent Council for the upcoming regular session of the General Assembly - 2015:  (document  CP/INF.7130/15), by the Secretary for Legal Affairs, Dr. Jean Michel Arrighi.
Thereafter the delegations considered the document "Draft Resolution - Update of the Resolution "Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach”” (CP/CSH-1656/15 rev. 1), distributed by the Chair.
In the course of their considerations, the delegations voiced support for two operative paragraphs in the document of the Chair, which read:
1. Unless a resolution expressly states otherwise, resolutions adopted by the General Assembly remain fully in effect.  The Permanent Council and the General Secretariat are therefore instructed to continue working on the applicable mandates on hemispheric security.
2. To instruct the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) to submit for adoption by the Permanent Council a schedule of meetings and activities including the convocation for forums and meetings established in Conventions and other international instruments currently in force, as well as in resolutions adopted by the General Assembly.
It was clear to the Committee that these paragraphs should be forwarded to Chair of the Permanent Council as an input or contribution of the CSH for the preparation of a general document of the Permanent Council (it is not clear what format that document should adopt).
Still pending consideration by the Committee at an upcoming meeting is a text taking note of the annual reports of the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization that the Committee on Hemispheric Security receives with instructions to prepare observations and recommendations and submit them to the General Assembly (Article 91.f of the OAS Charter). That text could possibly be supplemented with another transmitting for the consideration of the General Assembly the documents arising out of high-level meetings relating to issues addressed by the Committee.
In response to concerns expressed on the floor regarding the delivery of important information for the General Assembly to consider, Dr. Arrighi reminded delegates of the importance of each Committee's annual activities report, which forms part of the Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly

It was reaffirmed in the Committee that everything depended on whether or not the Permanent Council decides that resolutions are to be negotiated in preparation for the forty-fifth regular session of the OAS General Assembly, on issues that are on the agenda of its permanent committees.
4. Preparations for the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA on May 6, 2015, Washington, D.C.

In preparation for the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA, to be held on May 6, 2015, at OAS headquarters, the Permanent Mission of Ecuador to the OAS, in its capacity as pro tempore Secretariat of the CIFTA, requested that this topic be included in the order of business for this meeting of the CSH.
Following the presentation by the delegation of Ecuador, the Committee approved the latest versions of the following documents:

5. Other business
· Some delegations requested that items be included in the order of business of the CSH meeting scheduled for May 7. These are shown in document CP/CSH-1659/15, which was later distributed.
