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The CSH Vice Chair, Ambassador Leonidas Rosa Bautista, Permanent Representative of Honduras to the OAS, presided over this regular meeting of the Committee.
The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business

The order of business, document CP/CSH-1669/15 rev. 1, was adopted by the Committee with no changes.
2. CSH contributions for the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly
After comments by the delegations and the Chair of the meeting on this item on the order of business, the following conclusions were reached: 
· The Committee on Hemispheric Security will not refer any draft resolution in preparation or for consideration by the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly, as the Permanent Council will be submitting a framework resolution covering all its committees.
· The CSH will refer to the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly for consideration – with the suggestion that said organ take note thereof – the Annual Reports of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB), the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE), and the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD), which reports were considered by the Committee on Hemispheric Security pursuant to the obligations arising from Article 91.f of the OAS Charter. The CSH will likewise forward – for the General Assembly to note – the reports with the observations and recommendations made by member states regarding the annual reports of the three institutions under reference.
· The Chair of the CSH will prepare as soon as possible, and issue, a report on the activities undertaken by the Committee on Hemispheric Security during the 2014-2015 period.  This report will be part of the Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly at its forty-fifth session regular session.
· The CSH will submit for consideration by the Permanent Council a schedule of high-level forums and meetings that require convocation notices to be issued and are established in conventions and other international instruments currently in force, as well as the resolutions adopted by the General Assembly. For this work to get started, the delegations and General Secretariat offices or other appropriate OAS organs were asked to send the Secretariat of the CSH the pertinent information.
3. Presentation of information on the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA, held on May 6, 2015, at OAS Headquarters in Washington, D.C.
Ambassador Marco Vinicio Albuja, Permanent Representative of Ecuador to the OAS, delivered the presentation on the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA, held on May 6, 2015 at OAS headquarters in Washington D.C., (link to the presentation).
The Report of the Meeting (document CIFTA/CC-XVI/doc.13/15) features the following issues among the agreements reached at that meeting: 

· Preparations for the new Course of Action 2017-2021: Remarks by member states.
· Future development and consideration of the document “OAS Firearms Standards: Marking and Recordkeeping.”
· Inter-American Network of Entities Controlling Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and other related Materials.
· Consideration of approved Model Legislation – Possible course of action on amendments and updates.
· Establishment of the date of the Seventeenth Regular Meeting of the Consultative Committee.
Also noted was the decision that, by acclamation, the Republic of Ecuador was reelected as Secretariat pro tempore for the 2015-2016 term.
Meanwhile, delegations took the floor to reaffirm their concern about the problem that effort was being made to address through the “Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA),” which issue is outlined in the preamble to said Convention.

The delegations outlined the efforts that were being made by Ecuador, in its capacity as Chair Pro-Tempore of the CIFTA, and by the States Party to the Convention and the latter's Technical Secretariat.  The noted the huge and delicate challenges remaining and on pending action to address them. The delegations were also emphatic in thanking the Secretariat Pro-Tempore of the CIFTA, especially Ambassador Marco Vinicio Albuja, Permanent Representative of Ecuador to the OAS, and Ms. Gloria Polastari, Alternate Representative of Ecuador to the OAS. They also thanked the Technical Secretariat of the CIFTA, in particular Ms. Alison August-Treppel and Mr. Michael Bejos, staff of the Department of Public Security of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (General Secretariat of the OAS).
4. Other business
· The delegation of Ecuador reiterated its invitation to those at the meeting to attend a screening of a documentary, followed by a reception.
· There being no further business, the Chair adjourned the meeting.
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
