The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business


The order of business, document CP/CSH-1675/15, was adopted by the Committee as submitted.

2. Installation of the Working Group to Coordinate All the Preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V)

The Working Group was installed under the Committee on Hemispheric Security, pursuant to operative paragraph 8 of OAS General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLII-O/14), entitled “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach,” and pursuant to operative paragraph 2 of OAS Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 1043 (2007/15), entitled: “Place and Dates of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V) and of the Second Meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on Police Management, Both Meetings Convened by Resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14).”

3. Election of the Chair of the Working Group

In addition, under General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) and  Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 1043 (2007/15), as the country organizing and hosting MISPA-V, Peru will serve as Chair of the Working Group to Coordinate all the Preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V).

By virtue of the foregoing, the Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS, Ambassador Juan Federico Jiménez Mayor, was elected Chair of the Working Group.

The Working Group Chair expressed appreciation for his appointment. He also welcomed to OAS headquarters the team that the Peruvian Government had assigned to coordinate MISPA-V: Ambassador Librado Orozco Zapata, Diplomatic Advisor to MISPA V; Col. Víctor Fernández Serna, Director of Research and Development for the Army Chief of Staff; and Mr. Omar Méndez Irigoyen, Senior Management Cabinet Advisor, thanking them as well for their commitment and for their work.
