Excellency:
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On express instructions from the President of the Republic of Ecuador, economist Rafael Correa Delgado, I have the honor to address Your Excellency to request that, in accordance with Article 14 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council and Article 37.b of its Rules of Procedure, you arrange for the urgent convocation of a special meeting of the Permanent Council, for the sole purpose of considering the incursion into Ecuador of Colombian armed forces to engage members of the Revolutionary Armed Forces of Colombia (FARC).

This request is based on Article 21 of the OAS Charter, which establishes that “[t]he territory of a State is inviolable; it may not be the object, even temporarily, of military occupation or of other measures of force taken by another State, directly or indirectly, on any grounds whatever ....”

Accept, Excellency, the renewed assurances of my highest consideration.
