In the Appendix to its resolution AG/RES. 2262 (XXXVII-O/07), the General Assembly established that the Working Group would be composed of three government experts (and an alternate) and one member of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (and an alternate).  With regard to the independent expert, the resolution states the following: one independent expert, who shall be a highly qualified professional with recognized experience in the field, appointed during the OAS General Assembly session by the Secretary General of the Organization.





	Likewise, in its resolution AG/RES. 2430 (XXXVIII-O/08), the General Assembly delegated to the Permanent Council the election of the government experts to make up the aforementioned Working Group and authorized the Secretary General to appoint the independent expert and his or her alternate at the same time.
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
