DRAFT RESOLUTION

SITUATION IN HONDURAS

THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,

CONCERNED at the disruption of the constitutional order in the Republic of Honduras and aware that the recent events in that country pose a threat to the democratic institutional process and the legitimate exercise of power in the region;


RECALLING resolution CP/RES 952 (1699/09) of June 26, 2009, regarding the situation in Honduras; and


RECALLING ALSO resolution CP/RES 953 (1700/09) of June 28, 2009, regarding the current situation in Honduras,

RESOLVES:

1.
To reiterate its demand for the immediate, safe, and unconditional return of President José Manuel Zelaya Rosales to his constitutional functions.

2.
To insist that no government arising out of the disruption of the constitutional order in Honduras will be recognized.

3.
To reiterate its utmost condemnation of any act of violence, to demand respect for the bodily integrity of all those detained, and to request that they be released immediately.

4.
To call upon the member states of the OAS and, in general, the rest of the international community, to proceed as follows until such time as the legitimately elected Government of Honduras is restored:

(i) Initiate a comprehensive review of their relations with Honduras;

(ii) Evaluate the cessation of economic and commercial ties;

(iii) Block access of Honduran products to their customs territories;

(iv) Suspend visas and travel, and cancel the bank accounts, of officials of the de facto regime.

5.
To request States sharing frontiers with Honduras to close their borders for successively longer periods of time.

6.
To urge countries with military missions on Honduran soil to gradually withdraw them.

7.
To request international organizations and, in general, the international community, to freeze assistance for Honduras and to avoid cooperating with the de facto regime, except as regards humanitarian aid.

8.
To recommend to the Secretary General that he forward this resolution to the United Nations Secretary-General.
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
