The Permanent Mission of the Argentine Republic to the Organization of American States is pleased to address the General Secretariat to inform it that, on August 3, 2010, in the city of San Juan, President Cristina Fernández de Kirchner and President Luiz Inácio Lula da Silva signed a joint declaration on the Malvinas Islands.

In that Declaration, the Federative Republic of Brazil reiterated its support of the Argentine Republic's legitimate rights in the sovereignty dispute over the Malvinas, South Georgias and South Sandwich Islands and the surrounding maritime areas.

Attached hereto is the (Spanish and English) text of the Declaration.  The Mission requests that it kindly be circulated among the member states as a document of the next session of the General Assembly in connection with the item “The Question of the Malvinas Islands.”

The Permanent Mission of the Argentine Republic to the Organization of American States conveys to the General Secretariat the renewed assurances of its highest consideration.
