The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship of the Republic of Costa Rica presents its compliments to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Nicaragua and conveys its willingness to hold the VIII Meeting of the Binational Commission.


As previously agreed bilaterally, this Ministry hereby confirms Costa Rica’s desire that it be held on November 26 and 27, 2010, as long as the agreements contained in resolution CP/RES. 978 (1777/10) of the OAS Permanent Council, adopted on November 12, 2010, are fulfilled.

The Ministry proposes that the technical meeting take place on November 26 and the meeting of Presidents on November 27, with the Organization of American States attending both meetings.

Accordingly, pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 978 (17777/10) of the OAS Permanent Council, adopted on November 12, 2010, the Ministry wishes to propose the following agenda:

· Prepare a proposal and work schedule for demarcation of any stretches of the border zone that require it, pursuant to existing treaties and arbitration awards;

· Review and strengthen cooperation mechanisms for preventing, controlling, and confronting drug trafficking, organized crime, and arms trafficking along the border;
· Report on the status of the environmental agreements established at the VI and VII Meetings of the Binational Commission, held in Managua and San José, respectively, in 2008.


The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship of the Republic of Costa Rica hereby conveys to the Honorable Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Nicaragua the assurances of its highest consideration.
