ACTIVITIES OF THE SECRETARY GENERAL
Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, November 17 and 18, Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA III) 
· Meeting with the Prime Minister, Mrs. Kalma Persad-Bissessar the Foreign Minister, Mr. Surujrattan Rambachan, and the Minister for National Security, Mr. John Sandy.  Main topics:  Initiatives on transport, energy, and trade in the Caribbean; the Summit of the Americas; political overview of the region; MISPA, and OAS support for events on women's political leadership. The government expressed an interest in hosting a model OAS General Assembly. 
· Opening session of MISPA III and participation in related events 
a. The ministerial meeting was attended by a majority of high-level authorities in this area in the Hemisphere. 
b. The policy discussions focused on modernization, professionalization, and use of information and communication technologies in police management. 
c. The Secretary General offered the support of the Organization in the event of the formation of a group of friends to implement a security strategy for CARICOM as well as for fostering SICA-CARICOM exchange in this area. 
d. Possibilities for cooperation among member states were discussed and areas of collaboration with the private sector explored (e.g., support for strengthening state capacity in the area of security management via corporate social responsibility programs). 
· Also present were the Assistant Secretary General of OAS, the Secretary for Multidimensional Security, and the Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM).

Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, November 17 and 18, MISPA III. Participation in the ministerial meeting and the meeting of the Working Group on Transnational Organized Crime. The principal outcomes are mentioned in the section on the SG. Presentation of the feasibility study on the best ways to strengthen training for personnel responsible for public security, as well as progress in preparing a compilation of good practices in public security.

Panama City, Panama, November 15 and 18, Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI. Main outcomes of the meeting:  Adoption of the Plan of Action “Towards Vision 20/25:  Science and Technology for Competitiveness and Prosperity,” which includes working guidelines in the areas of innovation, quality infrastructure, human resources, education and training, and technological development.

Medellín, Colombia, November 13-19, Seventh Inter-American Dialogue on Water Management with the support of the Inter-American Water Resources Network.

Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Commission of Women

Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, November 17 and 18, MISPA III Promoting gender awareness and equity in all activities connected with the sector, particularly in the police. Follow-up on collaboration between the country and the CIM, especially in activities relating to the MESECVI, strengthening the participation of Caribbean countries in the CIM, participation in the 2012 Hemispheric Forum, and the possibility of the country hosting the next meetings of the MESECVI, among others.
