	The Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD), established by resolution AG/RES. 3 (XXVI-E/99), is a subsidiary body of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI).

Article 12 of the IACD Statutes provides that the Executive Secretary for Integral Development, appointed by the Secretary General in accordance with Articles 117 and 120 of the Charter taking into account the recommendations of the Management Board, shall be designated Director General of the IACD, and the position shall be referred to hereinafter as Director General.  The term of office of the Director General is four years and is renewable once, upon consultation with the Management Board and upon CIDI's approval.

	Article 4:  The Committee shall be composed of eleven jurists, nationals of the member states, elected by the General Assembly in their personal capacity for a period of four years, from panels of three candidates presented by those states.

Their terms of office shall begin on January 1 of the year following their election. Part of the membership of the Committee shall be replaced every year.

Prior to each election, either to replace a member at the end of his normal term or to fill a vacancy owing to some other cause, the General Secretariat shall invite the governments of the member states to present their respective panels of three candidates, if they wish to do so, at least 30 days in advance, together with their biographical data, and shall immediately communicate them to the government. Subsequently, the General Secretariat shall submit to the General Assembly a list of the proposed panels of three candidates, drawn up in accordance with the alphabetical order of the names of the countries making the proposal and accompanied by the corresponding biographical data.

Article 8:  In the event of a vacancy caused by a reason other than the expiration of the term of a member of the Committee, the successor elected shall begin serving immediately and shall complete the term of his predecessor.

Article 9: .The failure of a member of the Committee to attend its meetings for two consecutive periods of session shall automatically result in vacancy of his position, unless the Committee issues a consubstantiated statement at the second failure to attend indicating that such failure is fully justified.

Article 8:  Any permanent observer to the OAS and any national or international, governmental or nongovernmental, organization specializing in the subject area may become an associate member of the Center under the terms and conditions established in the Rules of Procedure of the Center.  The associate members may participate in all activities of the Center.  They may also participate in meetings of the Board of Directors with voice but without vote.

CHAPTER IV

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Article 11:

The Board of Directors shall be composed of seven members elected in their personal capacity by the OAS General Assembly from among candidates nominated by the member states of the OAS.  The ways and means of ensuring representation on the Board of Directors for the host institution of the Center and for the associate members shall be determined by the REMJA on the basis of the recommendation of the Board of Directors.

The members of the Board of Directors shall serve for a three-year term; under no circumstances may they be re-elected for more than one consecutive term.

Vacancies that occur for reasons other than normal expiration of the term of office shall be filled at the next session of the OAS General Assembly.

Candidates for the Board of Directors shall be persons of high moral standing and with records of distinguished service in the fields of law, social science, education, or public affairs who have made important contributions to the development or implementation of justice system reforms in their countries.

Composition

1.
The Court shall consist of seven judges, nationals of the member states of the OAS, elected in an individual capacity from among jurists of the highest moral authority and of recognized competence in the field of human rights, who possess the qualifications required for the exercise of the highest judicial functions under the law of the State of which they are nationals or of the State that proposes them as candidates.

No two judges may be nationals of the same State.

The CIM shall elect its President from among the Principal Delegates of the Member States, taking into account the principles of rotation and equitable geographic representation.

Article 15
The President shall be elected by an absolute majority of the Delegates of the Member States that are accredited to the Assembly of Delegates at which the voting takes place. The Member State that occupies the Presidency will have a period of not more than ninety (90) business days to accredit a new President to the CIM or to notify the CIM of its intention to continue with the Presidency or to resign the position. 

If, during that period, neither of the first two situations has occurred, or the third has occurred, the Interim President shall assume the Presidency until the conclusion of the mandate.

In the event that one of the Vice-Presidents assumes the office of President, she shall assume all the rights and duties of that office and shall serve until the end of the term.

Article 20.
In the event that the Interim President assumes the Presidency, the Executive Committee will elect, by an absolute majority, a new Vice-President from among its members, in accordance with the principles of rotation and equitable geographic representation.

Article 21.
A Vice-President holding the office of President may be elected to the post of President for the following term, provided the vacancy occurs during the second half of the previous term.

Article 22.
If a Vice-President should for any reason be unable to serve in her post, the Member State that occupies that Vice-Presidency will have a period of not more than ninety business (90) days to accredit a new Vice-President to the CIM or to notify the CIM of its intention to continue with the Vice-Presidency or to resign the position.
If, during that period, neither of the first two situations has occurred, or the third has occurred, the Executive Committee shall elect a new Vice-President from among its members, who will serve until the conclusion of the mandate.

Article 23.
In the event that the offices of the President and the Vice-Presidents fall vacant simultaneously, the Executive Committee shall appoint, by an absolute majority, one of its members as Interim President, to serve until a new election is held. 
Within ninety days after the appointment of an Interim President, the Executive Committee shall convene a special Assembly to elect officers for all positions.

If, however, the next regular meeting of the Assembly is scheduled to be held within one hundred and eighty days after the vacancies occur, the special meeting of the Assembly referred to in the preceding paragraph shall not be convoked.  In this case, the Interim President shall continue to perform the duties of President of the Commission until the vote at the next regular meeting of the Assembly].

Article 25.
The Executive Committee shall serve as the political representative of the CIM, and shall be composed of the President, up to three Vice-Presidents and the Delegates of the five Member States elected to the Committee. 

The Member States making up the Executive Committee shall be elected for a three-year term, at the same time and under the same conditions as the election of the President and Vice-Presidents.

