________________________ José Miguel Insulza
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José Miguel Insulza was elected OAS Secretary General on May 2, 2005, and reelected March 24, 2010. The Chilean politician has an accomplished record of public service in his country. At the beginning of his five-year term as Secretary General, he pledged to strengthen the Organization’s “political relevance and its capacity for action.” 

A lawyer by profession, he has a law degree from the University of Chile, did postgraduate studies at the Latin American Social Sciences Faculty (FLACSO), and has a master’s in political science from the University of Michigan. Until 1973, he was Professor of Political Theory at the University of Chile and of Political Science at Chile’s Catholic University. He also served, until that year, as Political Advisor to the Chilean Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Director of the Diplomatic Academy of Chile. He became involved in politics during his student years and served as Vice President of the Student Association of the University of Chile (FECH), President of the Center for Law Students of the University of Chile and President of the Chilean National Union of Students of University Federations of Chile (UFUCH).

In the early 1970s, Insulza played an active role in Salvador Allende’s Popular Unity government and, following the coup that brought General Augusto Pinochet into power, he went into exile for 15 years, first in Rome (1974-1980) and then in Mexico (1981-1988). In Mexico City, he was a researcher and then Director of the United States Studies Institute in the Center for Economic Research and Teaching (CIDE). He also taught at Mexico’s National Autonomous University, the Ibero-American University, and the Diplomatic Studies Institute.

Insulza was able to return to Chile in early 1988 and joined the Coalition of Parties for Democracy, the coalition that won the plebiscite against the Pinochet regime in October of that year. A member of the Socialist Party, he has held numerous high-level posts in several Coalition governments.

Under the presidency of Patricio Aylwin, Insulza served as Chilean Ambassador for International Cooperation, Director of Multilateral Economic Affairs at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Vice President of the International Cooperation Agency.

In March 1994, under the administration of President Eduardo Frei, Insulza became Under-Secretary of Foreign Affairs and in September of that year was appointed Minister of Foreign Affairs. In 1999, he became Minister Secretary General of the Presidency, and the following year he became President Ricardo Lagos’s Minister of the Interior and Vice President of the Republic. When he left that post in May 2005, he had served as a government minister for more than a decade, the longest continuous tenure for a minister in Chilean history.

Insulza was born June 2, 1943, and is married to Georgina Nuñez Reyes and has three children: Francisca, Javier and Daniel.

___________________________  Norma Pensado
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Ambassador Norma Pensado  has been a career diplomat since 1991 and was promoted to ambassador in 2006. She holds a degree in Economics from the Universidad Nacional Autonoma de Mexico (UNAM).

In the Foreign Ministry, she has held various positions, including Director General for Europe and Director for Cultural Affairs. She has also worked at the Mexican Commission for Cooperation with Central America and the Directorate General for Multilateral Economic Relations. She has been the Director General for Latin America and the Caribbean since April 2011.

Abroad, she has served as Mexico’s ambassador in Sweden (concurrent in Latvia and Lithuania) and Alternate Representative in Mexico’s mission to the United Nations organizations in Vienna, Austria. She has also worked at Mexico’s mission to the OECD in Paris.
In 2012, President Felipe Calderón appointed Ambassador Pensado as Undersecretary for Latin America and the Caribbean. 

____________________________ Richard Bernal

 Ambassador Dr. Bernal, a professional economist with over 35 years of experience was educated at the University of the West Indies, University of Pennsylvania, the New School for Social Research and the School for Advanced International Studies of Johns Hopkins University. He holds the degrees of B.Sc., MA, Ph.D. (Economics), and MIPP (International Public Policy). 

He previously was the Director-General of the Caribbean Regional Negotiating Machinery (RNM) which is responsible for trade negotiations including those in the WTO for the member states of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM), Cuba and the Dominican Republic. He was Principal Negotiator for Forum of Caribbean States (CARIFORUM) in the negotiations, which led to the CARIFORUM-European Union Economic Partnership Agreement. ). He was also CARICOM’s lead negotiator in the Free Trade Area of the Americas (FTAA) negotiations. 

Dr. Bernal was Jamaica’s Ambassador to the United States of America and Permanent Representative to the Organization of American States (OAS) for the period May 6, 1991 to August 31, 2001. Previous to his diplomatic posting, he was Chief Executive Officer of a commercial bank with merchant bank and trust company subsidiaries, a nationwide branch network and a staff of 400. His early corporate career involved corporate planning, human resource management, marketing and public relations. He has served in various capacities in the Departments of Research and Exchange Control of the Bank of Jamaica (central bank) and the Monetary Studies Programme of the University of the West Indies. He served in the Macroeconomics Division of the Planning Institute/Agency and as Advisor to the Minister of Finance of with particular reference to external debt management and stabilization and adjustment policy. 
For 7 years he taught international economics and development economics at the University of the West Indies and remains actively involved in academic and policy discussions, delivering papers, examining dissertations and giving lectures. He is a Senior Associate at the Centre for Strategic International Studies in Washington D.C., and is a member of the Harvard University Trade Policy Group, the board of directors of the International Trade Law Institute and the editorial committee of Integration & Trade (journal of the IADB). 
Dr. Bernal has published one book and over 100 articles in scholarly journals, books, and monographs (some available at richardbernal.net). He has also authored articles in financial periodicals and newspapers, including opinion editorials in the Washington Post and Wall Street Journal. As a spokesperson on international economic issues and economic policy in developing countries, he has been interviewed by the BBC, the Voice of America, National Public Radio, Jim Lehrer Newshour and CNN and quoted by the Wall Street Journal, Washington Post, New York Times, Miami Herald, Washington Times, among others.
Richard L. Bernal is a Jamaican by birth and citizenship and is married to Margaret, a Sociologist and Cultural Heritage Specialist. They have two sons.

