Excellency:

I have the honor to address Your Excellency, to convey, with regard to the protocolary meeting you have convened for Friday, April 5, 2013, to receive Mr. Federico Franco, the following comments by the Permanent Representatives of Bolivia, Ecuador, Nicaragua, and Venezuela:
The Permanent Council of the Organization of American States, at different meetings, has considered and analyzed the political situation of the Republic of Paraguay stemming from the removal from office of President Fernando Lugo by means of a political trial that has been challenged, and which culminated in a congressional coup d’état. That debate has not yet concluded and to date remains pending within this Organization.

In different regional and subregional forums, our Heads of State and Government have taken decisions and defined their positions with regard to the congressional coup d’état in Paraguay and the non-recognition of the de facto government.
The Permanent Council, at a special meeting held last March 15, in posthumous tribute to President Hugo Chávez Frías, unanimously recognized his humanism, leadership, solidarity, and contribution to building the unity of our peoples, so that the recent disrespectful statements by Mr. Federico Franco seeking to dishonor the memory of President Chávez, promoter and defender of Latin American and Caribbean integration, warrant rejection by this Organization.
