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I have the honor to address Your Excellency with reference to Note MPB-OEA-ND-067-13 dated June 6, 2013, from the Permanent Representative of Bolivia to the Organization of American States, Ambassador Diego Pary, to the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Guatemala and President of the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly of the OAS, Mr. Luis Fernando Carrera. In its Note, Bolivia states that it reserves the right to request that the topic “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” be addressed at future regular sessions of the OAS General Assembly.


In relation to this matter, the Government of Chile wishes to reaffirm what it stated in Note No. 118, dated May 29, 2013, sent to you, in your capacity as Chair of the Preparatory Committee of the OAS General Assembly.
