NOTE FROM THE PERMANENT MISSIONS OF BOLIVIA, ECUADOR, NICARAGUA, AND VENEZUELA REQUESTING THAT A SPECIAL MEETING OF THE PERMANENT COUNCIL BE CONVENED FOR MONDAY, JULY 8, 2013, AT 3:00 P.M.
         Washington, D.C., July 5, 2013

Excellency:

As you know, on July 2, 2013, the presidential airplane FAB-001, taking the President of the Plurinational State of Bolivia, Evo Morales Ayma, on his return route from Moscow to La Paz, was forced to land in Vienna, Austria, under extremely dangerous emergency conditions. Not only was the surprise decision to cancel the flyover and landing permits – granted beforehand by the respective authorities of France, Portugal, Italy, and Spain – a flagrant violation of international agreements and treaties in this area, but it also put the personal safety of the Bolivian leader at risk.
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Accordingly, considering the seriousness and scale of what took place and because this incident was an unprecedented aggression against a head of state of a member country of the Organization of American States, we are hereby requesting that you convene a special meeting of the Permanent Council of the Organization for Monday, July 8, 2013, at 3:00 p.m., to hear and consider the facts related to the above-mentioned incident, which stemmed from the decision by certain European governments. 

This request being made in accordance with article 37.b of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council of the Organization of American States.
