· He has practiced law twice in the private sector, with the Houston based firms of Vinson & Elkins, and Locke, Liddell, & Sapp, respectively.
· In addition to his work at The Aspen Institute, Mr. Ervin is a member of the Wartime Contracting Commission on Iraq and Afghanistan.  
· He was appointed by Secretary of Homeland Security Janet Napolitano to the Homeland Security Advisory Council. 
· He has been an analyst and contributor at CNN, where he focused on homeland security, national security, and intelligence issues, and he continues to appear as a guest commentator on that television network and other TV and radio networks. 
· He is frequently cited as an expert on these matters by major national and international publications, including The Wall Street Journal, Time magazine, and The Economist. His opinion pieces have appeared in, among other papers, The New York Times and The Washington Post. His book titled, “Open Target: Where America is Vulnerable to Attack,” was published in May, 2006.

Experto en el tema Acceso a la Información y Salud de la empresa Consent to Research.
	· John Wilbanks is the Chief Commons Officer at Sage Bionetworks and a Senior Fellow at the Ewing Marion Kauffman Foundation and at FasterCures. He runs the Consent to Research Project.
· Consent to Research (CtR) is a project that provides a platform for people to donate their health data for the purposes of scientific research and the advancement of medicine. Since health data is restricted and expensive, this project provides people the opportunity to freely donate information that can only positively benefit medicine and patients at large. 
· Consent to Research is connected the Access2Research project, which aims to free access over the Internet to scientific journal articles that are already taxpayer-funded. 
· Wilbanks founded the project in 2011.
· From 1994 to 1997, he worked in Washington, DC as a legislative aide to Congressman Fortney "Pete" Stark. 
· During this time Wilbanks was also a grassroots coordinator and fundraiser for the American Physical Therapy Association. 
· John was the Berkman Center for Internet & Society's first Assistant Director from the fall of 1998 to the summer of 2000. 
· Wilbanks led a “We the People” petition supporting the free access of taxpayer-funded research data, which gained over 65,000 signatures. 
· In February 2013, the White House responded, detailing a plan to freely publicize taxpayer-funded research data.

Dado que los datos de salud son limitados y caros, este proyecto ofrece a las personas la oportunidad de donar libremente información que sólo puede beneficiar positivamente la medicina y los pacientes en general.
· Consent to Research está conectado al proyecto Access2Research, cuyo objetivo es el libre acceso a través de Internet a artículos de revistas científicas que ya están financiado por los contribuyentes.
· Wilbanks fundó el proyecto en 2011.
· De 1994 a 1997, trabajó en Washington, DC como asistente legislativo del Congresista Fortney "Pete" Stark.
· Durante este tiempo Wilbanks era también coordinador de las bases y recaudador de fondos para la Asociación Americana de Terapia Física.
