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Ambassador Carmen Lomellin, Permanent Representative of the United States, chaired the regular meeting of the Permanent Council, which was called to order at 10:05 a.m.

1. Adoption of the order of business
The Council adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1751/10, without changes.

Celebration of the centenary of the OAS Headquarters Building


Before proceeding to the matters at hand, the Chair reminded the delegations that on April 26, 2010, the OAS headquarters building, known as the House of the Americas, had marked its 100th anniversary.

Welcome for the Permanent Representative of Chile

The Permanent Council welcomed Ambassador Darío Paya, Permanent Representative of Chile.  The delegations of Colombia, Canada, United States, Panama, Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, and Saint Kitts and Nevis, as well as the Secretary General, also took the floor to welcome Ambassador Paya.

2. Fourteenth quarterly report of the Secretary General on the Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia (MAPP/OEA) (CP/doc.4486/10)

The Secretary General of the OAS, Mr. José Miguel Insulza, presented the Fourteenth Quarterly Report on the Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia.  In this report, the Secretary General reiterated the commitment to and support for the peace process being pursued by the Government of Colombia, underscoring the need for joint efforts to strengthen and consolidate the progress achieved so far.


The Secretary General thanked all countries that contribute to the funding of this mission: Germany, Canada, Korea, Spain, United States, Guatemala, Mexico, Netherlands, Sweden, and Switzerland.

Thanking all the member states for their assistance to the Support Mission, the Permanent Representative of Colombia, Ambassador Luis Alfonso Hoyos, noted a reduction in the violence indicators.

In thanking the Secretary General for his report, the delegations of the United States, Guatemala, Panama, Peru, and Saint Kitts and Nevis reiterated their support for the Support Mission.

3. Report of the General Secretariat on invitations to the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly for which authorization by the Permanent Council is required, pursuant to Articles 9 and 10 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly  (CP/doc.4483/10 corr.1)
The Chair referred to the General Secretariat’s report in document CP/doc.4483/10 corr. 1, regarding invitations to the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly for which authorization by the Permanent Council is required, pursuant to Articles 9 and 10 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

The Delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela proposed the participation of the organization Petrocaribe.

The Council took note of the report presented by the Secretariat on invitations to the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly for which authorization by the Permanent Council is required.  It also approved the resolution to authorize the General Secretariat of the Organization to invite the United Nations specialized agencies and other specialized agencies of the inter-American system or sub-regional entities and organizations and agencies included in document CP/doc.4483/10.

4. Report of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities on applications by civil society organizations for inclusion in the official register of the OAS (CP/CISC-504/10)
Ambassador Luis Alfonso Hoyos, Permanent Representative of Colombia and Chair of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities, presented a report on the 12 applications from civil society organizations for inclusion in the official register of the OAS, contained in document CP/CISC-504/10.


The Council decided to include the following 12 civil society organizations in the official register of the OAS:

5. Continued consideration of the implementation of resolution CP/RES. 965 (1733/09) “Templates to be used by the Permanent Council for resolutions to be referred to the General Assembly for consideration”  (CP/doc.4484/10)

The Council Chair referred to the discussions on the use of templates and the need to recognize that during this first year of implementation of resolution CP/RES. 965 (1733/09) it was necessary to allocate more time to complete the costing of draft resolutions recommended by the Permanent Council Committees and other bodies for referral to the General Assembly. 

In order to agree on what has been considered with respect to this subject matter, the Chair stated, a working group was established, with Ambassador Hugo de Zela, Permanent Representative of Peru, as coordinator.  Expressing appreciation for the work undertaken by the group and by Ambassador de Zela, the Chair submitted the draft resolution, document CP/doc.4484/10, for consideration by the Council.

Permanent Representative of Chile, Ambassador Dario Paya, proposed the following amendment to the draft resolution:  under the preamble, completely eliminating paragraph 4 and inserting at the end of operative paragraphs 3, after the word “correctly”:  “and to define the course of action.”

The delegations of Canada, Bolivia, and Guatemala supported the proposal by Chile and joined the consensus.


The Permanent Council adopted the resolution entitled “Amendment to Resolution CP/RES. 965 (1733-1709): “Templates to be used by the Permanent Council for resolutions to be referred to the General Assembly for consideration.” The resolution was later published as CP/RES. 971 (1751-1710).

6. Third Forum of the Alliance of Civilizations, Río de Janeiro, Brazil, May 26 and 27, 2010. Presentation on the event by Mr. Marc Scheuer, Director of the Secretariat of the Alliance of Civilizations in New York.  Request by the Permanent Mission of Brazil (CP/INF.6037/10)

Mr. Marc Scheuer, Director of the Secretariat of the Alliance of Civilizations in New York, presented a report on the III Alliance of Civilizations Forum, slated for Río de Janeiro, Brazil, from May 26 to 27, 2010.


The delegations of Brazil, Ecuador, Mexico, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, as well as the Permanent Observer of Spain to the OAS, thanked Mr. Scheuer for his presentation.

7. Other business

· The Alternate Representative of the United States, Ms. Margarita Riva, spoke about the passing on April 20, 2010 of Ms. Dorothy Height, an outstanding leader of the civil rights movement in the United States.  The delegations of Argentina, Ecuador, the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, Saint Kitts and Nevis, and Uruguay shared their thoughts about the outstanding work she undertook during her long life. 

· The Permanent Representative of Mexico, Ambassador Gustavo Albin, spoke about the “Immigration, Law Enforcement, and Safe Neighborhoods” law, signed by the Governor of the State of Arizona, Janice Brewer.  He then read a release issued by the government of his country outlining its position on the matter.   The delegations of Bolivia, Guatemala, Ecuador, United States, El Salvador, Panama, Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, Paraguay, and Uruguay, as well as the Secretary General, spoke on this issue.

· The Permanent Representative of Canada, Ambassador Graeme Clark, referred to the situation in Nicaragua.  The delegations of the United States and Panama also took the floor to speak on this matter.  Speaking as well, the Permanent Representative of Nicaragua, Ambassador Denis Moncada, rejected any interference in the internal affairs of Nicaragua.
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The Permanent Representative of Peru, Ambassador Hugo de Zela, spoke about the draft resolution on strengthening human rights pursuant to the Summits of the Americas mandates that were being considered by the CAJP.  In that regard, he protested the note included on the costing of the issues of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights.  The delegations of Argentina and Costa Rica spoke about this topic as well.
· Ambassador de Zela then noted that on March 11, 2010 the Executive Council of the Judiciary of Peru had established a specialized court to execute supra-national sentences in criminal human rights issues.
· Ambassador de Zela spoke about the upcoming fortieth regular session of the General Assembly to be held in Lima, Peru, reminding the delegations that they should advise of their accommodation needs by May 3, 2010.

· The Permanent Council bade farewell to Ambassador Anthony Johnson, who was concluding his tour of duty as Permanent Representative of Jamaica to the OAS. The Permanent Council bade Ambassador Johnson farewell with a round of applause.
There being no further matters to consider, the meeting was adjourned at 1:15 p.m.
