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The Permanent Council held a special meeting under the chairmanship of Ambassador Gillian M.S. Bristol, Permanent Representative of Grenada to the Organization of American States.  The meeting was called to order at 11:07 a.m.

1. Adoption of the order of business (CP/OD-1808/11) 

The Council adopted the draft order of business (CP/OD-1808/11), without any changes.

2. Report of the Joint OAS/CARICOM Electoral Observation Mission in Haiti 

Ambassador Colin Granderson, CARICOM Deputy Secretary-General, presented the report of the Chief of the Joint OAS/CARICOM Electoral Observation Mission in Haiti and thanked the delegations that contributed financially to the joint mission.

The delegations of Brazil, Haiti, Mexico, Panama, Uruguay, and Guyana–representing the CARICOM countries–congratulated Ambassador Colin Granderson for presenting the Report.

The delegations of Brazil, Canada, Haiti, Uruguay, and Guyana–representing the CARICOM countries–congratulated the Haitian people and government on the outcome of this democratic process.

The delegations of the United States and Mexico applauded the results of the joint mission, particularly in the second round.

The Secretary General acknowledged the mission's capacity and political strength to remain calm in the midst of difficulties and to find solutions to the problems that arose, in order to continue moving towards the successful completion of this electoral mission.

3. Consideration of the draft resolution “Climate change in the countries of the Hemisphere” (CP/doc.4560/11)

The delegation of Bolivia withdrew proposed operative paragraphs 3, 6, 9 and 9bis, reaffirmed the footnote in the seventh preambular paragraph, and included new footnotes in operative paragraphs 3 and 6.


The delegation of Mexico requested the inclusion of a footnote in the sixth operative paragraph and referral of this draft resolution to the General Committee of the General Assembly.

The delegations of the United States, Peru, and Venezuela indicated that there was no disagreement from any delegation concerning the text of the resolution.

The Permanent Council referred the draft resolution to the General Assembly with the recommendation that it be referred to the General Committee of the General Assembly.

4. Consideration of the draft resolution “The Americas as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone” (CP/CSH-1295/11) rev. 5)

The delegation of Bolivia withdrew the ad referéndum.

The Permanent Council decided to refer to the General Assembly the draft resolution agreed upon by consensus.
5. Presentation and consideration of the draft "Declaration on Haiti” (CP/doc.4562/11)
The delegation of Haiti presented the draft declaration.

The delegations of Argentina and Venezuela thanked the Delegation of Haiti for presenting the draft declaration.

The delegation of Argentina requested the deletion of the last sentence of the ninth paragraph, which reads "adhering to the objectives of aid effectiveness."

The delegation of Brazil requested the removal of the word "clear" from the last paragraph.


The Permanent Council agreed upon the draft declaration, with the changes presented, and forwarded it to the General Assembly, with the recommendation that it be adopted.

6. Report of the Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs on the Committee’s work during the 2010-2011 period, and presentation of draft resolutions for submission to the General Assembly

Ambassador Hugo de Zela, Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP), presented the report of the Committee.

The delegation of Mexico congratulated the Committee Chair for his work on the CAJP, and referred to the draft resolution "Strengthening of the inter-American human rights system pursuant to the mandates arising from the Summits of the Americas," expressing his willingness to find consensus language without weakening the inter-American human rights system.

The delegation of Costa Rica thanked the Chair for his presentation and withdrew the ad referendum in the draft resolution entitled "Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights," which was agreed upon by consensus.
The delegation of Bolivia kept the ad referendum on the draft resolution entitled "Protecting Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms while Countering Terrorism."
The delegation of Canada introduced a footnote in the draft resolution entitled "Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance," and this was agreed upon ad referendum of the delegation of Ecuador.
The Permanent Council decided to refer to the General Assembly thirty one draft resolutions, twenty five of which were agreed upon by consensus; 2 ad referendum; and 4 were considered and transmitted with the recommendation that they be referred to the General Committee of the General Assembly.

7. Report of the Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs on the Committee’s work from July 2009 to May -2011

Ambassador Héctor Virgilio Alcántara, Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP), presented the report of the Committee.

The delegation of Brazil thanked the Chair of the CAAP for presenting the Committee's report and supported the recommendations contained therein.


The Permanent Council took note of the report of the Committee and decided to refer to the General Assembly the two draft resolutions previously agreed upon by the CAAP.

8. Report of the Chair of the General Committee on the Committee’s work during the 2010-2011 period, and presentation of draft resolutions for submission to the General Assembly

Ambassador José Enrique Castillo, Vice Chair of the General Committee of the Permanent Council, presented the report of the Committee.


The delegations of Panama and the United States thanked the Vice Chair of the Committee for his work.


The delegation of the United States introduced a footnote in operative paragraph eleven of the draft resolution "Promotion of Corporate Social Responsibility in the Hemisphere."

The delegation of Argentina removed the ad referendum on the draft resolution entitled "Attention to Migratory Flows in the Americas with a Human Rights Perspective," and dissociated itself from the consensus. The Delegation also expressed concern that the General Assembly was considering a draft resolution that singled out extra-regional migration flows, as this was discriminatory.

The Permanent Council took note of the position outlined by the delegation of Argentina and decided to transmit to the General Assembly the nine draft resolutions previously agreed upon by the Committee, including the draft resolution entitled "Attention to Migratory Flows in the Americas with a Human Rights Perspective," which was agreed upon ad referendum of the quorum.

9. Report of the Chair of the Special Committee on Migration Issues on the Committee’s work from July 2010-2011 period

Ambassador Hugo Saguier, Chair of the Special Committee on Migration Issues (CEAM), presented the report of the Committee.


The Permanent Council took note of the Report.

10. Adoption of the minutes CP/ACTA 1803/11

The Permanent Council adopted the minutes without any changes.

11. Other business
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The Chair acknowledged the work done by all of the Committees and expressed appreciation for the work done by the General Secretariat staff.

There being no further matters to consider, the meeting was adjourned at 1:52 p.m.
