The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Jorge Skinner-Klée, Permanent Representative of Guatemala to the Organization of American States (OAS).
1. Adoption of the order of business

The Permanent Council adopted the draft order of business, document CP/OD-1819/11, without changes.
2. Consideration of the draft resolution “Transfer of funds between chapters of the Program-Budget for 2011”
The Chair of the Permanent Council referred to the urgent financial situation facing the Organization and to the challenges the General Secretariat was facing in carrying out its fiduciary duties. He said this issue had been discussed by the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary, which developed a plan to address those obligations. 
The Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs, Ambassador John Beale, Permanent Representative of Barbados, presented a report on the subject and submitted the draft resolution entitled "Transfer of funds between chapters of the program-budget for 2011," document CP/doc.4661/11, which was adopted without any changes.
After the draft resolution was adopted, the representatives of Panama, Mexico, Colombia, Ecuador, United States, Peru, Dominica, Uruguay, and Venezuela spoke on the issue, noting in particular the need to put back the corresponding amount of resources into the Regular Fund's Reserve Fund. They also reflected on the need for the measure adopted not to become a practice to solve the institution's liquidity problems, and that the resolution should be an exceptional measure. They spoke as well about the need to develop short- and long-term strategies for addressing difficulties.
The delegation of Uruguay reflected on the inordinate number of mandates given to the organization and on the need for them to be fewer. The delegation of Venezuela proposed embarking on a process of reflection on the member states' vision for the OAS.
Following a presentation by the Secretary for Administration and Finance of his views on the subject matter, the Chair of the Council stressed that the decision taken was an extreme solution to an extreme situation, and that he hoped the deliberations on the matter would continue between member states and the Secretary General.  He further explained that one solution could be quota increases or staff cuts. 
3. Convening of the Third Meeting of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime Request by the Permanent Mission of  Trinidad and Tobago (CP/INF.6312/11 and CP/doc.4662/11)
The Alternate Representative of Trinidad and Tobago, Colonel Colin Mitchell, made ​​a presentation on the preparatory process for the Third Meeting of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime and on the topics to be discussed during the meeting; and introduced the draft resolution for its convocation.

The Permanent Council adopted the draft resolution for the Third Meeting of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime to be held in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, on November 16, 2011.  The resolution was subsequently published as CP/RES. 991 (1819/11).
4. Progress Report on the Dialogue on the Effectiveness of the Implementation of the Inter-American Democratic Charter
The Permanent Council Chair presented a document/guide summarizing the comments and suggestions made by delegations, concerning the chapters considered at the meetings held by the Permanent Council on May 4, June 29, August 2 and 31, and September 21, 2011. The Chair described the document CP/doc.4663/11 as a first attempt to identify areas of consensus and convergence of views to facilitate subsequent implementation of the mandates of the General Assembly resolutions on the issue. 
The delegations of the Dominican Republic, Argentina, Peru, Mexico, Chile, Venezuela, Uruguay, and Bolivia underscored the importance of the Inter-American Democratic Charter and its role, as well as the importance of fulfilling the General Assembly mandate that requires the preparation and submission of a final report containing the outcome of the dialogue, held under the purview of the Permanent Council, on the effectiveness of the implementation of Charter. They proposed that an informal meeting of the Permanent Council be convened to discuss how to structure the report. They also noted that it would be useful for report to include the results of the meeting held in Valparaiso, Chile, to commemorate the tenth anniversary of the Charter.
The Permanent Council agreed to continue deliberating on the preparation of the final report on the subject.
5. Other business
· The Permanent Council bade farewell to Ambassador Jorge Skinner-Klée, who was concluding his tour of duty as Permanent Representative of Chile to the OAS.
