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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Duly Brutus, Permanent Representative of Haiti to the Organization of American States (OAS).  It began at 10:18 a.m.
1. Adoption of the order of business
The Chair submitted the draft order of business, document CP/OD-1838/12, for consideration by the Permanent Council. It was adopted without change.
2. Presentation by the President of the European Court of Human Rights, Judge Nicolas Bratza 
The Chair extended a warm welcome to Judge Nicolas Bratza, President of the European Court of Human Rights. 
Judge Bratza gave a detailed presentation on the functioning of the European Court, the mechanisms used for admitting cases before that Court, and its powers to settle cases. 
Judge Bratza mentioned that over the years, the European Court of Human Rights has had direct contact with the Inter-American Court of Human Rights. He noted as well the recent visit by the President, during which initiatives for exchanges between the two Courts were considered.  Judge Bratza concluded by expressing his hope for continued close communication between the two bodies.
After the presentation, representatives of the following delegations took the floor:  United States, Haiti, Canada, El Salvador, Honduras, Brazil, Mexico, Guatemala, Dominican Republic, Argentina, and Uruguay. They thanked Judge Bratza for his visit and for the presentation. They further expressed appreciation for the initiative of the Permanent Observer Mission of France to facilitate the meeting.
It should be noted that the meeting was attended by the President of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR), Dr. Dinah Shelton; Mr. José de Jesús Orozco, First Vice President of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights; and the Executive Secretary of the Commission, Mr. Santiago Cantón.
The Permanent Council took note of the presentation by Judge Nicolas Bratza and the comments of the delegations.
3.
Report of the Style Committee of the General Assembly at its forty-second special session (CP/doc.4684/12)

The Chair of the Style Committee, Ms. Sandra Mikan, Alternate Representative of Colombia, presented the report on the work done to review the resolution adopted by the General Assembly at its forty-second special session, held on October 31, 2011.
It thus reported that the Style Committee was composed of the delegation of Canada, for French; the delegation of Brazil, for Portuguese; the delegation of the United States, for English; and the delegation of Colombia, for Spanish; and that the Committee meeting held on February 6, 2012 was also attended by the delegation of Mexico. 
The Permanent Council took note of the report on the work of the Style Committee of the forty-second special session of the General Assembly and thanked Ms. Sandra Mikan and the other members of the Committee for their work.
