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Record of the special meeting held on March 29, 2012, to receive His Excellency Ricardo Patiño, Minister of Foreign Affairs, Trade and, Integration of Ecuador 


The Permanent Council held a special meeting to receive His Excellency Ricardo Patiño, Minister of Foreign Affairs, Trade and, Integration of Ecuador. The meeting, chaired by Ambassador Duly Brutus, Permanent Representative of Haiti, began at 3:15 p.m.
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The Chair extended a warm welcome to Minister Patiño and to the delegation accompanying him. Minister Ricardo Patiño then addressed the Permanent Council and gave an exhaustive presentation on the position of his country’s government vis-à-vis the hearing that the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights had been asked to hold regarding the case of the newspaper El Universo. During his presentation, Minister Patiño underscored the achievements of the administration he represented and expressed concern at the work being carried out by the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights and by the Rapporteurship for Freedom of Expression. 


The representatives of Nicaragua, the United States, Venezuela, Argentina, Canada, Bolivia, Panama, and El Salvador also spoke about the matter addressed by Minister Patiño. The full text of the speeches may be found in the meeting minutes, CP/ACTA 1845/12.
