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The special meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Stephen Vasciannie, Permanent Representative of Jamaica to the Organization of American States (OAS). It was called to order at 3:20 p.m.
1. Adoption of the order of business (CP/OD-1864/12)

The Council adopted the order of business (CP/OD-1864/12).
2. Preparatory work for the twenty-seventh Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs

The Chair spoke about the notice of convocation of the Twenty-Seventh Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs through resolution CP/RES. 1005 (1863/12) to be held on Friday, August 24, 2012 at 11:00 a.m. at the headquarters of the Organization, recalling that Article 63 of the OAS Charter states that the agenda and rules of procedure for the Meeting of Consultation shall be prepared by the Permanent Council and referred to the Meeting of Consultation for adoption. 

· Consideration of the Draft Agenda (CP/doc.4796/12)

The delegation of Brazil requested that the phrase "come to an agreement" in agenda item 2 be changed to read "do an analysis of the measures to be taken." The delegation of Panama agreed with Brazil's proposal.

The Permanent Representative of Ecuador, Ambassador María Isabel Salvador, explained that, according to the practice, the draft agenda should depend on the convocation notice issued by the Permanent Council and that changing its language was unnecessary. She proposed including in the Portuguese text the word corresponding to the term in Spanish. 

The Permanent Mission of Dominica proposed changing item 2 to "consideration of appropriate responses," while the Permanent Representative of Venezuela proposed that the phrase "adoption of appropriate measures" be included. The delegation of Brazil supported the proposal of Venezuela. 

The delegations of Argentina, Canada, and Nicaragua  supported Ecuador's proposal to not change the language. Following this, the delegation of Brazil withdrew its initial proposal.

The Draft Agenda of the twenty-seventh Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, document CP/doc.4796/12, was adopted without changes.
· Consideration of the Draft Rules of Procedure (CP/doc.4797/12 corr. 1)

The Draft Rules of Procedure of the twenty-seventh Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, document CP/doc.4797/12 corr. 1, was adopted without any changes.
· Establishment of the order of precedence of the delegations of the:
· Member States
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Pursuant to Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the order of precedence among the member states was established by lot, and it was established that the delegation of the Dominican Republic would be first in the order of precedence among the member states. The remaining delegations will follow it in the Spanish alphabetical order. 
· Permanent Observers

Pursuant to Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the order of precedence among the permanent observers was established by lot.  The delegation of Algeria will be first in the order of precedence among the permanent observers. 

The Chair recalled as well that, according to Article 64 of the Charter of the Organization, "[i]f, for exceptional reasons, a Minister of Foreign Affairs is unable to attend the meeting, he shall be represented by a special delegate."

The delegation of Canada stressed the importance of the permanent observers being given an opportunity to speak during the sessions of the Meeting of Consultation.
3. Other business

There being no further matters to consider, the meeting was adjourned at 4:05 p.m.
