Record of the Joint Meeting of the Permanent Council and 
the Inter-American Council for Integral development (CIDI),

held on September 6, 2012

The joint meeting was co-chaired by Ambassador Stephen Vasciannie, Permanent Representative of Jamaica and Chair of the Permanent Council, and Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez, Alternate Representative of Panama and Vice Chair of CIDI, and was called to order at 1:10 p.m.

1. Adoption of order of business 

The Permanent Council Chair, Ambassador Stephen Vasciannie, presented the draft order of business, which the Permanent Council and CIDI adopted as document CP/OD-1868/12 without any changes.

2.
Installation of the Working Group on the Social Charter of the Americas

Before moving to install the Working Group, the Vice Chair of CIDI, Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez, recalled the entry into force of resolution AG/RES. 2739 (XLII-O/12) “Optimization of the Structure of Inter-American Council for Integral Development,” which eliminated CEPCIDI. He spoke as well about the adoption of the Social Charter of the Americas by the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session, held in June 2012. In this regard, and taking into consideration the work to be undertaken by the Joint Working Group in the future, he proposed adjusting its name to “Joint Working Group of the Permanent Council and CIDI on the Draft Plan of Action of the Social Charter of the Americas.”


The Permanent Council and CIDI approved the proposed adjustment to the name of the Joint Working Group, and proceeded to its installation.

3. Election of the Chair of the Joint Working Group of the Permanent Council and CIDI on the Draft Plan of Action of the Social Charter of the Americas 
The election of the Chair of the Joint Working Group of the Permanent Council and CIDI on the Draft Plan of Action of the Social Charter of the Americas was conducted under the chairmanship of Ambassador Stephen Vasciannie, Chair of the Permanent Council. 


On a motion by the Permanent Representative of Canada, Ambassador Allan Culham, seconded by the Permanent Representative of Colombia, Ambassador Andrés Gonzáles, the Permanent Council and CIDI by acclamation elected the Permanent Representative of Peru, Ambassador Walter Albán, to serve as Chair of the Joint Working Group, whose mandate, as decided by the General Assembly through resolution AG/RES. 2699 (XLII-O/12), “Social Charter of the Americas: Renewal of the Hemispheric Commitment to Fight Poverty in the Region,” shall be in keeping with the provisions and regulations established by the Permanent Council for its subsidiary bodies.

 
Ambassador Albán, thanking the delegations of Canada and Colombia for nominating him, ​​ assured the Permanent Council and CIDI of his commitment to the work he will be undertaking at the helm of the Working Group.
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The Secretary General’s Chief of Staff, Ambassador Hugo de Zela, recalled the mandate that the General Assembly had assigned the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development through the aforementioned resolution AG/RES. 2699 (XLII-O/12), “....to prepare the proposed draft Plan of Action, conceived for the attainment of specific, feasible goals, on the basis of the preambular and operative sections of the Social Charter of the Americas and taking into account the existing mandates related to its structure, with a view to its presentation to the member states for consideration no later than August 31, 2012.” Accordingly, and given that the deadline had passed, Ambassador de Zela said that the Executive Secretariat’s proposal would be ready as soon as possible.

4.
Other business

There being no other matters to consider, the joint meeting was adjourned at 1:27 p.m. under the chairmanship of Ambassador Stephen Vasciannie, Chair of the Permanent Council.
