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The Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) held a joint meeting on November 28, 2012, to receive the report of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) on the activities assigned to the OAS by the Sixth Summit of the Americas. 
The meeting was co-chaired by Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Joel Hernández García, Permanent Representative of Mexico, and the Vice Chair of CIDI, Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez, Alternate Representative of Panama.
Beginning at 12:45 p.m., the meeting adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1882/12, without changes.

The Vice Chair recalled that through resolution AG/RES. 2737 (XLII-O/12), adopted at the forty-second regular session, the General Assembly resolved to request the CISC to present, during the third quarter of 2012, a report on the activities assigned to the OAS by the Summit of the Americas.  The General Assembly also resolved that the report should be presented at a joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, for both bodies to promote the incorporation of the mandates into the Organization's programs and formalization of the instruction, as a matter of priority.
The Chair of the CISC, Ambassador Andrés González, Permanent Representative of Colombia, presented the report, document CP/CISC-645/12 rev.1, which covered the work done pursuant to the mandates relating to the issues of drugs. On this subject, it was reported that the Secretariat had been making progress on the study mandated by the Heads of State and Government and that a comprehensive analytical report on policies applied in the Americas would be prepared, highlighting the strengths, successes, weaknesses, and the current and future challenges. Thus, the conclusions of the analytical report will form the basis for a scenarios report on which a rigorous strategic dialogue will be structured and which will establish a complete catalog of options. 
Regarding the phase for implementation and follow-up of the Summits process, it was reported that the activities were within the purview of the pillars, activities, and programs of the OAS: integration of physical infrastructure in the America; poverty, inequality, and inequity; disaster reduction and risk management; access to and use of information and communication technology; and citizen security and transnational organized crime.

There were also reports on a variety of specific programs and initiatives undertaken by the OAS in relation to the mandates from the Sixth Summit, such as the Inter-American Social Protection Network, the OAS Scholarship Program, the Rowe Fund, the Meta-Portal of Open Educational Resources, the MuNet e-Government, and the Inter-American Network on Government Procurement, among others.
Comments were offered by the delegations of Nicaragua, Peru, United States, and Dominica on the report and the activities and programs that undertaken by the OAS. They also acknowledged the work carried out by the Inter-American Summits Secretariat of the OAS General Secretariat.

Following the presentations by the delegations, the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development took note thereof and of the report of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities, in accordance with the mandates contained in resolution AG/RES. 2737 (XLII-O/12) of the General Assembly.
