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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Walter Albán, Permanent Representative of Peru to the Organization of American States (OAS). It was called to order at 10:38 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with representatives of the following states in attendance:  Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business 
The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1938/13, as submitted. 
After calling the meeting to order, Ambassador Walter Albán, Permanent Representative of Peru, made some introductory remarks about the working agenda of the Permanent Council and the Organization as he assumed the chairmanship. 
2. Presentation of the forty-ninth report of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund Committee. Request by the Permanent Mission of Antigua and Barbuda
The Chair of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund Committee, Ambassador Deborah-Mae Lovell, Permanent Representative of Antigua and Barbuda, presented the report, document CP/doc.4940/13.  An informational video on the achievements of some of the students that have benefited from the Fund was also shown.
The delegations of the United States, Chile, Dominica, Saint Lucia, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Guyana, Honduras, Paraguay, Dominican Republic, Canada, and Mexico commented on the report.
The Permanent Council:
· Took note of the forty-ninth activities report of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund Committee for the period January 1 to December 31, 2012.
3. Adoption of the following Permanent Council meeting minutes:
The Permanent Council adopted the following minutes:
· CP/ACTA 1894/13, of the special meeting held on February 6, 2013.
· CP/ACTA 1897/13, of the special meeting held on February 15, 2013.
· CP/ACTA 1907/13, of the special meeting held on March 15, 2013.
4. Other business
· The Chair of the Permanent Council expressed solidarity with Ambassador Martín Sannemann, Permanent Representative of Paraguay, who was going through a difficult family situation. 
· The Alternate Representative of Colombia, Mr. José Luis Ramírez, referred to the September 22, 2013 death of Colombian writer and poet Alvaro Mutis, paying tribute to the work of renowned writer.  
· Referring as well to the passing of Mr. Mutis, the Permanent Representative of Mexico expressed condolences to the Permanent Representative of Colombia, Ambassador Andrés González, on the death of his sister. He then reminded the delegations that the schedule had been distributed for the Permanent Council meeting to be held on October 28, to mark the tenth anniversary of the adoption of the Declaration on Security in the Americas. He then spoke about a ruling by his country's Supreme Court, on September 3, 2013, regarding the hierarchical relationship between the Constitution and international treaties ratified by Mexico; and about a special session that the Inter-American Court of Human Rights had scheduled to be held in his country, from October 7-11, 2013.
· The Permanent Representative of El Salvador, Ambassador Joaquín Maza, warmly welcomed Colombia to SICA, which it had joined as a regional observer, then expressed concern about a press release issued by the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights on October 1, 2013, about the consolidation of democracy and the rule of law in his country.
· The Permanent Representative of Guatemala, Ambassador Rodrigo Vielmann, spoke about the activities of the Art Museum of the Americas and the funding needed for them. Ambassador Vielmann invited the delegations to a photo exhibition, organized by the Museum, featuring the indigenous peoples of the Americas. It was scheduled to run from October 9 to November 1, 2013.
· The Alternate Representative of Uruguay, Mr. Pedro Valenzuela, extended an invitation to the launch of the English translation of the book “Witness: The Selected Poems of Mario Benedetti.” Scheduled to be held on October 10, 2013, the event was being organized by the Permanent Mission of Uruguay in conjunction with the Permanent Observer Mission of Spain.
There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 5:54 p.m.
