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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Pedro Vergés, Permanent Representative of the Dominican Republic to the Organization of American States (OAS). The meeting was called to order at 10:18 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with representatives of the following states in attendance: Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business
The delegations of the Dominican Republic, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, and Jamaica, presented their respective views on the inclusion of item 5 on the order of business for the meeting.
The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1955/13 rev.1, as submitted.
2. Convocation of the Sixth Meeting of the REMJA Working Group on Legal Cooperation on Criminal Matters
The Permanent Mission of Brazil requested that the item be included on the agenda for this regular meeting, and further requested the distribution of a draft resolution for consideration and approval of the Permanent Council, through note CP/doc.4957/14.
In response to the above-mentioned request, the Permanent Council heard the presentation made by the delegation of Brazil following which, there being no objection, it adopted resolution CP/RES.  1025 (1955/14).
3. Update on preparations for the Pan American and Parapan American Games, Toronto, Canada 2015
The Permanent Mission of Canada requested inclusion of this item on the agenda for the regular meeting, through note (CP/INF.6862/14. The Permanent Council heard the presentation by the Permanent Representative of Canada to the OAS, Ambassador Allan Culham, which was accompanied by visual aids in Spanish and English.
The Council took note of the presentation by the delegation of Canada and of the statements made ​​by delegations of Peru and Mexico on this subject.
4. Report by the Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs on issues considered by the CAAP
The Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP) presented reports on two issues considered by the CAAP.  
The first of those reports, on the Classification of the Mandates of the CAAP, was delivered by the Chair of the CAAP, Permanent Representative of Canada to the OAS, Ambassador Allan Culham, drawing on document CP/CAAP-3283/14.
The delegations of the United States and the Dominican Republic commented on this first report.  The Council then took note of the report and the statements made by delegations and placed on record in the minutes that the issue of classification of mandates will be included again during a regular Council meeting, once the other reports from all the Committees of the Council and CIDI are received. At that time, the Council will take the appropriate decision. 
The second report, on the Analysis of Specific Funds for the third quarter of 2013, was delivered by the Chair of the CAAP Working Group to Conduct the Technical Review of the Program-Budget, Alternate Representative of Mexico to the OAS Alberto Castillo, drawing on document CP/CAAP-3282/14.
The delegations of the Panama and Brazil commented on this second report. Next, the Council took note of the report presented and the statements made ​​by delegations, and invited the CAAP to continue to monitor this issue when considering future OAS quarterly management reports and, when it deems it appropriate, to again refer the results of its analysis to this Council. The Council suggested as well that input received at this meeting concerning the issue should be also considered by the Council's Working Group on the Strategic Vision of the Organization.
5. Preliminary observations on the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) visit to the Dominican Republic 
On behalf of CARICOM, the Permanent Mission of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines requested the inclusion of the item on the agenda for this regular meeting, by note CP/INF.6864/14. The Permanent Council heard the presentation by Permanent Representative of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines to the OAS Ambassador La Celia Prince, which was accompanied by an Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) presentation, delivered by the Commissioner Rosa María Ortiz, IACHR Rapporteur for the Dominican Republic. 
The Council took note of the presentations of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines and of the IACHR, as well as the statements made by the delegations of the Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Haiti, Jamaica, and Mexico on this subject.
6. Other business
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The delegation of Uruguay reported on the Third Meeting of States Parties to the American Convention on Human Rights, held in Montevideo, Uruguay, on January 21 and 22, 2014.  The delegation made mention of the Declaration adopted; the OAS General Secretariat's participation; and specific aspects such as dialogue about the headquarters of the IACHR and the agreement for the Fourth Meeting of States Parties to be held in Haiti. 
· The delegation of Uruguay also mentioned the statement made on February 4, 2014 by the Undersecretary of Foreign Affairs, Luis Porto, Head of the Delegation of Uruguay to the 109th Session of the International Narcotics Control Board, held in Vienna from February 3 to 7, 2014.
· The Chair of the Working Group of the Permanent Council on the Strategic Vision of the OAS, Permanent Representative of Mexico, Ambassador Emilio Rabasa, thanked the regional coordinators for taking part in the Group's recent discussions and announced that the proposal of the Chair on a "Strategic Vision Statement" would be presented on Monday, February 24, during the meeting of the Working Group.
· The delegations of the United States, Canada, Peru, Panama, Venezuela, Ecuador, Chile, Bolivia, Colombia, Mexico, Nicaragua, Dominica, Argentina, Uruguay, and Costa Rica expressed their views on the situation in Venezuela. 
· The delegations of Antigua and Barbuda and Saint Lucia spoke about the celebrations of the Day of Women of the Americas (February 18, 2014 ) and the 20th anniversary of the adoption of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment and Eradication of Violence against Women (Convention of Belém do Pará). In response to a formal request from the President of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) to the Chair of the Permanent Council, the delegations were provided with a document containing information about these celebrations (CP/INF.6866/14).
There being no further matters to consider, the meeting was adjourned at 2:29 p.m.
