The meeting was first addressed by: Ambassador Pedro Vergés, Permanent Representative of the Dominican Republic and Chair of the OAS Permanent Council; the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Paraguay, Ambassador Eladio Loizaga; and Mr. José Miguel Insulza, Secretary General of the Organization of American States.
In the course of the meeting, the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Paraguay officially proposed to the Permanent Council that the core theme of the forty-fourth regular session of the OAS General Assembly should be “Development with Social Inclusion.”
Representatives of the following OAS member states then took the floor: Mexico, United States, Colombia, Barbados, Canada, Venezuela, Trinidad and Tobago, Uruguay, Bolivia, Brazil, Haiti, Guatemala, the Dominican Republic and Argentina.
