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The meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Pedro Vergés, Permanent Representative of the Dominican Republic to the Organization of American States (OAS). The meeting was called to order at 10:32 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business
The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1948/13 rev. 1 without any changes. 
Before turning to the items on the order of business, the Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Pedro Vergés, invited the room to keep a minute of silence in memory of Adolfo Suárez, the so-called “architect of democratic Spain” and President of the Spanish Government from 1976 and 1981, who will be remembered for his stewardship of the country's transition from a dictatorial regime to democracy. President Suárez died on March 23, 2014.
2. Commemoration of International Women’s Day, March 8
The Permanent Mission of Mexico requested the inclusion of this item on the meeting's agenda by note CP/INF.6892/14.
In keeping with the foregoing, the Permanent Council heard a presentation from the Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM), Ambassador Carmen Moreno, following which the majority of member state delegations offered comments.
The Permanent Council took note of the presentation and the comments thereon.
3. Reports of the Inspector General Mechanism for consultation by member states
The Chair of the Permanent Council presented his proposal on the mechanism for consultation of reports of the Inspector General by member states, which was prepared in coordination with officers of the General Secretariat and the Inspector General himself, and published as document CP/doc.4975/14.
The delegation of the United States then made some remarks.
The Council decided to forward the document to the CAAP for consideration.
4. Implementation Plan for the Evaluation of the OAS Scholarship and Training Program
The Permanent Representative of Uruguay and Vice Chair of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), Ambassador Milton Romani, presented the “Implementation Plan for the Evaluation of the OAS Scholarship and Training Program,” document CP/doc.4973/14.
The delegations of Trinidad and Tobago and the Bahamas then took the floor.

The Council decided to forward the document to the CAAP for consideration.

5. Results of the process of classification of mandates on integral development
The Permanent Representative of Uruguay and Vice Chair of the CIDI, Ambassador Milton Romani, presented the “Results of the Process of Classification of Mandates on Integral Development,” document CP/doc.4972/14.
The Representative of Trinidad and Tobago then took the floor.

The Council took note of the report's presentation and the comments thereon and noted for the record that further consideration will be given to the mandate classification issue at a regular meeting of the Council once all the other reports have been received from the Council's committees. Thereupon, the Council will adopt the appropriate decision.
6. Draft Resolution of the Permanent Council: Convocation of a special session of the OAS General Assembly
By note CP/doc.4978/14, the Permanent Mission of Guatemala requested the inclusion of this item on the meeting's agenda as well as the distribution of a draft resolution for consideration and adoption by the Permanent Council.
Pursuant to the foregoing, the Permanent Council heard a presentation from the delegation of Guatemala and comments from the delegations of the United States, Canada, Uruguay, Mexico, Peru, and Guatemala. The Council then proceeded to make an amendment to the text of the draft and adopted resolution CP/RES. 1028 (1960/14).
7. The White Helmets Initiative in the Framework of the OAS:  Past, Present, and Future
The Permanent Mission of Argentina requested the inclusion of this item on the meeting's agenda by note CP/INF.6904/14.
The delegation of Antigua and Barbuda then took the floor to comment.

The Permanent Council took note of the presentation and the comments thereon.
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Other business

· The delegation of Paraguay paid homage to the exemplary life of Mr. Luis María Duarte, a Paraguayan citizen and member of the National Democratic Institute, who was killed in a terrorist attack on March 20 while serving on an electoral mission in Kabul, Afghanistan.
· The delegation of Venezuela expressed concern about the potential scope of memoranda of understanding signed by the General Secretariat with external entities. 
· The delegations of Venezuela, Peru, Haiti, Nicaragua, Argentina, Dominica, and Panama, as well as the Chief of Staff of the Secretary General, exchanged opinions on the signing of a memorandum of understanding between the OAS and the Peruvian Congress, scheduled for March 31, 2014.
· The Permanent Observer of Spain added his condolences for the unfortunate demise of Mr. Luis María Duarte; noted the importance of the commemoration of International Women's Day, and expressed his gratitude for the minute of silence kept for the death of Adolfo Suárez, President of the Spanish Government from 1976 to 1981.
· Finally, the Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Pedro Vergés, offered words of farewell and thanks upon the conclusion of his term as Chair of the Council.
There being no further matters to consider, the meeting was adjourned at 2:40 p.m.
