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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Milton Romani Gerner, Vice Chair of the Council and Permanent Representative of Uruguay to the Organization of American States (OAS). The meeting was called to order at 3:48 p.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business 
The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1965/14 rev. 1 without any changes. 
2. Consideration of the draft declaration on the electoral process in Haiti,  CP/doc.4983/14 rev. 2
This document had been submitted for the delegations to study at the Council meeting of April 23, on which occasion more time was requested for consultations.  Based on the recommendations of language it had received from several delegations, the Permanent Mission of Haiti submitted for the Council's consideration a version of the draft declaration, corresponding to revision 2 of the original document.

The Council endorsed the new language submitted by Haiti, thereby approving its Declaration CP/DEC. 53 (1965/14): “The Electoral Process in Haiti.”
3. Election of one member of the Board of External Auditors to serve out the term of a member who resigned
Mr. Christopher H. Flaggs, the U.S. State Department’s Deputy Chief Financial Officer, was elected by the Board on a motion by the United States, CP/doc.4984/14, to serve the remainder of Mr. James Millette's term on the Board of External Auditors.
4. Election of a Permanent Council representative to the OAS Retirement and Pension Committee
The Council decided to postpone this election until after further consultations amongst the delegations. 
5. Presentation of the results of the mandates classification process undertaken by the General Committee of the Permanent Council
The Activities Report of the Informal Working Group to Review the Mandates of the General Committee (CP/CG-1997/14) was delivered before the Council by the Group’s Chair, Ambassador Carmen Velázquez, Alternate Representative of Venezuela to the OAS. 
6. Permanent Council approval of recommendations upon completion of the mandates classification process. Reference documents:

With respect to this issue, the Council decided to send the CAAP all reports arising from the mandates classification process for that Committee to examine the recommendations on methodology, included in several of them, so that the CAAP could draw up a single list of recommendations to guide future exercises on the Organization's mandates. 
The Council also decided that a compendium would be produced with the reports on this subject matter by the Permanent Council's permanent committees and with the report of Inter-American Council for Integral Development, and would be kept as a living document of the Organization. The document was published as CP/INF.6961/14.
7. Invitations to the forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly for which authorization by the Permanent Council is required
On that occasion, the Council also heard the Report of the General Secretariat and considered a draft resolution on the subject CP/doc.4986/14, after which it adopted Resolution CP/RES. 1029 (1965/14).
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Other business
· The Permanent Observer of France reported that, for the first time, Guadeloupe and Martinique had participated in the Summit of the Association of Caribbean States as associate members.  France previously represented them there. 
· The delegation of Mexico reported that the Third Mexico-CARICOM Summit and the Sixth Summit of the Association of Caribbean States were held in Mérida, from April 29-30. 

· The delegation of Mexico noted that the results of the mandates classification exercise that concluded on that date would be taken into consideration when preparing a draft resolution on the Strategic Vision of the OAS, for the General Assembly. 
· The delegation of Haiti spoke about that country's hosting of the Fourth Meeting of States Party to the American Convention on Human Rights in late May.
