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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Jacinth Lorna Henry-Martin, Chair of the Council and Permanent Representative of Saint Kitts and Nevis to the Organization of American States (OAS). The meeting was called to order at 9:48 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business 
The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1966/14 rev. 1, without any changes. 
2. Welcome to the Permanent Representative of Chile, Ambassador Juan Pablo Lira Bianchi

The Permanent Council welcomed the new Permanent Representative of Chile, Ambassador Juan Pablo Lira Bianchi, who had presented credentials to the Secretary General on May 6, 2014. The Chair of the Permanent Council conveyed her words of welcome to Ambassador Lira Bianchi.
The Permanent Representative of Chile then addressed the Council. Ambassador Lira Bianchi was welcomed by the representatives of: the Dominican Republic, on behalf of the SICA member states; Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, on behalf of the CARICOM member states; Argentina (Coordinator of ALADI); United States; Mexico; Ecuador; Peru; Colombia; Brazil; Paraguay; Uruguay; and Venezuela.
3. Presentation of the oral report of the EOM/OAS on the general elections held in Honduras on November 24, 2013 

The Permanent Council heard the oral report of the EOM/OAS on the November 24, 2013 general elections held in Honduras, delivered by the Deputy Chief of the Mission, Ms. Marcela Garzón, Specialist in the Department of Electoral Cooperation and Observation, of the OAS Secretariat for Political Affairs of the General Secretariat. 
In delivering her oral report, the Deputy Chief of the Electoral Observer Mission used the following as support for her presentation:

Several delegations then took the floor to comment on the oral report, applauding the Election Observer Mission and acknowledging the work done by the OAS Secretariat for Political Affairs team that accompanied the Mission. They also congratulated the Honduran people and government. 
After the consideration of this item was finished, the Permanent Council took note of the presentation by the Deputy Chief of the OAS Electoral Observation Mission on the Honduran general elections and of the member states' comments.
4. Election of the Permanent Council representative to the OAS Retirement and Pension Committee

The Council decided to postpone the above-mentioned election until further consultations among the delegations, and in anticipation of getting the relevant information from the General Secretariat. 
5. Adoption of the following Permanent Council meeting minutes:

· The Chair explained that Council meeting minutes were verbatim, that is, in the language in which each representative speaks.
· The delegations of Costa Rica and Dominica, as well as the Permanent Observer of France, recalled that on May 9 Europe would commemorate the 64th anniversary of the "Schuman Declaration," the first step towards European integration.
· The delegation of Ecuador stated that it would be notifying the Council of its concern that armed groups in the Amazon territory of Sarayacu were protecting three fugitives from justice in Ecuador; requested the report of the Board of External Auditors to the Council meeting of May 14; and expressed concern about the situation unfolding in Ukraine.
· The delegations of Nicaragua and Venezuela requested that the Executive Secretary of the IACHR report on the process relating to the competition for the post of IACHR Special Rapporteur for Freedom of Expression.
