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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Jacinth Lorna Henry-Martin, Permanent Representative of Saint Kitts and Nevis to the Organization of American States (OAS). The meeting was called to order at 10:14 a.m.


The statutory quorum was established with the presence of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Ecuador, El Salvador, the United States, Grenada, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, the Dominican Republic, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business (CP/OD-1967/14)

The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1967/14, as submitted. 

2.
Annual Report of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA) to the Forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly 
In this item on the order of business, the Permanent Council received the Annual Report of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA) to the Forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly, which was presented by the Institute’s Director General, Mr. Víctor Villalobos, and is contained in document CP/doc.4968/14.
In presenting the Annual Report, the Director General of the IICA likewise referenced the Summary contained in document CP/doc.4968/14 add. 1.
The delegations of Mexico, El Salvador, the United States, Honduras, the Dominican Republic,  Belize, Paraguay, Bolivia, Peru, Dominica, Haiti, Colombia, Canada, Nicaragua, Saint Lucia, Guatemala, Chile, Grenada, Costa Rica, Argentina, and Venezuela then presented their observations and recommendations.
The Director General of the IICA then thanked the member states for their words and announced that the IICA would submit a General Assembly draft resolution for the consideration of the Permanent Council (General Committee). 
When discussion of this topic had concluded, the Council took note of the presentation of the Annual Report of the IICA and of the observations and recommendations made by the member states, which it will pass on to the General Assembly pursuant to the terms of Article 91.F of the Charter of the OAS.
3.
Intervention of the Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Italy, Mr. Mario Giro 
At the request of the Permanent Observer Mission of Italy, the Permanent Council had the honor to receive the visit of the Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Italy, his Excellency Mario Giro, who made a presentation to the OAS member states.
The delegations of Mexico, Colombia, Peru, Ecuador, El Salvador, Nicaragua, and Venezuela, as well as the Chief of Staff of the Secretary General and the Permanent Observer of Italy, then took the floor.
When discussion of this topic had concluded, the Council took note of the presentation made by the Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Italy, as well as of the contributions made by the member states.
4.
Invitations to the Forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly for which authorization by the Permanent Council is required (regarding civil society organizations) 

The Chair informed the Council that after the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 1029 (1965/14), “Invitations to the Forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly,” on April 30, 2014, the General Secretariat belatedly found 16 additional requests from civil society organizations to participate in the regular session to be held in Asunción, Paraguay that had been sent before the statutory deadline but were not received on time because the email servers were overloaded. The Chair added that as a result those requests were unintentionally not processed any further and that they were added to the report and draft resolution contained in CP/doc.4986/14 add. 1, with the recommendation that same be adopted and that it serve as grounds for issuing a new resolution on the aforementioned invitations. 

 In view of the foregoing and pursuant to the provisions of Article 10 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, a list of 16 additional special invitees was submitted, so that the Secretary General could issue invitations for them to attend the forty-fourth regular session after receiving prior authorization from the Permanent Council. 
Next, and as no objections had been raised, the Permanent Council proceeded to adopt its resolution CP/RES.  1030 (1967/14) entitled “Invitations to civil society organizations to the forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly.”

Other business
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The delegation of Paraguay mentioned its invitation to the delegations to participate in a tour of Paraguay after the forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly. It also re-extended its invitation to the delegations to participate in the Paraguay Independence Day celebrations after the May 14 Council session had been adjourned. 
· The delegation of the United States issued a message in commemoration of World Press Freedom Day.
· The delegation of Mexico congratulated Paraguay on its independence day. 
· The delegation of Ecuador announced that it would share a draft resolution with the other delegations on the subject of “America: zone of peace and peaceful conflict resolution.” 
· The Permanent Representative of Dominica, in his capacity as Chair of the Working Group for the drafting of the Social Charter Action Plan, reported that the Group had finished its work in time to present the results at the General Assembly in Paraguay.
