The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Jacinth Lorna Henry-Martin, Council Chair and Permanent Representative of Saint Kitts and Nevis to the Organization of American States (OAS).  The meeting began at 10:30 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the attendance of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business (CP/INF.6971/14) 

The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, CP/OD-1974/14, without amendments.
2. Consideration of the request of the Permanent Mission of the Argentine Republic to convene a meeting of consultation of ministers of foreign affairs on Thursday, July 3 at 3:00 p.m., at the headquarters of the OAS in Washington, D.C., to consider the topic “Sovereign Debt Restructuring: The Case of Argentina and Its Systemic Consequences,” (CP/INF.6971/14).
The Alternate Representative of Argentina explained to the Permanent Council the reasons for they request to convene a Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs for Thursday, July 3 at 3:00 p.m, he also mentioned that this topic concerns to an issue which will interest all other countries as well of the Americas.
The delegations of Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Dominica, Ecuador, Grenada, Guatemala, Guyana, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Lucia, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela supported the request made by delegation of Argentina to convene a meeting of consultation of ministers of foreign affairs so they can offer their recommendations regarding the Sovereign Debt in Argentina. 
The Permanent Council approved the request made by the Permanent Mission of Argentina and decided to convene a Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs at the Headquarters. The Permanent Mission of the United States requested the inclusion of a footnote in the draft resolution to convene the above mentioned meeting.
