Record of the special meeting held on July 1, 2014

The special meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Sonia Johnny, Chair of the Permanent Council and Permanent Representative of Saint Lucia to the OAS.  The meeting began at 2:30 p.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the attendance of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela

1. Adoption of the order of business 

The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, CP/OD-1975/14, without amendments.

2. Preparations for the Twenty-Eighth Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs:

The Chair presented the procedural considerations for the meeting of consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, and moved forward the discussion on each item as follows:
· Consideration of the draft agenda CP/doc.5956/14

The Permanent Council considered and adopted the draft agenda, CP/doc.5956/14, without amendments.
· Consideration of the draft schedule CP/doc.5957/14

The Permanent Council considered and adopted the draft schedule, CP/doc.5957/14, without amendments.
· Consideration of the draft rules of procedure CP/doc.5958/14

The representatives of the member States considered the Draft Rules of Procedure and maintained an exchange on the text of the draft, particularly on the use of the word “reserve”, the content of article 21 of said Rules, and article 17. After several wording exercises, the Permanent Council agreed on a definitive text and approved the Draft Rules of Procedure.


The draft rules of procedures were published as document RC.28/doc.3/14.
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Then the Chair of the Permanent Council proceeded to address the creation and the composition of the Style Committee to review the documents approved by the Meeting of Consultation, proposing the following members: Argentina for Spanish; the United States for English; Haiti for French; and Brazil for Portuguese. The Permanent Council established the Style Committee as it was proposed by the Chair.
· Establishment of the order of precedence of the member states and permanent observers delegations

The order of precedence of the delegations of the Member States and of the Permanent Observers was established by lot, with the following results: Venezuela as the first in order of precedence, therefore holding the provisional Presidency at the opening session of the Meeting of Consultation; and Denmark as first in the order of precedence of the Permanent Observers. Both order of precedence were published as documents RC.28/doc.4/14 and RC.28/doc.5/14, respectively.
3. Other business

The permanent representative of Mexico raised the question of the expected length of interventions at the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council agreed on recommending six minute statements. 

The representative of Haiti brought to the attention of the Permanent Council the news on the passing of former President of Haiti Doctor Leslie François Manigat. The Chair expressed her condolences on behalf of the Permanent Council.

There being no further business to consider, the meeting was concluded.
