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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Sonia M. Johnny, Permanent Representative of Saint Lucia to the Organization of American States (OAS). The meeting began at 10:18 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the attendance of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business (CP/OD-1986/14)
The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, CP/OD-1986/14, without amendments.

2. Remarks by the Permanent Representative of Haiti, Ambassador Bocchit Edmond

Ambassador Bocchit Edmond took the floor as he was welcomed to the Council as Permanent Representative of Haiti to the OAS.
3. Remarks by the Permanent Representative of Panama, Ambassador Jorge Miranda

Ambassador Jorge Hernán Miranda Corona, took the floor as he was welcomed to the Council as Permanent Representative of Panama to the OAS.

4. Remarks by the Permanent Representative of Costa Rica, Ambassador Pablo Barahona Kruger
Ambassador Pablo Barahona Kruger took the floor as he was welcomed to the Council as Permanent Representative of Costa Rica to the OAS.


The delegations welcome the Permanent Representatives of Costa Rica, Haiti and Panama.
5. Installation of the Style Committee:

The Permanent Council established the Style Committee of the Forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly; which will be composed of the delegations of Guatemala for Spanish, Brazil for Portuguese, Canada for French, and the United States of America for English. The Committee will be open to all delegations.

The Permanent Council established the Style Committee for the Forty-seventh special session of the General Assembly; which will be composed of the delegations of Mexico for Spanish, Brazil for Portuguese, Haiti for French and Trinidad and Tobago for English. The Committee will be open to all delegations.
6. Consideration of the draft General Assembly resolution “Guidelines and objectives of the strategic vision of the Organization of American States (OAS)”


This item was considered in two different occasions during the regular meeting. First, the Chair of the Working Group of the Permanent Council on the Strategic Vision, Ambassador Emilio Rabasa, Permanent Representative of Mexico presented the draft resolution and the delegations of Antigua and Barbuda, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Dominica, Ecuador, Nicaragua, Peru, Paraguay, as well as the Secretary General made comments on the draft resolution. 

Then, in view of the extent of the discussion, and following a proposal made by the Delegation of Venezuela, the Permanent council agreed to address item 7 of the order of business and resume the consideration of item 6 at a later time in the session.

After considering item 7, the Permanent Council reconvened at 3 PM to continue with the consideration of item 6. The Delegations of Argentina, Brazil, Bolivia, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Paraguay, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, Uruguay, Venezuela, as well as the Secretary General and the Assistant Secretary General referred to the draft resolution presented by the Chair of the Working Group 

Taking into consideration the proposals presented by the delegations, the Permanent Council agreed to include the following amendments to the draft resolution and transmitted it to the General Assembly for its consideration during the upcoming forty-fifth special session:

· to include as preambular paragraph 3, a paragraph on the role of the Secretary General;
· to retain the alternative paragraphs proposed by the Delegation of Nicaragua in Annex I and Annex II;
· to eliminate the paragraph presented by the Delegation of Belize, which Belize agreed to withdraw; and
· to include in Annex I the paragraph presented by the Delegation of Ecuador.

The draft resolution transmitted to the General Assembly was published as document CP/doc.5074/14.
7. Farewell for Ambassador Joaquín Alexander Maza Martelli, Permanent Representative of El Salvador to the OAS
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The Permanent Council bid farewell to Ambassador Joaquín Alexander Maza Martelli, Permanent Representative of El Salvador upon his departure from the OAS. The delegations of Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Guyana, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, Venezuela, as well as the Secretary General and the Permanent Observer of Spain, recognized the contributions made by Ambassador Maza, highlighting his personal qualities and wishing him and his family all the best in their new endeavors.
8. Other business

The Permanent representative of Chile seized the opportunity to thank other member states for their solidarity with the country after a recent terrorist attack, as well as to make a statement on the anniversary of the coup d’etat in Chile on September 11 1973. Finally, the representative shared the news on the passing of journalist Emilio Filippi Muratto, regarded as a symbol of freedom of speech and press in his home country.


The representative of the United States made a statement regarding another anniversary of the terrorist attacks that took place on September 11 2001.


Both, Chile and The United States’ interventions were followed by support and solidarity from several Member States.


The permanent representative of Trinidad and Tobago reminded the Permanent Council of the event on non-communicable diseases (NCDs) in the Americas. The theme being “NCDs in the Americas: Awareness, Access, Action”; which will be held on September 30, 2015.

Finally, the Alternate Representative of Peru, made a special mention on the 13th anniversary of the Inter-American Democratic Charter, regarding it as an unprecedented document that reflects the hemisphere’s commitment to Democracy.

There being no further business to consider, the meeting was concluded.