The Inter-American Board of Agriculture (IABA) is the supreme organ of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture and is governed by the pertinent provisions of the Convention on the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture and by the Rules of Procedure of the Board.
Article 6.  The representatives of each Member State shall be accredited by their respective governments, by means of a written communication addressed to the Director General of the Institute granting them full powers to participate in the decisions on subjects included in the agenda of the meetings of the Board.  Such accreditation shall be made through credentials presented by, or on behalf of, the Chief of State, the Head of Government, the Minister of Foreign Relations or an authorized Minister, through written communication.

Rules of Procedure of the Executive Committee
Article 5.  The Committee shall be composed of twelve Member States of the Institute, elected for a two-year term, according to the principles of partial rotation and equitable geographic distribution, in accordance with the procedures established by the Board.  A Member State that has completed its term may not sit on the Committee again until a period of two years has elapsed.  The two-year period shall be reckoned from the January 1 of the year following the appointment of the State as a member of the Committee until December 31 of the following year. 

Rules of Procedure of the General Directorate

The executive body of IICA is its General Directorate.  The Director General is the Institute's legal representative, and is responsible for fulfillment of the mandates of the Board.

Article l.  The General Directorate is the executive organ of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture.  It shall consist of the technical and administrative units through which the activities of the Institute are coordinated and carried out.

Membership. The Directing Council is made up of the OAS member states, each having one vote, and in accordance with the following provisions:  a. Each member state shall accredit one principal representative from among the highest ranking officials of its government entities specialized in issues involving children and the family, or among individuals with well known related expertise in those issues;  b. Each member state may designate as many alternate or substitute delegates as deemed necessary; c. Whenever the delegate, or the alternate or substitute delegates, are unable to attend one given meeting of the Directing Council, the government of the respective country may designate an Ad hoc delegate, and d. The designation of delegates must be notified to the Institute’s Secretariat in Montevideo by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the corresponding country.
Article 17
President and Vice President of the Council. The Directing Council will elect its President and Vice President for a “two-year” term each in accordance with the following provisions and as provided for in the Rules of Procedure:  The President and Vice President shall also be the principal representatives of their  respective member states; No member state can be candidate to more than one elected position during the same term; In the election of its authorities the Directing Council will give preference to the principles of rotation and equitable geographic representation; The President and Vice President may be re-elected for only one consecutive term; The “two-year” term will start as from the moment of electing the President or Vice President -as the case may be- and will end immediately after the election of his/her successor during the regular face-to-face meeting held on the second year after his/her election.

In the case of a temporary or permanent vacancy of the positions of President and Vice President, the pertinent procedures established in Article 17.3 of the Rules of Procedure will apply:  If the position of President is temporarily vacant, it shall be filled by the Vice President, and if the position of the Vice President is temporarily vacant, it shall be filled by the principal representative of the country following the country of the Vice President in the order of precedence.

Article 25
Appointment. The Director General is a staff member of the OAS General Secretariat (GS/OAS) and is appointed by the OAS Secretary General, in accordance with the following provisions: The first term in office of the Director General will be four years and he/she may be re-appointed for subsequent terms of up to four-years each; 

No person may serve in the position of Director General for more than a total of two years as Acting Director General or more than two complete four year terms.   The number of years that a person may serve in the position of Director General and Acting Director General altogether may not exceed a total of ten; 

The OAS Secretary General shall appoint the Director General from a three candidate list (“the terna”) proposed by the Directing Council at a face to face meeting.  To make the list, each candidate must receive at least a majority of the votes of the member states present in accordance with Article 15 in this Statute and the Institute’s Rules of Procedure.  If there are more than three candidates that receive the minimum majority of votes required, the three candidates that receive the most votes will constitute the terna; 
Article 27
Absence or Incapacity of the Director General. The following provisions apply in case of absence or incapacity of the Director General:  When the Director General is on annual leave, medical leave, or any other leave as provided for in the Staff Rules of the OAS General Secretariat or is absent from the headquarters of the Institute on an official mission, he/she may appoint one of the professionals in the Institute to perform temporarily the Director General’s function.
When the Director General is incapacitated, or on leave for more than six week during any twelve month period, or for any other reason is physically or mentally unable to perform his/her functions, the OAS Secretary General will designate a professional staff member of the Institute or any other staff member of the General Secretariat to take his/her place until the Director General is able to resume them. Nonetheless, if such incapacity or impediment to perform the functions of Director General is deemed to be permanent, his/her assignment will be terminated and a new Director General will be appointed in accordance with Article 25 in this Statute.

	Article 8.  The General Assembly shall meet in ordinary session every four years.

Article 15.  The officers of PAIGH shall be the President, the Vice President, the Chairmen of the Commissions, and the Secretary General.  These officers shall hold their posts until the next regular meeting of the General Assembly.  They shall be of different nationalities and may not be reelected.

Article 22.  The Secretary General shall be elected by the General Assembly [of the PAIGH] for the period between Regular Meetings and may not be reelected or succeeded by a person of the same nationality.

Exceptionally and when it benefits PAIGH to do so, the General Assembly may extend the term of the Secretary General for one period only.  This decision shall be adopted by two thirds of the Member States.

Article 27.  Each Commission shall elect its Chairman and Vice-Chairman from among the nationals of a single state for the period between two regular meetings of the General Assembly [of the PAIGH].  They shall not be re-elected nor succeeded by persons of the same nationality.  In exceptional circumstances, and when this is advantageous to the interests of PAIGH, their term may be extended until the next General Assembly by a two thirds vote of the Member States.

	The Board is composed of three members, each of whom should be a high-ranking member of the office or authority charged with examining the accounts of the public administration in the member state of which he or she is a national.  The members of the Board shall be elected by the General Assembly of the OAS for a term of office of three years and may not be reelected.