___________________________ Luigi R. Einaudi
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Luigi R. Einaudi is a retired U.S. diplomat and educator.  In 2000, Ambassador Einaudi was elected Assistant Secretary General of the Organization of American States, and served also as Acting Secretary General in 2004-2005.  At the OAS, Einaudi supported both the Inter-American Commission of Human Rights and the Inter-American Defense Board, and brokered negotiations to reduce border problems in Central America and to increase democratic space in Haiti, including the introduction of Haiti’s first personal identity card.

Einaudi’s 23-year State Department career culminated as the U.S. Special Envoy in the peace talks that led to the comprehensive settlement in 1998 by Ecuador and Peru of their centuries-old territorial conflict.   Einaudi served twice (1974-1977 and 1993-1997) on the Secretary of State’s Policy Planning Staff and was Director of Policy Planning for Inter-American Affairs (1977-1989) and Ambassador to the OAS (1989-1993).  While at the State Department, he helped articulate policy and conducted consultations with most Western European nations, NATO and Japan as well as with Brazil, Latin America and the Caribbean.

Ambassador Einaudi has received awards from Presidents Jimmy Carter, Ronald Reagan and George H.W. Bush, Secretaries of State Kissinger and Albright, and the Departments of State and Defense.  The Presidents of Ecuador, Italy and Peru and the King of Spain have also decorated Einaudi for his achievements.

Luigi R. Einaudi was born in Cambridge, Massachusetts in 1936, earned an A.B. from Harvard (1957), was drafted into the United Sates Army (1957-1959), then returned to Harvard, earning his Ph.D. in 1967.   From 1963 to 1974, Einaudi was at the RAND Corporation in Santa Monica, California, where he led RAND’s social science research on Latin America.   From 1998 to 2000, he worked on multilateral affairs at the Inter-American Dialogue.  Ambassador Einaudi has taught Government at Harvard, Wesleyan, UCLA and Georgetown Universities and has lectured widely in the United States and abroad.

Since 2007 Ambassador Einaudi has been a Distinguished Visiting Fellow at the Institute for National Strategic Studies at the National Defense University in Washington, D.C.  He is a member of the Council on Foreign Relations and the American Academy of Diplomacy.  A former fellow (1980-81) at the Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars, he is now on the board of its Brazil Institute.
He and his wife, Carol P. Einaudi, Esq., divide their time between homes in Washington, D.C. and Italy, where Ambassador Einaudi is on the board of the Fondazione Luigi Einaudi in Turin.

____________________________ Michael Harvey
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Michael Harvey became President of the Canadian Council for the Americas on June 1st, 2012. He has closely followed Latin American affairs for more than 20 years. He has been Head of the Political Section of Canada's embassies in Brasilia, Bogota and Caracas. He also worked in Colombia as a Political Advisor for the Organization of American States (Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia) and the United Nations (Department of Political Affairs and United Nations Development Program).

He served at the Permanent Mission to the United Nations in New York as part of Canada's Security Council team (1999 to 2000). In Ottawa, he worked on OAS Affairs at the Department of Foreign Affairs and International Trade and was seconded to the Privy Council Office (Foreign and Defence Policy Secretariat). He holds degrees in Civil Law (McGill, 1994) and Political Science (Ottawa, 1991) and was called to the Quebec Bar in 1995 after articling in a major Montreal law firm. He is fluent in Spanish, Portuguese and French

____________________________Carlos Portales
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Carlos Portales was the Permanent Representative of Chile in the International Organizations in Geneva. Portales earned his degree in Legal and Social Sciences in the Universidad de Chile and a Masters of Arts in Political Sciences in Stanford Unviersity, California, where he also pursued doctoral studies. 
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He is a specialist in International relations. He was an investigation professor for the Facultad Latinoamericana de Ciencias Sociales (FLACSO), invited professor by the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill between 1987 and 1988 and has taught graduate courses at the Instituto de Estudios Internacionales of the University of Chile. He has also developed a prolific work as an author and editor of several publication of international scope. These include “State and Armed Forces” co-written with Hugo Fruhling and Augusto Varas (FLACSO, 1982); “Latin America in the New International Order” (Fondo de Cultura Economica, 1983); “The World in Transition and Latin America” (Latin American Publishing Group, 1989); “Global Militarization” with Johann Galtung and Peter Wallensteen (Westview Press, 1984); and "Elusive Friendship: Relations between Chile and the United States", with Heraldo Muñoz (Pehuén Editors, 1988). 

He was coordinator of Chile for the Río Group and the Ibero-American Summit, between 2002 and 2008. Previously, from 1994 to 1997, he was Ambassador of Chile to Mexico and later served as Permanent Representative of Chile to the Organization of American States in Washington (1997-2000). 

Between June 2000 and June 2001 he was Director of the Diplomatic Academy “Andrés Bello”, after which he became Managing Director of Planning in the Ministry of Foreign Relations, until September 2002. He then took over as Director of Foreign Policy for the Chancery, and he remained in that position until March this year. He had already served in that position during the administration of President Patricio Aylwin (1990-1994). The career of Carlos Portales has been recognized by several countries such as Argentina, Austria, Brazil, Ecuador, Spain, Italy, Malta, Morocco, Mexico, Peru, Portugal, the Vatican and Venezuela, which have conferred numerous awards to Mr. Portales throughout his career.
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
